RIGHT CANNING PROCESS

WILL KEEP CIDER SWEET

1'ioduct Hold to Keep Natural Mnv
or and Annua IW Indefinite

Time by New Met hod

HwQet elder may bo canned so as
to keop Its natural flavor and aroma
Indefinitely, by a method worked
out at tho Hon products laboratory
ot tho Oregon Agricultural collego
oxporlmont station. Tho cooked
Jolly tnsto Is entirely absont.

Tho apples aro collected, sorted
to all sound .ones, and then cleaned
and pilot! up to sweat, which devel
ops an oxqulslto aroma In tho skins,
Tho sound fruits only aro then
ground up with a grntor. Spoiled
fruits spoil tho flavor nml render
tho Juice watery.

With hydraullo promos an averago
of threo gallons from each bushel
ot fruit Is obtained. Tho Julco Is

pumped direct from tho press Into
u receiving tank and strained thru
a coarse cloth or burlap to remove
pulp. It Is then run through, n
coutrlfugo of tho typo used In clari-

fying milk.
Tho Julco is then put Into tho

storlllzor, which may bo a black
tin or coppor coll in a tank or water
which Is to. bo hold at an oven
tompornturo of ICO, Fnrenholt. Oood
thormomotors and careful watching
are essontlal.

Tho product next goes Into stor-lllz- d

plain tins which aro soalcd at
pneo and processed at 100 degree

no moro for 30 minutes or moro.
Time Is counted after tank ther-
mometer records 100, which must
not bo oxcocdod. Aftor n short per-

iod ot cooling, tho cans aro ready
for mnrkot or storage

If sterilizing tho Julco causes too
much air in It, tho cans aro run
through an exhaust box at 100 for
about flvo minutes.
