comply with a notlee to repair, Im-
prove or malntain such portions of the
ftreets, alleys or avenues so used, and
for which such grantee, or Lis or Its
fuccessors, are liable, or for negleet or
refusai te pay any legal assessment for
repalrs or Improvements, the cond!-
tlons of such franchise shall authorize
the clty to declare by ordinance the
Immediate forfeiture of such franchise,
and n the case of street rallways, or
other rallways or tramways, the road
or truck constructed thereunder shall
likewlse be forfelted. If any rtreet or
public place be abandoned by the
grantae or user of a franchise, that por
tlon of the franchise nnder whlch sal ]
itreet or publie place was used by the
grantee or his successors shall thero-
after be null and vold, and shall be
forfeited without any further action on
the part of the elty.

Powers of Regulation Over Btreet and

Other Rallways.

0. No exclusive franchise or privi-
lege ghall be granted and the council
of 8t.

Section 77, For the acquisition,
either by purchase or construction, of
any publie utllity or for the erection of
publie bulldings, or the purchase of
public parks as in this charter pro-
vided for, the ecity of Bt. Johns Is au-
thorized and empowered to lssue and
dispose of bonds of the city of the de-
nomination of from one hundred dol-
lars to five hundred dollars, as the
councll may determine, under the seal
of the city with Interest coupons at-
tnched thereto. The sald bonds shall

He
shall recelve and preserve in his office
all accounts, books, vouchers, dotu
ments and papers relating to the ae-
counts and contracts of the elty, Its
debts, revenues, and other financial
affairs. He shall give Information as
to the exact condition of the treasury
and of every appropriation and fund
thersof upon demand of the mayor,
the councll or any commitiee thereof,
He shall be the custodian of the city
soal and shall perform such other du
ties as this charter or the councll may
direct.

Recorder to Keep Accounts of Moneys;
Audit All Demands.,

4. The recorder shall keep an ae
count of all moneys pald luto and out
of the treasury, Any ordinance or res-
olution providing for the payment of
any demand ovt of the treasury,
whether from public funds or from pri-
vate funds deposited therein, shall al
ways be construed as requiring the
auditing of such demand by the re
corder before the same be pald,
Recorder to Keep Record of Demands

5. The recorder shall number and
keen an ofcial record of all demands
audited by him, showing the number,
dite, amount, pame of the original
holder, and agalnst what approprintion
drawn and out of what fund payable,
and he shall approve no demand un-
less the same has been allowed by the
officer, board, department, or commit-
tee required to aet thereon.
