Prime Minlsters BSought or Gave
Satisfaction in Field of Monor.
AL loast four of England's prime

ministers entered the “fleld of honor.”

& “Student of the Code,* In a letter lo

the New York Sun says. The Duke of

Wellington challenged L ¢ Earl of

Winchelsea In consequeste of the

earl's remarks on the Catholle ques

They met In Battersea felds.

Lord Winchelsea recolved the duke's

fire and then fired In the alr.

The Rt-Hon. Willlam Pitt was chals
lenged by George Tilorney, president
of the board of control, on sccount of
cortain objectionable remarks made in
the House of Commons, They met on
Putney common. Two shols were ax-
changed and Pitt fired the third time
In the alr, when a reconciliation was
effected,

Goeorge Canning met Lord Castle-
reagh on Putney common. They fought
in sight of the windows of Lhe houwe
in which Pitt died. Both missed. At
the next exchange Custlereagh's ball
entered Mr. Canning's thigh, infliet-
ing a alight wound. The two siates-
men assumed thelr places for & third
shot, when the seconds, wseeing the
blood streaming from Mr, Canning's
wound, put an end to the combat.

Benjamin Disraell likensd Danlel
0'Connell te the impenitent thiet on
the cross. O'Connell also used lan-
guage which was not parlinmentary,
and Disrasll offered to castigate the
Irishman. O'Connell declined to me=t
him. Disraeli then challenged Morgan

Egan beocame
Curran's second In Curran’s fourth
and last dusl, with Lord Bucklngham-
shire,

Richard Brinsley Sheridan fought
Mr. Matthews, “a gentleman of fash-
fon,” at Hath in order to vindicate the
reputation of Miss Linley.
