Now treasure fields, hitherto thought
Inaccessible, havo been opened by the
building of the Ornnd Trunk l'acMo
Itallroad In Canada. Paralleling, to
tomo extent, tho discovery of Cobalt,
tho gouging out of n rock cut on the
Height of Iind, about 100 miles rant
of Cochrane has brought to light a bin
scam of copper that promises to make
Its owners, who nro railroad men, prac-
tically millionaires. Other mon work-
ing on construction or other work nee
csiary to tho building ot a great rail-
road havo mado discoveries of silver
and gold, tho cxlstenco ot which had
boon only suspected, An It U, tho finds
reportod havo boon made close to the
right of way, or on waterways travelod,
first by railroad cnglnoers and survey-
ors, and now by men .engaged In tak-
ing In construction supplies.

As only the edges ot theso vast un-

protected tracts adjoining tho rail
road havo been touched, It remains for
this summer to dlscloso what wealth
the Interior holds. With tho resump
tion of steamboat navigation on the
Abltlbl, which will put tho district In
close touch with the outside, will como
completo confirmation and details of
the new dlscovorlcs that havo caused
such deep Interest In mining circles.

Still another government railroad,
the Temlskamlng and Northern Ontar-
io, constructed for the purpose of giv-
ing rvady access to tho fertile farm-
ing lands of New Ontario, has disclos-
ed mineral wealth that has caused ag-

ricultural exploitation to become n siv
ondary Interest, for It now appears
that this railroad will bo a tremendotu
factor In the growth ot tho mining iu
dustry In tho newly arriving nortu
lands of Quebec province. In Quebec
will be found the same compositions
nnd the same lodgments of mineral as
In Ontario, and the forestatlon and
traveling methods are Identical.

Tor violating the ntntuto providing
that barbers shall bo licensed nnd reg-

istered before being allowed to engage
in tonsorlal toll, nppcllant In Jackson
vs. State, 117 Southwestern Reporter,
818, was convicted. Tho law exempts
students In tho university nnd barbers
In smnll towns. Its purpose Is to In-

sure efficiency In the barbers and hy
glenlo conditions in their establish-
ments. Tho Btntuto wns declared

by tho Texas Court of
Criminal Appeals on the ground that
It was contrary to the provision pro-

hibiting taxation of mechnnlenl em-

ployments, nnd that by Its exceptions
It becamo discriminatory became tho
evils Intended to bo prevented could
as easily arise In nn Institution of
learning or a hamlet as In the frescoed
parlors ot n metropolis.

A .Missouri stntuto prohibits courts
from punishing contcmptB by lino ex-

ceeding $B0 or Imprisonment for more
than ten days. In Chicago, II. & Q.
Ry. Co. vs. aildorslcevo, 118 South-
western Reporter, 8C, It appeared that
appellant had disregarded nn Injunc-
tion forbidding his traffic In partly
used railroad tickets, nnd had been
sentenced to fifteen days' imprison
ment for contempt. Appellant relied
on tho stntuto, nnd expressed the fear
that unless the stntuto wcro recognized
as constitutional the courts could ex-

ercise their power to punish for con
tempt In nn arbitrary and oppresslvo
manner. The Missouri Supremo Court
held that as the court wns created by
the constitution, nnd had Inherent
power to punish for contempt, allow
ing tho Lcglslnttiro to regulnto this
power would be permitting tho legis-

lative body to exercise functions prop-
erly belonging to tho Judicial. Three
Judges dissented.

In United Stntcs cx rcl. Atty. Gen.
vs. Delaware & II, Co. 29 Supremo
Court Reporter, 527, the stntuto pro
hibiting railroads from transporting
In Interstate commerce commodities
manufactured, mined or produced by
them, or In which they wcro directly
or Indirectly Interested, wns construed,
thrco Justices dissenting from the
court's opinion. Tho Federal Hiipromo
Court held, In substance, that although
a railroad corisirntlon could not trans-
port tho product of Its own mines,
yet II could control n corporation cn
gaged exclusively In mining, nnd
transport tho mineral for the corpora-
tion which It owned or controlled;
that tho ownership of n railway car-
rier of stock In a bona lldti corporation
producing coal wns not tho Interest In
tho commodity forbidden tho carrier.
Tho court Illustrates Its deduction
thus: Acnrrler mines nnd produces
and owns coal na 11 result thereof. II
sells tho coal to A. It Is Impotent to
move It for account of A. In Interstate
commerce Ihicauso of tho prohibition ol
tho statute. Tho snmo carrier hocomoi
n denier In coal, buys nnd sells coal tc
A. This coal It may transport In In
terstate commerce. Thus If tho rulo
of literal Interpretation woro applied
this Incongruity would rosult, nnd tho
Intention could hardly havo been to
offer nn Incentive to n carrlor to bo--

como u buyer nnd seller of commodl
tics which It transported.
