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A Gigantic Plant

Attracted by the immense
water power potentialities of the
northwest, Norwegian cagiulinta
are considering the feasibility of
establishing n plant in either
Oregron or  Washington for the
manufacture of nitrates of vari-
ous kinds, Representatives of
the foreign interests have been
conferring with W. E. Herring,
distriet manager of the United
States Forest Serviece, for the
past two weeks relative to the

roject and although no definite
Rac gion as yet has been made,
it is believed that the proposed
lant will be located at a point
rn Oregon not far distant from
Portland.

For the profitable manufactur-
ing of the products it is estimat-
ed that between 250,000 and 500, -
000 horsepower will be required.
If the plans as to the minimum
of power desired are carried out,
it is estimated that the project
would involve the aa%enditure
of $156,000,000 to $18,000,000 for
the electrical development alone,
while for the nitrate works there
would be required from $8,000,-
000 to $12,000,000 in addition,

Of the few plants in the world
for the fixation of atmospheric
nit n into nitrates and special
fertilizers, the two largest are
said to be situated in Norway,
One of these plants is operated
by 140,000 horgﬁuwer and the
other by 80 horsepower,
The two planta produce moré
than 75, tons of caleium ni-
trate mnul.l!r.

If it is decided to install such
a plant in the Northwest, it will
be the only commercial enter-
Eriu of the kind in the United

tates. The chief reason why
such a plant has never been es-
tablished in this country was
the inability to secure cheap

power, Experts point out that
to make such an ind a
commercial success the cost of

power for operating purposes
must be reduced to a minimum,
The products comprise chiefly
fertilizers, nitric acid and nitr-
ate, for which there are broud
markets,

During the lﬂ{;umt four summer
SEASONA hr. erring has made
comprehensive studies of the
waterpower possibilities in the
various forest reserves and thro'
the knowledge thus obtained
the Forest Service was able to
furnish much information in re-
gard to the waterpower wealth
of Oregon and Washington,

There is no commercial plant of
this kind in the United States at
present, and it is believed that
a location can be found in the
Northwest where the power need-
ed can be secured within a 20
mile transmission distance of
some central point, and ata price
which will allow of the installa-
tion of the works, said Mr.
Herring yesterday, *“‘The aun-
nual cost per horsepower must
be considerably lower than any

wer is now sold for in the
Wutam country, It is believed
that $10 per horsepower year will
be the maximum price which
the company can stand, and this
must cover all ove durﬁ:s.u
and operating cost. While this
?riumyawn low to any one

amiliar with the power situation

annual costs are approximately

She
advocated an international
ment  with all nations
whereby each nation through its
government could buy from other
countries those thin not pro-
duced in sufficient a ndance in
its own country; governments
dealing with governments and
not with individuals, In this
manner, she contended, each na-
tion could secure what it needed
at actual cost of production and
transportation, and such an ag-
reement would create universal
peace, war being a thing of the
past, She claimed that all wars
with nations were started thro-
uﬁh commercial reasons, and
with nations aiding nations in
supplylm‘ what the other lacked,
there eoudsmuihly be no reason
for war, stated that the
reason a panic took place in this
country every twenty years was
because the government's bond-
ed indebtedness fell due every
twenty years, falling due again
next vear. This, she declared
so disrupted business, through a
stringent monetary system which
we now possess, that a panic was
the result,

A well kept machine can meet
smergoencies and undergo an ex-
tra strain much better than one
whose axles are not kept oiled
or where there is a weak place
in the badt. So it is with the
human body. The best preven-
tative moeasures in disease are
to keep the body in a perfectly
healthy condition,

o whole matter of cleanli-
ness mav be looked upon asa
sort of insurance carried against
risk. Not every one is injured
who travels on the rail , yet
many ltake out policies notevery
house gets on fire, vet insurance
is held to be a valid protection,

The risks of infection are great
enough under the prevailing
careless habits to make cleanli-
ness a good insurance policy,
It is objected that people have
lived in dirt and apparently
thrived on it, and some of the
dirtiest chilldren are the health-
lest, but we can only say that
there are various kinds of dirt
and that fortunately human b
ings as well as animals have a
large resisting power when they
are well fed, warm and happy.
Such persons may carry pneu-
monia in their throat, tonsilitis
germs in decayed teeth, or dip-
theria germs in their nose for
months, and then some sudden
chill or emergency will break
down the defenses,

It is safe to say two thirds of
the ailments of school children
in caused by the lack of care of
the hands and in the handlin
materials to be put in the mou
or brought in contact with the
eyes and nose,

The habit of moistening the
f‘i:)gwn with saliva, of handling
food, books, and eclothes, the
dangerous habit of fingering the
nose and then putting the hands
on the faces of other children,
and all this goes on without
washing the hands from morn-
ing until noon or perhaps until
night,

A large proportion of these
preventable diseases are to be
avoided nct by any miraculous
change of climate but by just
plain cleanliness, Soup, hot
water and plenty of it. Es-
pecially elean hands and the de-
posit of refuse in the right place,
The disuse of the public tow-
¢l and drinking cup has been
a great step toward the prevent-
ing of disease.

The proper uses of the common-
est things of life are the founda-
ation of good health, viz: food,
water, fresh air and sunshine.

One use of water has been
quite fully discussed, but water
internally I8 equally as impor-
tant, to keep the body well flush-
ed. Drinking water especially on
an empty stomach is one of the
best means of carrying off the
wastes of the body, Keeps the
kidneys active, stimulates the
action of the skin, prevents con-
stipation which is the common
seat of many ills.

Insufficient mastication of
food, irregularity in eating, too
much codiments and rich food
are a common cause of consti-

pation.
Fresh air and sunshine are the
best germ destroyers. In the

gsummer time it seems easier o
keep the house ventilated but as
the cold weather draws near we
shut our windows and stay in-
doors for fear of taking cold,
It is an undisputed fact that
those who live in ¢lose rooms are
more subject to colds and other
more serious illness, A well
ventilated sleeping room is very
important, as it is while we are
resting that our body does its
rer):ir work, Dirty air means
tuberculosis, throat trouble, eye
disease, and any or every con-
tagious disease.

Dr. Woodbury says: ''Deutal
defects and neglect of daily care
of the teeth loom up as proba-
ble frequent causes of many
throat and stomach diseases.”'
And at no period of life is there
greater need of a clean mouth,
sound healthy teeth and perfect
nutrition than during the years
of echildhood. The earlier the
child aequires the habit of keep-
ing the teeth and mouth clean,
the more certain the reward of
growing up into & strong healthy
and wholesome man and wo.
