Dad, gince this letter isn’t to
be censured, [ am going to try
and relate some of my experi-
ences ng they have happened one
by one since October, 1917,
Left Vancouver on the night of
Oct, 22and went to Madison
Barracks, New York, via the
Great Northern and New York
Central R, R, After remaining
at Madison B, for several months
Ileft with my comknn e 307
supply, for Hoboken, N, {'. Got
on the boat all O, K., but at the
eleventh hour we had a physical
examination and 1, of ecourse,
was one of the unfortunate; any-
way, they said it waeg the mea-
sles? Was put inte an ambu-
lance; by the way, it was my

wasn't sick, but several times |
caught myself swallowing pret.
ty hard.

All of us were assigned to life
rafts and were given life helts
which we were supposed to
keep with us at all times, About
the only good use I could find
for my life belt was that it made
a fine pillow.

the States, Finallg we eame ujp
with seven uther ships all going

In all there were nine ships in-

One evening while we were
{all lined up for mess we heard
[the signal given to abandon
(ship; then in quiek succession
shots were fired from the cruis-
er, which was fully four thou-
gand yards away on our star.
board side. These shots were
kicking up'the water not three
hundred feet away. Everybody
on board held hig breath. Soon
the excitement was all over and
we were ﬁoing at full speed
nhead without losing a ship,
One poor fellow got so excited
that he heaved his rain coat and
I mess kit overboard, but wished
he had it later.

We went on for several days
longer and then were met by a
]cunvm' of twelve torpedo boats
|which came out to take us thru
[the danger zone, and the cruis-
'er then turned back. The rest
of our trip oversens was rather
uneventful, only we all thot we
{ecould see land long before there
| was unﬁ land to be seen.
