rhat Mortjase Census Is One of the 
Boldest Scheme* of the Plutocrats Ever 
let Attempted !—A Clomi-Cut, Desper­
ate Attempt to Deceive. 
The testimony against tho mortgage 

•cnsus accumulates rapidly. The abso­
lutely stunning tcstinfbny of last week 
in which our reporter offered 810 for the 
loan of Porter's "instructions," has 
startled the entire State. Thoro is a 
tide coming which will.sweep the whole 
rascal gang of siiylocks out of the Gov­
ernment. 

Never has there been known such a 
secret and contemptible attempt to over­
ride and deceive the people. The nation 
is honeycombed with debt. Every dollar 
of the national bank.currency goes over 
the bank counter when it creates a debt 
Instead of paying it. Every foliar of 
money in.existence represents amort-
gage over and over again. The sum of 
these debts rolls up into the illimitable 
and unpayable billions. Every bogus 
bond is a mortgage—every trust-bond is 
a mortgage—every dollar of currency 
represents a mortgage—and if one-tenth 
of tho mortgages on land wero paid not 
a dollar of currency would be in circula­
tion in this country. This is uotdistam-
pered exaggeration. It is the solid truth, 
which can be proven without difficulty, 
as is known by financiers. 

Against the exposition of this remarka­
ble condition the government is arrayed. 
It staggers at the exposure—and reels 
before the facts. The financial legisla­
tion of the old parties is a Nemesis of 
vengeance, crying from every home 
sacrificed, and the tears shed upon the 
hearthstones of a million cottages -are 
'witnesses. You look in upon these peo­
ple, and see the anxious care weighing 
down strong frames and palsying the 
strong arm. It is not age—it is toil—it 
is not solemn visaged death or the gaunt 
and skinny finger of disease, nor is it 
crime that brings the sullen look and the 
faltering footsteps! It is debt! 

Debt? 
What, from extravagance? 
"Extravagance?" 
The American farmer extravagant? 
In that his wife follows the plow? 
In that his little children are in the 

field? 
In that lie wears old clothes, and buys 

cheap furniture? 
In that he parts with a dollar with ex­

treme reluctance? 
In that he has the reputation for 

penuriousness? 
In that his book-shelves are empty— 

and he never yet owned a bicycle or a 
piano? 

In that the school term is but four 
months? 

In that he has no velvet carpets? 
In all these are the farming masses 

extravagant? 
No, gentlemen of the marble hall and 

damask guilds—it is not extravagance— 
tt is the invisible and yet gigantic rob­
beries which have been perpetrated by 
you under the aegis of the Constitution 
and the fatherhood of the partisan idol! 

And now, when another twenty years 
threaten to extinguish the title of every 
farmer in the Empire State—and when 
the Norske farmer of the prairie sees his 
gentie hjem of but a single generation 
taken by the usurer, the Government of 
the United States stretches out its 
paternal hand with tenderness and love 
to protect—the bloodsuckers! 

Exaggerate do we? 
Well, let us see. Into our door comes 

a man known to nearly'every Alliance 
man in this State, by name: 

"Doctor, that article on the mortgage 
Census Fraud, last week, strikes lots 
of us." 

"Why, does it hit you?" 
"Yes, sir, it does—and it hits one half 

of my neighbors!" 
"Why, how so?" 
"Weil, sir, the enumerator came around 

to my door, and I treated him kindly and 
answered his questions." (This man now 
lives in St. Paul.) "Finally he turned to 
go away, and it came time to do the ques­
tioning myself. 

"How about tho mortgages, Mister?" 
said I. 

"What mortgages?" 
"I own a farm with a renter upon it." 
"That will have to be told by your 

renter." 
"But he knows nothing of it—he has 

Just gone on." 
"Well, I don't know anything about it 

either." 
"Well, now, I want that mortgage 

scheduled; * 
"I can't do it, sir. It isn't anything to 

me." 
"Who will take it, then?" 
"No one that I know of; I can't; I have 

to abide by my instruction." 
Seven or eight instances similar to the 

above have come to us by letter. We 
stand actually stupefied by the crime of 
the Government. It bears the mur­
derous impress of the jailbird and the 
forger.

Tlia Windom Silver Bill. 
Mr. L. Brown, a Republican, says in a 

letter to the Des Moines Leader: 
I think my party has, in the passage 

of the Windom silver b'ill (so-called), 
taken a long stride backward—gone 
rapidly "down hill decaying." It has 
shown that it has no love for the debtor 
class—the. ninety sftid nine; but the 
creditor class—the "one" alone does it 
servo. Mr. Conger tells in a speech be­
fore the lower house, that tho words "if 
not otherwise contracted", were added to 
the clause making silver and silver cer­
tificates legal tender in order to give peo­
ple legal right to make a binding con­
tract to pay their mortgage debts in 
"silver, gold, iron or wood" (his own 
words) an "article" a commodity instead 
of money, and thus putting it beyond 
the power of Congress hereafter to give 
the debtors relief, because the obligation 
of a contract is forever binding by the 
words of the Federal Constitution. 
Why did Mr. Conger surround the word 
"gold" with the words "silver, iron 
and wood?" Merely as a sugar coating 
to the blue-mass pill—"gold" that the 
farmers must swallow, and in which they 
will be bound to pay off the mortgage on 
their lands. The Windom bill is a sweep­
ing act of confiscation of the Western 
farms and their bestowal upon the "cred­
itor class"—the money lenders of Wall 
and Lombard streets. The loan and 
trust companies are now having their 
notes printed to conform to this law. In­
stead of reading, "I promise to pay so 
many dollars," they read, "I promise to 
pay in legal-tender money, excepting sil­
ver and silver certificates:" National 
bank notes will not pay a mortgage debt 
hereafter, for they are not "legal tender" 

—and notice is given in tho mortgage 
note that, they will not be accepted by 
the creditor class, and neither silver nor 
silver certificates will be acceptcd.

If the farmer will stand this, then I 

am mistaken; lhat's all. The Winclom 
bill really contracts the cuivc-iey, tlwit 
should be available for the payment of 
mortgage debts hereafter contracted. 
And the mortgage must be renewed or 
the lands forfeited within tho next fivo 
years to the amount of at least twelve 
billions of dollars. Tlie Windom bill 
practically contracts tho mortgage-re­
deeming currency more than a billion 
dollars, and before the end of five years 
from the time of tho passage of that bill 
—if not repealed and relief given by a 
vast addition to the amount of our full 
legal-tender money—the farmers of the 
Mississippi Valley will be placed where 
nothing will save them ntter ruin and 
bankruptcy, forced on them by legal en­
actment the Windom bill—an infamous 
fraud, ah accursed steal, a satanic lie. 

INSULTS ONLY FOR PRODU­
CERS. 

How Congrei* Ignores or lt<-ji>cts the De­
mands of Furraera. 

Your representatives in Congress (men 
who were elected by your votes) havo 
done nothing in compliance with the de­
mands you made at St. Louis, but on the 
first opportunity voted down the free 
coinage bill. Nothing has been done to 
abolish national banks. Nothing has 
been done to prevent (gambling) dealing 
in futures by boards of trade. Nothing 
has been done to prevent alien ownership 
of land. Nothing has boon done to 
equalize taxation. Nothing has been done 
to stop hoarding and put iconoy in circu­
lation. Nothing has been done to issue 
fractional paper currency (script) to 
facilitate exchange through the mails and 
for convenience in other business trans­
actions. Nothing has been done to place 
ownership in the government of commu­
nication and transportation for the inter­
ests of the people, as in the United States 
mail service. The members of Congress 
elected by your votes say, in flattery, you 
are noble, good fellows, and Ave will do 
all we can to relievo your suffering by a 
tariff reform. You are not capable to 
comprehend this intricate tariff question, 
perhaps, but it will surely cure you and 
all the ills of which you complain. It 
cures consumption, under consumption, 
over-production. <J)o not listen to tho 
tale of woe about money, which is a mat­
ter that belongs to the banks only.—:

The Farmers' Alliance un Important Fac­
tor in Politics. 

That which gives to this' year's politi­
cal campaign a character of its own is the 
appearance of the Farmers' Alliance as 
an important factor. In the Northwest 
it has become powerful, and in several 
States in the South it has become all-
powerful. In Georgia all of the political 
leaders have been forced to accept its 
programme. And the Atlanta Constitu­
tion boldly declares that tho Farmers' 
Alliance not only constitutes the back­
bone of the Democratic party, but "is the 
Democratic party." In'tho Northwest 
tHto organization leans toward the Democ­
racy only upon the tariff question. 
Upon the question of temperance 
its leanings have been Republican, 
and more than Republican—a ma­
jority of the Alliance seeming to 
favor prohibition. In Ohio this union of 
the Alliance with tho Prohibition party 
is seriously talked of. In Illinois and 
Nebraska the Alliance and the Knights 
of Labor have already agreed upon a 
common platform. In both States they 
demand tariff revision in the direction of 
free trade, and in Illinois they aggres­
sively demand that the taxes upon neces­
sities be replaced by a graduated income 
tax. Unless incomes are measured by 
the amount of property tho taxpayer can 
bo proven to possess, there is danger of 
injustice and fraud in this proposition. 
Nevertheless, it is tho one which is de­
manded by the radical democracies in 
Europe; and would without do'^ in 
great measure substitute taxation m pro­
portion to wealth for taxation in pro­
portion to want. In England the oppo­
nents of the income tax confess that it 
has become increasingly popular witli tho 
mass of the people, and that the frauds 
under it tend to become less as time goes 
on. In England, as here, the property-
less classes pay fully four-fifths of the 
indirect taxes, but the income tax falls 
almost exclusively upon the upper ten 
per cent, of the people, who practically 
monopolize the natural weath.—Xew 
York Christian Union. 

What One Alan Can Do.

do. For months the papers of all parties 
asserted that Matthew Stanley Quay 
would nominate a certain man for Gov­
ernor. Long before a single delegate 
was chosen by the people that statement 
was made, and, notwithstanding the rec­
ord tliat is credited to that man, there 
was not independence enough in the 
party' ho belongs to to dispute his will. 
The man of his choice was sominated, 
and, if report be true, he is the favored 
SOB of the Standard Oil Company—ono 
of the giant monopolies of the world. 
The wishes, the will and the votes of the 
men of this State who belong to that 
party were as so much chaff before the 
wind, and when the convention assem­
bled at Harrisburg he had everything 
his own way."—T. V. Powderly, in specch 
at Prlceburg, Pcnn.

It ia all very well for the 
b?lla, wuo has but to smilo upou n man to 
brii g hitn to her side LO do-her bidding, 
and for the matron, who commands 
attention by the obl-gutioa owed by 
those who enf ber dinners and sit in 
her opera-box; but ior the mujority, what 
slavery is greuter than that enjoined by eti­
quette at a ball? How quite 100 ridiculous 
it id thnt a sensible, middle-ayk1 woman 
Biiould rejoi'e when she sees a boy in his 
twenties leadv to givo her his arm to sup­
per! 

As for conversation between men and 
tbe men, all enjoyment is spoiled by the 
idea on the man's part that he may be 
'.'stuck," as he expresses it in a rather in­
solent 1'asLion, and ou the woman's that 
he is "stuck." As for giris, intelligent 
fine creatures that they are, how can par­
ents endure the idea that they must lose 
their young dignity by trying to attract 
the attention of boys, half ot whom are 
their inferiors in mind and manners—and 
yet, wLat can a poor girl do? It she gig­
gles aod talks nonsense, and hatters and 
axunges the yotiag men, she is a success;
