Smith melted some ice in a cup over tho
steam, heated the water, dissolved some
extract of beef and served good hot
besf soup for supver. Two blankets
over us reemed little protection for the
pight. Through the small opening in
e above we could watch the
Jneteors and all night long

{Tavalanches roaring down
tain sides. I was the only
one tunate enough to be able to
sleep, When we awoke our shoes were
frozen stiff and had to be melted in the
steam before we could put them on.
The blankets where the steam had been
were icy.”
