FOOTBALL AND FIGHTERS.! if" 

A. Harvard Uradnate Says the Former la 
Far More Brutal. 

Standing beside the writer among the 
throng that witnessed the football con­
test between the Cornell and the Chicago 
university elevens at the Congress street 
grounds last Thursday afternoon was a 
scrupulously dressed man of middle age* 
a graduate of Harvard, who regarded 
the points of play with a practical eye, 
unaffected by the excitement occasioned 
by the critical situations, says a Chicago 
Thn& reporter. V 
. "Have you ever," said he, when time 
was callled on the first,Jialf, "contrasted 
football with prize fighting and tried to 
reafionlwhk'h was the more brutal? Now 
stop iH^if I am indulgidg in a thread-
Bare platitude, but it has just occurred 
to mc What a storm of indignation, It 
would occasion if those two young gen­
tlemen who have been trying to warm 
each other on the rush-line would put on 
a set of s6ft boxing gloves and ga out 
there and settle the grudge that seems 
to have been engendered by the excite­
ment of the game. I think I could men­
tion the names of 1,000 persons 
in that graud stand who . would 
stampede as though a bomb was thrown 
among them. The broadest set of 
rules that ever governed a boxing match 
do not permit one contestant to choke 
his opponent into insensibility. Sup­
posing now, for' instance, Peter Jackson 
should bend his elbow and putting all 
the strength of his body into a mad 
charge, bring his muscular forearm in 
contact with John L. Sullivan's larnyx, 
would not every 'sport' at the ringside 
cry "for shame!" and would not the 
referee give the fight to Sullivan on a 
foul? Yet that is merely one of the 
pleasantries indulged in on the football 
field. Butting, gouging, and arm twist­
ing are inseparable from this fashionable 
sport. Last year ten young men 
died as the direct result of accidents In 
foot-ball contests. The record of broken 
limbs, heads and noses, not to speak of 
minor casualties, would fill a bank 
ledger. To offset this we have had three 
deaths in the prize ring and they would 
not have happened if the men had fought 
on the turf. 

"The admirers of football and the fol­
lowers of the ring are two widely differ­
ent classes, but if the popularity of prize 
fighting is traceable to the brutal ele­
ment in man's nature then the popularity' 
of football can boast of no nobler origin. 
Both dcrivo their character from their 
surroundings." 

Bow High Can Man X.ive? -
Mr. Webber, the traveler, states that 

in Thibet he has lived for months to­
gether at a height of more than 15,000 
feet above sea level and that the result 
was as follows: His pulse, at the normal 
heights only 63 beats per minute, seldom 
fall below 100 beats per minute during 
the whole time ho resided at that level. 
His respirations were often twice as 
numerous in the minute as they were in 
the ordinary levels. A run of 100 yards 
would quicken both pulse and respira­
tion more than a run of 1,000 yards at 
sea-level, and ho found that the higher 
the level the greater the difficulty of 
running or walking fast. He crossed 
the Gurla Mandhata Mountain at a 
height of 30,000 feet, and found that he 
had the utmost difficulty in getting his 
breath fast enough. Webber also says 
that the native guides of the mountains 
suffered equally as much, if not more 
than he.

But, if one 
may believe a Maine Central engineer, 
locomotives are extremely fickle. He 
declares that his engine, will take a train 
over a steep grade with a rush one day, 
while perhaps the very next day, with 
the same train and the same grade, the 
artful coquetto will pretend to be shy, 
will draw back in feigned timidity, fence, 
flirt, and finally do what it is asked to 
do with a pout. "It's hard," he says, 
"to realize that your engine isn't alive. 
She acts like a horse. She will shy and 
balk at a grade when she feels liko it, 
and again will take the bit In her teeth 
and jerk the load clean' over the hill. 
You can't help calling such an engine 
'her.' Sometimes I feel like speaking to 
her when she is sulking."—Boston Post.
