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ENGLAND'S OUTRAGE. 

IN SPITE THEREOF NEWFOUND­
LAND REMAINS LOYAL.. 

What Will Happen With the Bwwnrri of 
the Modus V vendi Unly Tlrnn Will Tell— 
Tho Nign ttoaut Intimations of > 81. 
Jubo1! Biew»papor-®eueraI News. 

HALIFAX, N. 8., Jan. 26 -Advices 
from Newfoundland state that at a meet­
ing of what is known as the "French 
shore committee" resolutions, were 
adopted expressing gratitude to their 
fellow colonists in Canada for their 
manifestation^ of sympathy for New­
foundland in the hardships of its posi­
tion. and of the active and valuable sup­
port and assistance afforded by the press, 
various boards ol trade, and other expo­
nents of public opinion and sentiment 
throughout the dominion. 

Commenting on the fisheries situation 
and the sensational reports that have 
been sent abroad about the feeling in 
the colony, the St. Johns, N. F.. Herald 
says: "It is qnlte true that all New­
foundland has been aroused to the most 
vehement resentment against Groat 
Britain for this second outrage 
which she now proposes to . per­
petrate upon the colony, but 
we have no reason to believe 
that any section of oor people have ever 
conspired ta throw off their alliance to 
the British crown. What may happen 
in the future wo know not, but at pres­
ent no rumors have reached as here in 
St. Johns, of any conspiracy against her 
majesty's sovereignity in Newfoundland. 
It has caused us much concern to see 
published in such an influential news­
paper as the London Times stories of 
conspiracy and rebellion, which, so far 
as we can learn, are entirely mythical. 

"We are compelled in honesty to state 
that we know nothing of the alleged at­
tempt to tear down the Royal Standard 
from the court house and hoist the stars 
and stripes in its place on the occasion 
when the report arrived here that the 
modus vivendi was renewed. What 
really happened is that at Placentia 
there was open talk of taking such a 
course, bat the people restrained their 
indignation and indulged in no more 
overt act of rebellion than this, 
•or have we as yet heard any­
thing of the existence of any treaties 
whose object it is to wrest the colony 
from the dominion of her majesty and 
place it under the protection of the 
American republic; and if any American 
gentlemen have made arrangements for 
supplying the Newfoundlanders with 
arms in case of a popular revolt occur-
tng, it is remakable that the newspaper 
correspondents should be aware of a 
fact which has never come to the knowl­
edge of the police authorities. There 
has been no conspiracy or rebellion in 
Newfoundland. But what will happen 
when the modus vivendi is removed and 
the French shore is settled over the 
heads of the commonity of Newfound­
land, time only will reveal." 

SOUTH DAKOTA DOINGS. 

THE SEAL QUESTION. 

. A Treading Dealer Tell* Why the Animal* 
Are Being Exterminated. 

PARIS, Jan. 26.—The European edition 
publishes an interview at Cannes with 
Herman Leibes on the Behring sea 
matter. He approves Blaine's course 
and asserts that the seals are being 
hunted to death and will be extermi­
nated unless prompt measures are 
taken. England will then suffer also, as 
8,000 persons in London live by prepar­
ing the skins. The poachers with whom 
Sngland sides are not English alone, 
but Canadian sealers and American 
•eamen. Last year fifty-one vessels were 
engaged in poaching. Next season, if 
England gives her protection, ISO ships 
will be in the business this means destruc­
tion to seals. Leibes, Mills & Tests pay the 
government $11 for every seal they kill, 
supply the inhabitants of the leased 
Island with medical attendance, fuel and 
schools. The inhabitants are Indians 
from Alaska and number 400. But for 
sealing they wonld starve. Liebes says 
his firm is willing to abstain from killing 
seals for five or six years to give the ani­
mals a chance, provided others are for­
bidden also. The reason the seals 
are exterminated is that those 
killed are mostly females with young. 
Ont of 53,000 skins brought to London 
this season by poachers, 99 per cent, 
belonged to females. Liebes does not 
believe there is any danger of war in 
the matter. It is too small for England 
to fight about. Last season thirty-nine 
Victorian'vessels killed over 40,000 seals 
while fourteen American ships killed un­
der 14,000. He holds America's rights 
in the sea are as unquestionable as those 
of Russia, which were never questioned, 
as Russia shoots all poachers caught ou 
her side of the sea. There is no poach­
ing there. 

CANADA UNINVITED. 

Have the WmrUTm Fair Official* Slighted 
Oar Next Door Neighbor. 

OTTAWA, Ont., Jan. 26.—A prominent 
official of the government remarked yes­
terday: "When Secretary Blaine in­
spired his party organs to abuse the 
British government for alleged neglect 
and discourtesy in not inviting the Amer­
ican republic to participate in the 
Jamaica exhibition, he overlooked a more, 
glaring or willful insult to the dominion. 
Although a next neighbor, Canada has 
aot received any advices, officially or 
otherwise, expressing a desire on the 
part of the United States that Canada 
should participate in the coming world's 
fair at Chicago. If the imperial govern­
ment were Invited, no intimation has 
reached Ottawa. The dominion depart­
ment of agriculture is completely at sea 
respecting what should be done. So far 
BO action has been taken and the 
chances are that Canadian representation 
In Chicago will be confined to private ex­
hibitions."

PIERRE, Jan. 22.—Wednesday and 

Thursday the state board of regents in 
connection with representatives of the 
state's various public institutions was in 
session. Col. Smedley, president of the 
board, wi*s in the chair, and Prof. A. T. 
Free, the secretary, was present. Re­
ports were received ffom the various in­
stitutions and as-to the condition of tb« 
work and its present needs before tb • 
session of the legislature. Geo. G. Croso 
spoke in behalf of the Brookings Agri­
cultural college and made a remarkable 
showing for it. This School seems to be 
in practical hands and to be accomplish­
ing almost as fully as possible the pur­
pose for which it was established.- As 
important as agriculture is to the past­
ern part of the state, so is mining to the 
western or BLck Hills part. On behalf 
of the latter M. J. Thbrnby, trustee of 
the Rapid City school of mines, ap­
peared. Mr. Thornby lives in Custer, 
the tin region, and is probably as thor­
oughly posted a man on the Hills' min­
eral resources as there is. He has. just 
returned from an eastern trip in the in­
terests of the tin deposits and is more 
enthusiastic than ever. The showing he 
made before the meeting of the need of 
the maintenance of the school of mines 
in the interest of the whole state was 
convincing. Much of the future growth 
of the state depends on the development 
of it as as a whole. Already railroads 
are seeking the Black Hills in response 
to its mineral wealth, and the next 
thing is some lines of railroad across the 
ceded lands and the opening of the whole 
country to settlement. This can only be 
accomplished by an intelligent knowl­
edge of the country's resources. This is 
what the State School of Mines is calcu­
lated to fill. Its abolishment at this 
time in the interests of economy would 
be penny wise and pound foolish. Tin-
western part of the state asks for but 
lllt.tle, but asks for that little long, After 
appointing Messrs. Smedley. Thornby 
and Fee a committee on legislative work, 
adjourned.

DAKOTA LAWMAKERS. 

•oath Dakota Preparing: to Enter the 
Llat ot Kxhlbitor*. 

PIERRE, Jan. 21.—The South Dakota 
board of agriculture has called a meet­
ing of the boards of trade and kindred 
organizations to meet in Pierre Feb. 3 to 
consider as to the best means of securing 
a good representation for the state at 
the world's fair. Abe Van Osdel, one of 
the most active members and officers of 
the board, has arrived in Pierre and has 
the following to say on the subject: 

"The state of California has decided 
to put 91,000,000 into a state exhibit at 
the world's fair. Other states heard 
from will average appropriations for the 
same purpose from $100,000 up to the 
California amount. 

"At the Watertown session of the 
board of agriculture this topic was dis­
cussed and it was decided to invito rep­
resentatives of all horticultural and 
connty fair associations to meet with us 
at Sioux Falls. The attendance there 
was very good bt to still further the 
work we have called this meeting at 
Pierre for Feb. 3." 

To this meeting are invited represent­
atives of all county and district fairs, 
banking associations, city boards of trade 
or representatives of towns and cities. 
The state board of agriculture will be 
present, also the state's commissioners 
appointed by Gov. Mellette. 

The question of the state's representa­
tion at this fair is as important a one as 
there is before the people to-day. 

Historical Society Meeting. 
PIKBBE, Jan. 33.—The State Histori­

KING WILLIAM'S VILE TEMPER. 

A Violent Scene Between the Dutch lion-
arch and His Minister. 

King William III., of the Netherlands, 
who died a few days ago, was, in his 
best days, a man of frightful temper. 
The person who cscited him above all 
others was the lank, phlegmatic Thor-
becke, who left the desk of a Utrecht 
professorship to bccorae a minister of 
state. The king expressed his contempt 
for Thorbecke by always addressing him 
as "Sir Professor." 

Tu 1870, when William was drifting 
swiftly toward an alliance with France, 
in order that he might avenge the 
wrongs all Dutchmen feel that they have 
sustained at German hands, the "pro­
fessor" was selected to convince the king 
that his people would not support him in 
such a course. Thorbecke entered the 
king's bedchamber, with his hands be­
hind him, on tho morning of the day of 
the decision. 

"Good morning, sir professor. What 
is the news?" asked the king. 

"Nothing special, sire; only the peo­
ple of The Hague are talking a good deal 
of nonsense," said Thorbecke, with di­
plomatic deliberateness. 

"Humph! concerning my ministers?" 
"No,sire," droned on Thorbecke, "con­

cerning you." , 
"Concerning me?" shouted the king, 

and whatj O honored professor, concern­
ing me?" 

"Sire. I hardly wish to repeat it. I—" 
"Enough! 1 wish to hear it." 
"Well, sire, the people of The Hague 

say you arc as crazy as a loon." 
Biff! Like a shot the short, heavy 

body of the king bounced from the bed 
to the floor. Purple and speechless, he 
caught up a great silver Inkstand to 
throw it at Thorbecke. His hand be­
came entangled for a moment In the bl»d 
curtaius. Thorbecke strode up to him, 
thrust down hjs keen white face to the 
level of the king's eyes, and said in a 
tone of icy indifference:

AN AWFUL REVENGE. 

A RUSSIAN LOVER DECAPI­
TATES HIS RIVAL. 

With the Aid of Another the Deed la Ac­
complished and HU Head Burled In » 
Field—A Country Belle and Heiress the 
Canae of All the Trouble. 

LONDON, Jan. 26.—The details of the 
terrible tragedy of the Hotel Carol at 
Con stanza (Kustenje) have Just been 
made public. Constanea Is a fortified 
town on the Black sea that is connected 
by rail with 'Echernavoda, on the Dan­
ube. It cannot boast of more than 5,000 
inhabitants, but it has always been gar­
risoned by one of Roumania's crack regi­
ments, and the large fleet of merchant­
men that are usually In • port tend to 
give it more life than most Black sea 
ports. 

Not far from Constanza, In the direc­
tion of Rassovie, lies an extensive sheep 
farm owned by PetrofI Debreska, whose 
daughter I^atalie is tho belle of the 
countryside for many miles around. Na­
talie, of course, as the daughter of a 
wealthy herdsman, had a little court of 
her own, but she cared not for the rural 
swains that dogged her footsteps, and 
turned with an instinctive longing to­
ward the military at Constanza. Nor 
were the latter slow in responding to 
Mile. Natalie's unconcealed preference. 
She hadjittle difficulty in gathering a 
goodly number of officers at her rural 
festivities, tho latter being quite willing 
to exchange the scanty comforts of Con­
stanza hostelries for the abounding 
plenty of the Debreska estate.

Stranded in this small seaport town, 
ft-an, who was a Russian swell and al­
ready belonged J|o' a fashionable club in 
St. Petersburg, naturally sought out the 
best social attraction the country af­
forded, and soon obtained an introduc­
tion to Natalie. The latter was at first 
loath to give up her first love, but the 
wiles of the city youth were too fascin­
ating for her long to withstand, and be­
fore the end of November Orderly Hol­
bran had ceased to be the most favored 
guest at M. Debreska's hospitable villa. 

Ecllpted the Humble Suitor. 
Such was the situation when the own­

ers of Roumanian estates began to make 
their usual extensive preparations for 
Christmas. Holbran was practically 
driven from the field, but he had not for­
gotten the promises of the heiress, and 
intended that she should keep them.

Nothing was heard of the missing Rus­
sian until a week ago, when one of the 
servants of the hotel, going into an un­
used bathroom in the basement, dis­
covered his headless body. The police 
were at once notified, and gradually un­
raveled the story. The next step was 
the arrest of Holbran and Paucesco, 
who, on being brought face to face with 
the evidences of their crime, confessed 
their guilt. 

The two orderlies, who were the ser­
vants of a major lodging at the Carol, 
admitted that they had decapitated their 
victim and buried the head in a neighbor­
ing field. 

WEATHER-BEATEN NEW YORK. 
Th«t City Still ia an Isolated CondlUon--

The Streets Impasaable on Account of 
Fallen roles and Broken Wire*. 
NEW YORK, Jan. 26.—This city is still 

isolated this morning, telegraphic com­
munication being only partially restored.

It 
is believed the large force of men at work 
will have communication nearly restored 
by evening. The weather is clear and 
cool this morning.
