Thinks She Has Done Enough.

The queen returned to London Monday
afternoon—her final jubilee day but one—
and made what will be most probably her
last jubilee appearance in the metropolis.
Henceforth, for whatever span of
life may be left her, Queen Qic-
toria will confine herself to such work
for the state as can be done
at Windsor, Balmoral or Osborne. All
official functions which bring the sovereign
face to face with the people will be rele-
gated to the Prince and Princess of Wales.
The qucen thinks—so the statement runs—
that she has done enough. The unexam-
pled devotion and acceptance of her obli-
gations to her people have after sixty yecars
well won her a rest, and in so far as the
sovereign can, she now proposes to let the
burden of responsibility fall on those who
must Lear it when shie passes away.

BURGLAR'S NOVEL SCHEME.

Electric Current Brought Into Use
by Sate Blowers.

Borglars resorted to a novel scheme to
open a bank safe at Chagrin Falls, Ohio,
Sunday night. They entered the bank of
Rogers & Son some time early in the even-
ing. They had previously attactied a wire
to the trolley line of the electric railway.
This wire was run through an alley, over
a transom and to the safe. Another wire
attached to the rail of the street car
track was Dbrought into the bank. At
the ends of these wires were carbon
points. With these carbons an attempt
was made with the are light thus formed
to melt the knob of the combination. ‘The
experiment worked and the knob had
been nearly melted away when the cur-
rent was shut off shortly after midnight.
The burglars then gave up the task. The
job was planned scientifically. The thicves
had elen gone to the trouble of placing a
Jittle pile of sand under the knob for the
molten metal to fall’on, and thus avoid
setting fire to the building. There is no
clew to the burglars.

ASKS FOR FEDERAL TROOFS

Florida Governor Appeals fcr As-
sistance Against a Mob.

Gov. Bloxham ealled upon the govern-
ment Friday for federal troops to ald him
to restore order at Key West, Fla., which
place he says is in the hands of a mob. No
particulars were given. The trouble is
supposed to have originated in an attempt
Thursday to lynch a negro accused of us-
sault. During the preliminary hearing a
man named Pendleton arose in court and
asked it there were not men enough to
lynch the prisoner. Great cxcitement en-
sued, but the negro was safely jailed.
Later in the afternoon negroes attempted
to mob Pendleton, but the authorities
rescued him.  The local militia assembled
at the armory and slept on its arms, as the
attitude of the negroes caused apprehen-
sion of race troubles. The government
has not as yet complied with the request.

TO HAVE A VOIGE IN CUBA.

Patriots in America Will Take Part
in the Election.

Cubans who live in the United States,
but have contributed toward the expenses
of the war for independence, are to have a
voice in the direction of the affairs of the
voung republic, whose constituent as-
sembly is to meet at Camaguay on Sep-
tember 2. There will be a general
election of the assembly before long
throughout those parts of Cuba where
the insurgents are strong enough to hold
one,and it is decided that two of these
representatives may be clected by Cubans
in the United States. Orders will soon be
issued containing all detz®s as to the poll-
ing of the vote, ete. Every Cuban above
16 years old,who has contribu‘ed a ceriain
amount—not yet decided on—to the cause
of the patriots will be entitled to a vote.
As to nominations, they are not yet made.

RUMORS ABOUT GOMEZ.

First Reported Killed but After-
wards Modified to Wounded.

Rumors were afloat in Havana Saturday
emanating from official circles, that Gen.
Maximo Gomez, the insurgent commander
in chief, had been killed in a fight near the
military line in the province of TPuerto
Principe. Sanday the report was modified
to the statement that Gen. Gomez had
been seriously wounded, but nobody out-
side of official cireles believes this report
to be true.

WRECK IN MISSOURI

SEVEN PERSON KILLED AND
NINETEEN INJURED.

Five Mail Clerks, the Baggage Mas-
ter and a Brakeman Lose Their
Lives—Storin Caused the Disaster—
Other Items of Interest.

Seven Persons Killed in a Wreck

The St. Louis express on the Wabash
railway which loft Kansas City at 6:20
Saturday evening, plunged through a
trestle at Missouri City, Mo., at five
minutes after 7 o’clock, carrying down the
entire train with the exeeption of the rear
car, a Pullman. The gorge, whieh a few
hours previous was practically empty, be-
came a raging torrent by a tremendous
downpour of rain and the structure was
wezkened. Five mail cleris, the bagzage
master and a brakeman are¢ known to be
dead and nineteen were injured.

Of the nineteen injered, not oneisin a
critical condition. Among them all there
isnot one broken limb, though many of
them were thrown three-quarters of the
length of the coanchies in which they were
riding. Mrs. W. H. Wilkinson of Kansas
City, is the most serfously hurt. Two
small bones of her left hand are broken
and she suffered a severe laceration of the
thigh as well as bruises about {he face and
neck. The wounds of most of the others
are trivial.

All indications are that death came to at
least four of the five unfortunate mail
clerks almost instantly. Their car pitched
end first through the break in the trestle
and they must have been drowned in the
raging stream while in an unconscious
condition. The remains of four were car-
ried from the wreek and were recovered
some distance down the stream. There
were signs of life in the body of the fifth
mail clerk, when rescuers dragged bim
from the wreek, but he died a few minutes
later on the bunk of the creek.

STRICKEN IN THE SENATE.

Pettigrew Has an Apoplectic Stroke
IWhile Making a Speech.

An abrupt and startling halt in the tarifl
debate occurrad in  the senate at Z:
o’clock Saturday, when in the midst of a
passionate speech Senator Pettigrew, Silver
Republican of South Dakota, was stricken

with paralysts of the vocal chord,
which  brought bis speech to &
close with a sentence hal? uitered.

The senator was not physieally inca-
pacitated, except in the sudden loss of
the power of speech. Although he took
his seat unaided, his asscciates felt that
grave possibilities were involved 1n such
an attack. They were quickly by his side,
and he was ministered to iith as little
confusion as possible. He left the chamber
soon after and was talken home by his
friends. Dr. Baine said there was no im-
mediate danger. though he pronounced the
attack to be in the nature of a slizht stroke
of apoplexy, causing facial paralysis. The
senator must avoid excitement for awhile,
the doctor said.

R. G. Dun’s \Weekly Review of Trade
says: There is no step backward in busi-
ness, although the season of midsummer
guniet is near. lmprovement continues
gradual and prudentially eautious as be-
fore, anlthough in many brauches it is evi-
dent where no signs of it appeared a few
weeks ago.  The main factor at this time
is the steadily brightening prospect for
crops. Harvesting of wheat has already
begun in some winfer wheat states with
surprising good results in the central re-
gion and California, so that 8§0,000
tons i3 now called the minimum from
the latler state and the statisticians of
repute caleulate on 0,000,000 bushels of
winter wheat beyond the government esti-
mate. Spring wheat is deing remarkably
well with a practically unknown inercase
of acreage. Iron and steel products aver-
age a small fraction lower in published
quotations. There is encouraging demand
for all textile goods, even for cottons
which have so long been slow, and though
it is but moderate there is nothing of a
speculative character in the {ransactious,
and prices are firmly held. Orders for
woolens have been rather better than were
expected froim clothiers and fairly good for
dress goods. Operations in spring goods
are still deferred. Failures for the week
have been 216 in the United States, against
217 last year and 24 in Canada, against 24
last year.

KILLED BY LIGHTNING.

Several Georgians Mcet Death in an
Electrical Storm.

Lightning played havee with lives and
property In  Georgia Thursday. The
daughter of the mayor of Powder Springs,
a popular summer resort in that state, Miss
Hattie Scott, was slain by a bolt. At Mil-
ner, in the northern part of the state,a bolt
struck on J. A. Farley’s farm and killed
Samuel Lawrence, a colored farm hand,
badly burned another and injured Mr.
Farley’s son. The storm which ac-
companied-the clectrical display flooded all
the waterways and the loss of property
owing to fires originating from lightning
and resulting from the floods will range
very high.

SOUTH DAKOTA HAPPENINGS IN
CONDENSED FORM.

Black Hills Region Visited by a
Terrific Rain and Hail Storm—
One Life Reported Lost—Hail
Drifts Three and Four Feet Deep

Heavy Hailstorm in the Hills.
The Black Hills region was visited by a
tervific rain and hail storm on Thursday

and Friday last, and nearly all thestreams’

of the northern IIills were swoolen con-
siderably Dbevond their normal volume.
One life was lost. Ed. A. Webster, a
young man, living on a dry fork of Red-
water Creelk, across the line in Wyoming,
was swept away with his house and
drowned. A reservoir near the town of
Belle Fourche gave away, and the body of
water that was let loose did great damage
to several troops of United States cavalry
camped just below the dam. Tents and
equipments were washed away promis-
cuously, some of the soldiers getting out
with difficulty. In the Spearfish Valley
and on Centennial Prairie the hail de-
stroyed every vestige of vegetation in its
path. The hail streak was two miles wide.
Drifts of icy pellets three and four feet
deep were found after the storm. The
fruit crop has been ruined all over the
northern Hills.
