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MUST STOP ATTACKS.

China Warned to Put Immediate End
to Firing on Legations.

The State Department Thursday morn-
ing made public the text of the note ad-
dressed to the Chinese government
through Minister Wu., The dispatch is
not in the form or nature of an ultima-
tum. It insists, however, that the firing
on the legatons cease and that the im-
perial government, if it desives to show
its friendliness, shall co-operate with the
relieving column. 1"uUuwiug is the text
of note:

We are avalling ourselves of the oppor-
tunity offered by the lunperlul edict of Aug.
19 ullm\lug to the foreign ministers free con-
munieation with their respective goveru-
meuts in cipher, and have sent a communica-
tion to Minlscer Couger, o which we awalt
an answer.

We are already advised by him, In a brief
dispatch received Aug. 7, that {imperinl
troops are firing dally upon the ministers In
Yeking., We ucnmnvl the immediate cessa-
tion of hostile attacks by Imperlal troops
upen the legations, and urge the exerclse of
every power and e oy of the fruperial gov-
ernment for the protection of the legations
and all forelgners thereln.

We are alzo advised Ly the same dispatch
from 3linistier Conger that,
for the foreign minlsters to leave IPeking, oS
proposed in the edicr of Aug. 2, would. be
certafn denth., In view of the fact that the
imperial troops are now firing vpon the lega
tiois, and in view o the doubt cxpressed uy
the Unperial government in its edict of Aug.
2 as o lts power to vesiore order nnd secure
absolite safety In DPeking, it is evident that
this- apprehension is well feunded, for If
your government cannot protect our nunis-
ter in P'cking, It will, presumptively, be un-
able to protect him upon a journey from
Pekin to the coast.

We thercfore urge upon the {mperial gov-
ernment that 1t shall adopt the course sug-
gested In the third clause of the letter of
the President to 1Iis Muajesty the Emperor
of Cbina, of July 23, 1600, and enter into
communie ation with the rellet expedition so
that *co- -0per: itlon may be secured between
them for the liberatlon of the legatlons, the
protection of forelgners and the restcration
of order. Such actlon on the part of the
Imperial government would bae a satisfactory
demonstration of Its friendliness and desire
to attain these enils.

At \lx!i(nr\ Park in Indianapolis Wed-
nesday afternoon William J. Bryan was
notified that for the sccond time he had
been chosen Democracy’s candidate for
President. And, rnr the second time in
his life, Adlai E. Stevenson learned of-
ficially that his parvty had chosen him as
its candidate for the second highest office
within the gift of the people.

The crowd ot the park was so dense’

that it was tedious progress for the pro-
session that escorted the nominees. Along
the line of march the throng surged for-
ward and backward as they cheered for
Bryan and Stevenson. Various estimates
make the number of visitors in the city
20,000 to 30,000. In addition to these

strangers all Indianapolis seemed to be on. |

foot.

It was a sweltering but good-natured
crowd. Clouds that obscured the sun
early in the day were scattered by noon
and the sun beat pitilessly upon the hosts,
The thermometer registered over 80 de-
grees in the shade and in the sun, where
the majority of sight-scers stood for
hours, the temperature was over 100,

Military park was gay with flags and
streamers; the walls of the Grand hotel,
from where the parade started, were nl-
most hidden by bunting amnd nearly every
building along the line of march was dec-
orated.

With the day's exercises the campaign
of 1200 may be said to have opened. The
nddresses of Col. Bryan and Mr. Stevens
son, in reply to the chairmen of the no-
tification committees, sounded the' key-
note for the party that Is seeking to se-
cure the reins of government. It is anti-
[mperialism. A thousand words are de-
voted to this subject where ten are used
for any other.

MOW DOWN CHINESE.

Russians Scize and Byrn New Chwang
After Slaughter.

The Russians, after a terrific battle
with the Chinese at New Chwang, cap-
tured the city. The Russians carried the
forts by storm and fought the Chinese
in their trenclies, which were constructed
with great ingenuity. The defensive
works 'of the Chinese were very formid-
able. They were also greatly superior in
pumbers to the attacking force, but were
badly led and gathered in great masses,
which were torn to pieces by the Rus-
sinns’ shells and ‘mowed down by their
rifle fire, After capturing the defenaive
works the Russians took possession of the
native ¢jty and destroyed it by fire,
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The claim is made that the Chinese are
gsing dum-dum bullets.
