MITCHELL ISSUES A CALL FOR
JOINT CONVENTION.

It Is the General Feeling that the
Ten Per Oent. Offer Will Be Ac-
cepted as It Stands—Expressions
of Satisfaction Heard.

PuiLADELPHIA: President Mitchell has
Issned his call for the much talked of
miners’ convention to consider the opera-
tors’ offer of a 10 per cent. increase in
wages. The convention will be held at
Scranton :and will open Oct. 12. Repre-
sentation in the convention will be on the
'basis of one delegate with one vote for
each 100 persons on strike.

It is the general expectation that the de-
cision of the convention will be to accept
the increase an4 return to work,

Quietness prevails throughout the an-
thracite regions, the call for the conven=
tion being generally accepted as a signal
for. cessation of bhostilities all around.
There were many expressions of satisfac-
tion by miners and operators and by mer-
chants and others over the prospects of an
early settlement of the troubles.

Minneapolis Newspaper Man Thinks
This Was Andree's Fate.

MINNEAPOLIS, Minn.: Harry S. Knap-
pen, & newspaper man, returned Tuesday
from a perilous trip to the Hudson Bay
country, in which, with nine white men
and eight Indians, he sailed 600 miles up
the east shore of that greatinland sea. Mr.
Knappen was assured by Eskimos whom
he met that a ‘*sky boat’’ had come into
that region on the extreme northeast shore
of the bay two years before, that it came
to the ground and that the savages who
inhabit that country had killed the white
men in it. This, he explains, was Andree’s
ill-fated polar expedition.

OVER 15,000 ARE SLAIN.

Estimates of Native Christians and
Missionaries Killed.

NeEw York: More than 15,000 native
Christians and 150 Catholic and Protestant
missionaries died the death of martyrs
during the four or five months of the Box-
ers’ uprising in the northern partof China.’
These figures are only approximate, as it
will be impossible to obtain a complete
record of the Christians massacred until
the missionaries raturn ‘to the districts
from which they were driven an make,
letailed reports to their relpectivenﬁpqrds.
At present it seems doubtful if $hp mis-
pionariés can safely return to the more dis-
turbed provinces for a year, or perhaps
longer. ;

NOW A HOLE IN THE GROUND

All that Marks Spot Where Minne-
sota’ Magazine Stood,

EveLETH, Minn.: Seven thousand five
pundred pounds of dynamite in the pow-
der magazine of Spruce mine, about half a
mile from town. blew up Sunday after-
poon. A hole 100 (eet square and 25 feet
ieep marks the spot svhere the magazine
stood.. The force of theexplosion was so
great that there is not a piece of glass over
2 foot square within a radius of two miles
>f the mine. Practically every window
and mirror in Eveleth was broken. The
loss in the city is estimated at $30.000. The
damage done to the Spruce mine was about
£3,000, the minelaboratory and wareliouses
being totally wrecked.

At least 200 people were hurt more or
Jess from being thrown down by the shock
or hit by shattered glass. The explosiou
was plainly felt at Biwabik, twelves miles
distant. The cause of the explosion is bard
to ascertain. An unknown man was scen
pear the magazine a few minutes before it
occurred, and it is believed that he was re-
sponsible, although that is pure guess
work., At any rate the fellow has not
been seen since.

A FIERCE TORNADO.

Storm in Northern Minncsota and
Wisconsin Results Fatally.

Duruth, Miun.: One of the fiercest tor-
nadoes that ever visited northern Minne-
jota amd parts of Wisconsin struck the
edge of the Mesaba range town of Biwabic
at 4:10 o’clock Saturday aflternoon, killing
nine persons, injuring eight, and doing
damage variously estimated at from $300,000
to $500,000.

The names of the injured cannot be ob-
tained. The principal damage consists of
the destruction of shaft houses, dwellings
and business houses. The Austrian set-
tlement of Biwabic suffered severely.
Twenty houses were blown down in the

Martin, who, being similarly affected, was
paid a regular salary by Mr. Rouss to al-
low the experiments.

Over 2,000,000 More Acres Taken.
Than During Previous Year,

Wasmingrox: The report of the come
missioner of the general land office showa
a large increase in the recent work of the
office in the past year, due, the commis..
stoner says, to the general stimulus given
10 all industries in the country for a year
past. 1'he total cash receipts of the land
ofice for the past year amount to $4,879,-
708, an increase over the previous year of
$1,509,621, und over the fiscal year of 1808
of §2,101,763.

There wus a proportionate increase im
the amount of land disposed of, the total
this year amounting (o 13,453,885 acres,
an increase of 4,000,000 iacres over the pre-
vious year. The homestead entries for the
year aggrogated 8,478,404 acres,an increase
of 2,000,822 acres over the previous year.
There Las been also a large increase for
the year in the number of final homestead
entries mnade. There has been h decrease
in the number of- mineral land entries made
during the year, but this is to be accounted
for largely by the number ol suspensions,
notably in Colorado and Moutana, under
late rulings made by “the secretary of the
interior. \While there has been a dimlou-
tion in the number of mineral land entries
in general, there hus been an inecrease in
the number of patents issued upon coal
land entries.

There are now i total of thirty-eight
forest reservations under the act of 1801,
embracing an estimated area of 46,772,128
acres.

DEDICATION OF MONUMENT.

Shaft Raised at Spearfish to Herocs
of the Spanish War.

The dedication of the soldier’s monu-
ment in Spearfish took place last week,
there being a large number of people pres-
ent from other Black Hills cities. The
dedicatory address was delivered by Maj.
J.B. Fairbanks. The monument is’ of
bronze, the figure of an American soldier
standing on a pedestal of white marble.

On the four sides of the pedestal are pol-
ished slabs upon which are engraved the
names of Col. A. S. Frost, Capt. William
MeLaughlin, Capt. Paul D. McClelland,
Capt. F. W. Medbery, of the First South
Dakota Infantry; Col. Melvin Grigsby,
Capt. Seth Bullock, Capt. Geo. E. Hair,
and Capt. J. E.. Hammond, of the Third
United States volunteer cavalry, and Col.
W. W. Torrey and Capt. Austin, of the
Second United States volunteer calvary.

The names of the dead soldiers are also
cut in the tablets.

‘The monument has been erected in the
center of a plot of ground intended for a
public park. The cost of erection of the
monument was met by the ladies of the
Black Hills.
