LONDON: The Chinese ntfiilster, Sii 
Chili Chen Lo Feng Luh, :cal£erf' at th«-
foreign office in London ^Monday and 
urged the British government to bring 
pressure to bear in order to proyent Russia 
from securing the piecessafyisijcn atu res of 
the ManohuTian agreement.... The officials 
of the Japanese legation are inclined to 
believe Russia will succeed in getting the 

! necessary signatures. " 
In the absence of the .Japanese, .minister 

in London, Baron Ilayashi, Mr.' Matsui, 
first;secretary of the Japanese legation, 
who,was interviewed Monday afternoon 
by a.'Tepreseutative of the press, made a 
comprehensive statement of the issues in­
volved. He said: -

"Russia's insistence, China's helbless-
nessiaud tfie probable: victor/ '6f ' KaSsian 
diplomacy will-bring us to thebrihk'of a: 

dangerous situation^in whidh none oC the 
powers is so deeply concerned sts-Japan. 
Kven if the secret treaties have been modi­
fied^ as is alleged, the changes are so 
trifling as to make the documents thor­
oughly objectionable to Japan. 

"Assuming that China signs the treaties, 
I suppose that Great Britain, Germany and 
the United States will protest to'Russia. 
But that is about as far as they will go and 
about as much as they will get. With 
Japan it is a matter of fighting. 

"The question is whether we are fight 
Russia now, or to fight her later on. She 
has no right to Manchuria, and if she se­
cures Manchuria she will be on the way to 
secure Korea." 

HAVOC AND DEATH. 

Tornado in Alabama Results in Con­
siderable Loss of Ijife. 

BIBMINGHAM, Ala.: Shortly: -before 10 
o'clock Monday morning a fearful tornado, 
traveling in an easterly direction, swept 
over the southern portion of this city. The 
number of killed is estimated at jtwenty-
flve, of whom five are white. Thedestrac­
tion of property is placed at a quarter of a 
million dollars. 

The storm struck the city in the extreme 
southwestern corner and plowed its way 
eastward, leaving a path 160 feet wide 
through the entire southern section, ex­
pending from Green Springs on the west 
to Avondaie on the east and continued its 
course until its fury was spent in the 
mountains beyond lr»fdaW, «K small town 
six miles eastiof the cityv Fully'&KD houses 
were demolished or. damaged. -

The morning dawned cloudy and sultry 
and grew more threatening as the day ad­
vanced^ Clouds began to gather, and 
shortly'after 9 o'clock sharp lightning 
flashed from the south west. The air be­
came heavy and stifling. The velocity of 
the wind snddenly began to increase and 
from out of the overcast sky tbesteaded 
fuuneKshaped eloutt made its .appearance. 
Hugglijg close tw the earth, it! passed 
througtfthe city1 iiileaps and bounds'.- The 
altitude of the cyclone was not more-than 
seventy-five feet. The negro shanties and 
cottages in the lowlands in the p#th of the 
storm were the principal sufferers. The 
larger residences on the higher ground 
suffered but slightly. The largo trees on 
the hillside of the St. Vincent hospital 
were torn up by the roots and large masses 
of stone were twisted out of the ground 

. and broken and scattered all over the 
driveways of the entrance to the institu­
tion. 

On Faggot's hill, just south of Avon-
dale, a number of persons were seriously 
injured and many houses badly damaged. 

Onward the cyclone swept, and at Iron 
dale again did its work Of destruction 
Houses and fences were leA'eled to the 
ground and several bodies have been re­
covered. A number of injured persons 
and a big property loss are reported. 

Bessemer, Pratt City, Ensley, North 
Birmingham; and -.other suburban towns 
were visited by the ^torm and in each 
much destruciion' was wrought, but no 
loss of life is reported. 

Many houses were demolished at Pratt 
City, including a number of churches. 

At Powderly and Cleveland there was 
also muehjlamaga an<$ destruction.

A few 'tniles west df Lie village, while 
coming down the incline round the moun­
tain, the train parted, £ jj^jipqsite the depot 
at Glen Gardner, .the'; Second section 
smashed into the first. , Tiie first section, 
composed of coal cars, was going at a high 
rate of speed, and none of its cars was 
jolted off the track. The forward car, one 
of the"oil tanks of .the runaway section, 
w#$ hurled »idewise;acrass31ie tracks,-aiid 
tfajoil t^iM|ia£s bfihj'N ^were spiljed 
upon the t'op of it iri»everjr way. The first 
crash caused the oil in one of the tanks to 
explode and ignite, atid the terrific heat 
caused the othe? .cars to.^xplode, one after 
the:fether. * *' 

Within five minutes ;after the first ex­
plosion the flowing river of oil had reach­
ed the Masonic-Temple in the heart of-the 
village, .and ten minutes; later that struc­
ture was enveloped in flames. Then build­
ing after building, all of them;frame, tpok 
fife as the oft rca'ched them, and within an 
hour an area 500 feet square was a mass of 
flames. The -losses estitpaled at from $60,-
000 to $75,000.

The 
train consisted of an 'engine and tender, 
bagg&ge car, two coaches and twelve 
freight cars, and was going fifteen miles an 
hour when struck by the wind. The engine 
was lifted from the track, the tender was 
tu.ned over, the baggage car, two coaches 
and three freight cars were thrown on 
their sides. Tnerestof the train, how­
ever, remained on the track. No one was 
killed, but four of the crew were injured 
Cusseta, thirty miles south of this city", 
was visited by one of• the heaviest wind 
and rainstorms known in years. The 
primitive Baptist church was blown down. 
Telegraph Operator W. 31. English was 
knocked unconscious by lightning. Co­
lumbus experienced a heavy rain and 
windstorm, but there was no serious dam­
age.

Attendants of Bellevue Hospital 
Vouchsafe No Information. 

SKW YORK: Miss May Buckley, who 
narrowly escaped becoming one of Robert 
H. Moultin's victims, when he succeeded 
in wounding two men in the Rathskeller 
of the Pabst hotel, refused to make a state­
ment Saturday or even to be seen. She 
appeared as usual, however, in the "Prince 
of Peace" at the Broadway theater in the 
afternoon. 

Moulton was taken to Bellevue Hospital 
from the prison of the West Side court be­
cause his condition had become serious 
after the effects of the liquor and drugs'he 
had taken-had worn off. Although it is 
said his nervous, condition bordered on 
collapse, no information could be obtained 
at.the hospital. He was admitted under a 
name not his own, and it was even said at 
the . hospital office that the man him­
self was not there. The reason for all 
this mystery ..concerning the patient was 
not explained.

Mclieavy Brownrec tor Genfral 
of Korean Customs, Dismissed. !

In 
the latter case he was only reinstated after • 
a British squadron had moved to Chemulp.0; 
As recently as a few months ago Ru&sia 
strongly opposed an attempt by Mr. Brotirn 
',o raise a loan for the Korean government 
to purchase shares in the railway from 
Seoul to Fu-San. As a result of her op­
position the negotiations for the loan 
failed. 

GENERAL BUSINESS IS GOOD 

Weekly Review of Trade Presents 
Encouraging Features. 

, NEW YORK: R. G. Dun & Co.'s Weekly 
Review of Trade Just Saturday stated that 
the condition of general business was sat­
isfactory, being ' marked by increased 
activity Of retail operations 'throughout 
the west and in some Atlantic seaboard 
cities. New enterprise is reflected in.the 
largest demand for many months for build­
ers' hardware and general materials, and 
contracts for prompt delivery of all struc­
tural goods are very difficult to place. 
Collections are prompt and railroad ton­
nage is well maintained. Earnings of all 

-railroads for the month of March to date 
show a gain of 10.8 per cent, over last year 
and 36.0 per cent, over ,1899. • The gains 
extend to practically the whole country. 
From the top point of the season the price 
of cotton has fallen $18.45 a bale, and the 
only apparent element of strength at pres­
ent is the oversold'condition of thespeca 
lative market. Footwear is fairly main­
tained for staple line;, although the high 
priced grades are easier. Orders for boots 
have exceeded last year's to date, with the 
trade most active in the.south. Especial 
activity is noted fn the local market for 
patent and enamel shoes. Leather is in 
good demand, particularly for sole, but 
quotations are unchanged, although stocks 
are light. Hides at Chicago have declined 
steadily for two months, the net fall in the 
average of ten grades amounting to 7.2 per 
cent. Despite the weakness in domestic 
lines, the foreign prices are tending;up 
ward. 

Special reports telegraphed to Dun's Re­
view indicate that the winter wheat crop 
is in good condition, and an unusually 
heavy acreage was planted at the south­
west, while ravages by the Hessian fly 
have been exaggerated. 

TERRIFIC HURRICANE. 

Great Destruction by Storm Which 
Swept New Hebrides. 

VANCOUVER, B. C.: The steamer Mio 
wera, which arrived here Saturday brings 
advices of a terrific hurricane which swept 
over the New Hebrides islands with de­
structive effect, New Caledonia in partic-
ular.suffcring from its devastating effects. 
Trees were uprooted and plantations de­
stroyed and houses were wrecked, although 
there was no loss of life. At Tonga four 
good sized ships were driven ashore and 
completely wrecked. 

The steamer Miowera also brings a tragic 
story of the obliteration of a native village 
near Kumusi, New Guinea. 

The little settlement was completely 
wiped out by hostile natives from the in­
terior. About thirty were killed and forty 
prisoners were carried off, the latter being 
women and children. The same band of 
marauders shortly after attacked a mining 
camp in the gold fields. Henry King and 
Thomas Campton, owners of the mine, 
were killed after being savagely tortured. 
Four of their native carriers were also 
murdered and all the gold which had been 
mined during the past season was carried 
off by the savages. 

DEAD MAN BLAMED. 

Capt. Ward and Pilot Held Respon­
sible for Rio Wreck. 

SAN FRANCISCO: Capt. O. F. Bolles and 
and J. K. Bulger, United States inspectors 
of hulls and boilers, have handed down 
their decision on the responsibility for the 
wreck of the Rio de Janeiro, Feb. 22, at 
the entrance of the Golden Gate. Their 
decision places the blaine for the wreck 
upon the late Capt. Ward and Pilot Jor­
dan. The pilot, beiug a state officer, is not 
under the jurisdiction of the United States 
inspectors, and they have no power to pun­
ish him. The inspectors blame the chief 
engineer for inattention to his duties, and 
revoke his license as chief engineer. 

SEVEN MEN BURNED.

Brooding over misfortunes, 
it. is believed by friends, had unbalanced 
Miss Burrus' inind.

SOUTH DAKOTA EVENTS 
CONDENSED FORM. 

IN A 

Under the New Law, Admission to 
the Bar AVill Not Be so Easy for 
Young Lawyers—Examinations Aire 
More Rigid. .. ,W- * 

On account of the law enacted by the 
late session of the legislature in regard to 

.the requirements for admission to the bar 
in this state, the examination of applicants 
whioh is required by the rules of the court 
to be held ou the first day of each term of 
the supreme court, has been postponed to 
Wednesday, July 10,1901. The new law is 
an emergency measure, and contains so 
many new provisions that it will be neces­
sary to prepare for the examination. 

The law provides for three full years' 
study in some reputable law school, or in 
the office Of a member of the T>ar in regu­
lar practice in the state. The further r 
quireicents are that the applicant mu. 
pass at least 75 per cent, on each of the 
following subjects on a printed list to be 
furnished by the court, the subjects being: 
Law or real and personal property, torts, 
contracts, evidence, pleading, partnership, 
bailments, negotiable instruments, agency, 
suretyship, domestic relations, w^lls, cor­
porations, equity, criminal law, constitu­
tional law, the code of civil procedure and 
ethics. 

This law requires time for the prepara­
tion of the printed lists and hence the de­
lay. It will also make examinations more 
rigid in the future, and make them a test 
of pretty fair legal learning on the part of 
the seeker after a certificate. 

SCHLOSSER IS APPOINTED, 

NOT MUCH OF AN INCREASE. 

Appropriations of Last Two Legis­
lative Sessions Compared. 

The state auditor has footed up the ap­
propriations for the last legislative session, 
and finds that the special appropriations 
which originated in the house amounted to 
S280,d35.58, and those which originated in 
the senate amounted to $134,623.47; a total 
of $415,557.05. The total appropiations 
of the same class of two years ago,amount­
ed to $388,614.08; a difference of $26,94; 
The general bill of this session—less bonu-
interest-- amounted to $968,518, while that 
of two years ago, with the same exception 
amounted to $832,800, as passed, but $24,-
100 of the amonnt was vetoed by Gov. Lee. 
The bond iuterest for the past session was 
$49,051.60, while for two years ago it was 
.$59,000. 

The total appropriations of all kinds for 
this session amounted to $1,443,128, and 
those of two years ago to $1,290,414, a dif­
ference of $152,714. This difference is more 
than made up by the appropriations, spe­
cial and general, for the new state institu­
tions which liave been created by past leg­
islative sessions, and which must now be 
provided for. i i 

HE HAD BEEN ABUSED. 

Compromise Candidate Ijands Sioux 
Falls Postmastership. -

The president ended the contest of the 
Sioux Falls postoflice by appointing Geo. 
Schlosser postmaster, upon the recom­
mendation of Senator Gamble and Mr. 
Burke. The appointment-was authorized 
by the president March 15, but was not an­
nounced until the 20th. This ends the 
most active postoffice fight that has taken 
place for somo time. 

Originally the contest lay between Mr. 
Day and Mr. Phillips. The former, sup­
ported by Senator Kyle and Representa­
tive Martin, and the latter by .Messrs. 
Gamble and Burke. A hot fight was made 
on Mr. Phillips, and dozens of telegrams 
were sent to the president by the ministers 
of Sioux Falls, the mayor, county officials 
and others. Mr. Phillips journeyed to 
Washington with the indorsement of many 
leading citizens to offset these protests,but 
on finding the sort of fight that was being 
made upon him, without filing the papess 
in his own behalf, voluntarily released 
Burke and Gamble of their promises of 
®i|>port, and personally notified the pres­

ent of his withdrawal. Messrs. Gamble 
.uid Burke thereupon asked that Mr. 
Schlosser be appointed, and his name was 
immediately certified to the postmaster 
general for appointment, Mr. Phillips 
passing out of the contest with a good rec­
ord at the White House, where the char­
acter of the fight made upon him gained 
little sympathy. 

The people of Sioux Falls were greatly 
surprised at the appointment, because it 
was the general opinion that either Nye 
Phillips or C. M. Day of the Argus-Leader 
would capture the prize. The winner 
stated in an interview that the appoint­
ment was not entirely a surprise to him. 
Since the beginning of the fight he has 
never wavered in the belief that he would 
finally, win. While the supporters anil, 
friends of the defeated candidates, and the 
candidates themselves, are naturally dis­
appointed, they feel a relief that the fight 
has been terminated. 

SOME TROUBLE IS POSSIBLE. 

Morbid Message Left by C.- Miller, a 
Suicide at Garretson. 

"Now, ladies and gents, you will be 
sorry for this action, and my girl will be 
sorry'and shed bitter tears, but I have 
been abused and cannot stand it any 
longer." 

Such was the message left by Charles 
Miller, a young farm hand who committed 
suicide near Garretson last week, and 
whose body was found in an oat bin in the 
granary on the farm where he was em­
ployed. Nearby was discovered an empty 
bottle which had contained carbolic acid. 
Miller formerly lived at Primghar,, Iowa, 
and has a brother Fred living at Blairs-
burg, Iowa, who has been notified? 

' Stranger's Queer "Actions. 
A man arrived in Gettysburg about two 

weeks ago, giving the name of Martin 
Kettle, and purchased a farm of Steven 
Simons, and paid $400 down, but took no 
deed. He was to pay the balance, $1,400, 
in a few months, claiming he' had sold a 
farm near Yankten for $2,800, but did not 
get the cash. He then bought a lot of 
stock, a buggy and other things and gave 
chattel mortgages on them. lie then sud­
denly disappeared. Some think he was a 
foreigner not versed in the law. The 
sheriff has been sent after him acd the 
stock. 

Uniou of Laborers. 
Sturgis now boasts of a full fledged labor 

union, thfetirst in its history.. J. £. Hun­
ter, of Lead, organized a union to be a 
branch of the Western Labor Union. 
Nearly 100 names have been enrolled. 
They expect to make the union rate for 
common labor $2.50 per 10-hour day. As 
nearly $100,000 will be expended in Sturgis 
and Fort Meade the coining summer and 
laborin the building line will be in great 
demand, the promotors are sanguine of 
success. 

Emergency Laws Passed by Itccenf 
Legislature Now in Effcct. 

The last session of the legislature passed 
not only a larger number of enactments 
than any former one iu this state, but a 
the same time passed an unusually large 
number with the emergency clause at­
tached, which makes them at once effect­
ive. These measures will cause a great 
deal of trouble in case anyone desires tc 
enforce them upon the unsuspecting. One 
of them which provides for compulsorv 
teaching of humane treatment of animals 
in the public schools is now in force and 
effect, and provides that in case such in­
struction is neglected or refused, no pub­
lic funds may be used for the maintenance 
of the school. This law is now in effect, 
and if its provisions should be insisted up­
on, trouble would be in store for a num­
ber of schools. 

Another emergency law is one which 
provides that city assessors shall be elec­
tive instead of appointive, as in the past. 
As the time of a number of city elections 
will be here before the laws are published, 
in many cases the election is likely to be 
neglected and cause trouble. 

A measure which will be of special in­
terest to stockmen is the one which in­
creases the fee for tiling brands from $1.50 
to $2.50. A number of brands are being 
filled every day, and as the old fee is sent 
they all have to be held until the rest of 
the fee is remitted, making delay in the 
filing and causing trouble in the brand de-

irtment. . t
