Time i'or Fulfillment. 
The people of Cuba having framed a Con­

stitution embracing the foregoing squire-
ments, and having elected a President who 
is soon to take oiLiee, tne time is 
the fulfillment of lue p.edge of the United 
States to leave the government and con­
trol of the island of Cuba to People. I 
am advised by the Secretary of War that It 
is now expected that the installation of ttoe 
Government of Cuba and the term nation of 
tke military occupation of that island by 
the United States will take place on the 
20th of May next. . 

It Is necessary and appropriate that tne 
establishment of international relations 
with the Government of Cuba should coin­
cide with its inauguration, as well to pro-
vide a channel tor tne conduct of diplo­
matic relations with the new state as to 
open the path for the Immediate negotia­
tion of conventional agreements to carry 
out the provisions of the act above quoted. 
It is also advisable that consular repre­
sentation be established without delay at 
the principal Cuban ports In order that 
commerce with tne .island may be conducted 
with due regard to the formalities pre­
scribed by tne revenue and navigation 
statutes of the United States, and that 
American citizens in Cuba may have the 
custolmary local resorts opeu to them for 
tfeiicfbuslnes8 needs, and, the case arising, 
fjfi^KP protection of their rights.

ORDER THAT MAKES COBA FREE, 

Text of Communication from Secre­
tary Root to Gen. Wood, 

Secretary Roq*, of the War Depart­
ment, Tuesday afternoon made public the 
following order to General Wood direct-
lug him to turn over the control and gov­
ernment of Cuba to Its people on May 20 
next: 

Sir: You are authorized to provide for 
the Inauguration, on the 20th of May next, 
of the government elected by the people of 
Cuba; and upon the establishment of snld 
government to leave the government and 
control of the island of Cuba to its people, 
pursuant to the' provisions of the Act of 
Congress entitled: "An Act making appro­
priation for the army for tbc fiscal year end­
ing June ISO, 1002," approved Marcll '£, 1U0L 

Upon the transfer of government and con­
trol to the President and Congress »o elect­
ed you will advise them that such transfer 
Is upon the express understanding and con-* 
dltion that the new government does there­
upon and by the acceptance thereof, pursu­
ant to the provisions of the appendix to the 
Cpnatltutiop of Cubu, adopted by the consti­
tutional convention on the 12th of June, 
1001, assume and undertake all and several 
tbc obligations assumed by the United 
States with respect to Cuba by the treaty 
between the United States of America and 
her Majesty, the Queen Kegent of Spain, 
signed at l'uris on the 10th day of Decem­
ber, 1S96. 

It is tlie purpose of the United States Gov­
ernment, forthwith upon the inauguration of 
the new government of Cuba, to terminate 
the occupancy of the Island by the United 
States and to withdraw from that island 
the military forces now In occupancy there­
of; but for the preservation and care of the 
coast defenses of the lslnnd, and to avoid 
leaving .the island entirely defenseless 
against external attack, you may leave in 
the coast fortillcations such small number 
of artillerymen as may be necessary for 
sneh reasonable time as may be required to 
enable<the,new government to organize and 
substitute therefor an adequate military 
force of its own; by which time it Is antici­
pated that the naval statttna referred to in 
the statute and in the nppejidlx to the Con-, 
stitution above cited, will have been agreed 
upon, and the said artillerymen may be 
transferred thereto. 

Ifou will convene the Congress elected by 
the people of Cuba In joint session at such 
reasonable time before,tbe 20th of May as 
shall be necessary therefor for the purpose 
of performing the duties of counting and 
rectifying the electoral vote for President' 
and Vice President under the fifty-eighth ar­
ticled the Cuban Constitution. At the same 
time you will publish and certify to the 
people of Cuba the Instrument adopted as 
the Constitution of Cuba by the constitu­
tional convention on the 21st day of Febru­
ary, 1901, together with the appendix added 
thereto and forming a part thereof, adopted 
by the said convention on the 12th day of 
Juae, 1801. 

It is the understanding of the Government 
of the United States that the Government 
of the Island will pass to the new President 
and Congress of Cuba as a going concern; 
all the laws promulgated by the Government 
of occupation continuing In force and effect, 
and all the Judicial and subordinate execu­
tive and administrative officers continuing 
in the lawful discharge of their present 
functions until changed by the constitution? 
al officers of the new Government. At tlie 
same time the responsibility of the United 
States tor the collection and expenditure of 
revenues, and for the proper performance 
of duty by the officers and employes of the 
insular Government will end, and the re­
sponsibility of the uew Government of Cuba 
therefor will commence. 

In order to avoid any embarrassment to 
the new President which might arise from 
his assuming executive responsibility with 
subordinates whom he docs not know, or la 
whom he has not confidence, and to avoid 
any occasion for sweeping changes in the 
civil service personnel immediately after the 
Inauguration of the new Government, ap-

Eroval Is given to the course which you 
avo already proposed of consulting the 

President-elect and substituting before the 
20th of May, wherever he shall so desire, 
for the persons now holding official positions 
such persons as he may designate. This 
method will make It necessary that the new 
President and yourself should appoint rep­
resentatives to count and certify the cash 
and cash balances and the securities for 
deposits transferred to the new Government. 
The consent of the owner of the securities 
for deposits to the transfer thereof you will, 
of course, obtain. 

The vouchers and acconnts in the office of 
the Auditor and elsewhere relating to the 
receipt and disbursement of moneys during 
the Government of eccupatlon must neces­
sarily remain within the control and avail­
able for the use of this department. Access 
to these'papers will, however, undoubtedly 
be Important to the officers of the new Gov-
ernioeot In the conduct of their business 
subsequent to the 20th of May. You will, 
accordingly, appoint an agent to take pos­
session of tnese papers, and retain them at 
such place In the Island of Cuba as may be 
agreed npon wlth the new Government until 
they enn be removed to the United States 
without detriment to the ourreut business 
oif the new Government. 

I desire that you communicate the con­
tents of this letter to Mr: Palma, the Presi­
dent-elect, and ascertala whether the course 
described accords with his views and wishes.

Dillon was "a good judge of traitors" re* 
ferred to the fact that a few nights be­
fore at an Irish meeting in Glasgow the 
Nationalist member called for cheers for 
Delarey. 

What makes the "liar" episode the 
more extraordinary is that usually John 
Dillon is one of the most mild-mannered 
men in the Irish Nationalist party. 10veil 
his political enemies like him, and on 
several occasions have been the first to 
welcome him back from jail, where he 
has been frequently imprisoned for his 
devotion to Ireland. Dillon is a univer­
sity man and a physician, and is married 
to the daughter of an Irish judge. He 
has been a member of Parliament for 
twenty-five years. It was the bitter sting 
in Chamberlain's retort, "The honorable 
member is a good judge of a traitor." 
that aroused his fury. This referred to 
Dillon's congratulation of Delarey in a 
recent speech. Dillon is known on both 
sides of the Irish channel by the sobri­
quet, "Honest John."

Next to the Molineux case, the Patrick 

trial has been the longest in court annals 
of New York. Fiction scarcely has a 
plot that rivals in dramatic interest the 
conspiracy to gain possession of^ the old 
man's hoard of gold, -slowly laid bare, 
during the long-drawn-out trial. Forgery 
poison, fraud, hypocrisy and ingratitude 
figured in the daring scheme to end the 
old man's life and transfer" his millions 
to the plotters. Living the lone life of a 
recluse, Rice was betrayed by his own 
valet, Charles F. Jones, who became a 
tool of Patrick, but in the trial Jones 
revealed the plot and sealed Patricks 
doom. 

Lawyer Albert T. Patrick, who posed 
as the confidential friend of the magnate, 
claimed to possess a will making him 
the residuary legatee of nine-tenths of 
the estate. It was not until the nest 
morning, when a young man presented 
two checks signed by Rice in favor of 
Patrick, one for $25,000, the other for 
$60,000, at the office of S. M. Swenson 
& Sons. 15 Wall street Rice's jankers, 
that the first suspicions were aroused. 
Rice's house telephone was rung up. 
Jones answered. When asked to call Mr. 
Rice to the telephone he said Rice was 
sleeping. When called again a few min­
utes later he informed the bankers that 
Rice was dead. Then the police were 
notified and detectives put on the case. 
As a result both Patrick and Jones were 
arrested for forging the checks, and later 
Jones, the valet, made the startling con­
fession of having murdered Rice at the 
instigation of Patrick.

MIGRATION IS TO THE FAR WEST 

densus Bureau Says Greatest Tide la 
Now to Pacific States. 

The directors of the census have is­
sued a statement concerning migration, 
which says: 

"No feature in the history of American 
population during the nineteenth century 
has been more conspicuous than the tide 
of migration pushing westward from the 
Atlantic coast toward the Pacific. There 
is no statistical information by which this 
current can be accurately measured, but 
important inidieations regarding its inag-
uitude can be derived from comparing 
the State of birth with the State of resi­
dence. To get a summary view of the 
results, the States and territories may be 
divided into those of the Atlantic coast, 
the Central States and the Western 
States. The natives of the Atlantic coast 
States living in the central group in 1S80 
were 2.S90.938; in 1S90, they were 2,049,-
830; in 1900 they were 2,408,627. 

"In the last twenty years the natives 
of the Atlantic coast States living in 
the Central States have decreased by 
482,311. While the number of Eastern­
ers in the Central States has been declin­
ing, the total population of the Central 
States has been rapidly increasing. In 
1880 11 per cent of the total population 
of the Central States were born in the 
Atlantic States;"in 1890, 7.9 per cent; in 
1900 C per cent. 

"The natives of the Atlantic coast 
States .living in the western division were 
238,105 in 1880, 362.097 in 1890, and 
387,815 in 1900. This current of migra­
tion is still increasing, but the amount 
of increase in the last ten years was 
much less than in the period from 1880 to 
1890. Although it has grown, the total 
population of the western division has 
grown more rapidly, lo that the residents 
of the western division born in the At­
lantic States wete in 1880 13.5 per cent; 
in 1890 12 per cent, and in 1900 only 9.5 
per cent of the total population. But at 
the present time the Atlantic coast States 
have contributed a larger per cent to 
the population of the western division 
than they have to the population of the 
central division." 

The figures show that migration from 
the Atlantic to the central States is de­
creasing absolutely and relatively; migra­
tion from the Atlantic States to the 
Western States is increasing absolute­
ly, but decreasing relatively, and migra­
tion from the Central to the Western 
States is increasing both absolutely aad 
relatively. 

Notes of Current Events. 
Two lines of steamships are to be es­

tablished to ply between Spain and Mex­
ico in an effort to hold and extend Span­
ish trade with the Mexican republic. 

The strike of the tinners of St. Joseph, 
Mo., has been settled after three months 
by a compromise by which the men get 
35 cents an hour instead of 31% as here­
tofore. _ 

The Secretary of War has twice refus­
ed to grant the right of way to the Okla­
homa City and Western Railway Com­
pany to cross the Fort Sill military res­
ervation.

C. F. W. Neely, ten years' imprison­
ment and to-pay a line of $50,701. 

W. H. Reeves, ten years' imprisonment 
and to pay a- fine of $35,516. 

Estes G. Rathbone, ten years' imprison-
'ment and to pay a line of $35,324. 

The three men were chosen for their 
respective positions in the Cuban post-
office department for their special fitness 
and supposed personal worth. Tliey took 
advantage of their position arid were de­
lected iu tho act of plundering the peo­
ple for whose interests the Uuitod States 
had gone to war with Spain. 

Short in Cash Accounts. 
Keely was accused of being in his cash 

account $110,278 short and in his gen­
eral account $30.(500 short, while he was 
chargpd with selling $100,813 worth of 
surcharged Cuban stamps which he 
claimed to have destroyed. 

Rathbone was accused of converting to 
his own use money belonging to the reve­
nues of the Cuban postal department. 
Reeves was also charged with sharing in 
the division of the spoils. 

E. G. Rathbone was made director gen­
eral of, Cuban posts on Dec. 28, 1898, at 
the beginning of American administra­
tion. He was Fourth Assistant Post­
master General at Washington before His 
appointment, and a capable man. The 
postal committee commended him for 
"trained judgment in postal affairs, to­
gether with indefatigable energy." 

Rathbonp made a marked impression in 
Havana. His villa was magnificently fur­
nished. His horses and. carriages were 
marvels of elegance. His carriage alone 
cost $850, and the harness more than 
$300. He entertained lavishly, and made 
frequent voyages to New York and 
Washington. 

Neely was sent to Havana from Mun-
cie, Ind., on the recommendation of Perry 
S. Heath. Rathbone at once placed Nee­
ly' at the head of the postoffice finance 
bureau, which sold stamps to all island 
postmasters and received the money for 
them as well as for box rents. 

Reeves came from the postoffice at 
Washington, recommended as a clerk 
who was capable of accounting. He was 
made chief of the postal accounts, and 
lie was to countersign all warrants issued 
by the director general. 

Burning of the Stamps. 
From tho evidence submitted at the 

trial it seems that the beginning of the 
fraud was in the destruction of the sur­
charged stamps. When the United States 
assumed control of the Cuban govern­
ment there were no postage stamps. Unit­
ed States stamps, with the word "Cuba" 
printed across them, were hurried to Ha­
vana, and it was not until the fail of 
1S99 that Cuban stamps of special design 
were issued. 

Then Noely suggested to Rathbone that 
it would be cheaper to burn the old stock 
•f stamps on hand than to ship them to 
Washington. Rathbone consented, and 
Naqiy and Reeves, with much ostentation 
and at different times, Kurned packages 
containing more than half a million dol­
lars' worth of stamps. Neely was then 
credited on his books with the amount. 
Investigation later disclosed the fact that 
be had "held out" $100,813 worth of 
stamps, thus enabling himself to pocket 
that much from the Cnban revenues and 
atili keep his books balanced. 

How Fnnda Were JugKlcil. 
Rathbone and Reeves shared in the di­

vision of the plunder. Other devices were 
worked, including duplicated salary war­
rants. Funds were juggled in transfer 
from ono division to another. Rathbone's 
personal and household expenses were 
paid out of the Cuban revennes. He 
spent $3,582 on furniture for his "official 
residence" and $2,448 for plumbing and 
gas fixtures. He spent on his horses, car-1 
riages, coachmen and footmen $4,449. He 
drew $9,000 in double salary warrants. 
The total amount suspended in his ac­
count reached $79,937. 

When the discovery of the frauds could 
no longer be concealed Neely came to 
the United States. His arrest followed 
at Rochester, N. Y., on May 8, 1900. 
Rathbone and Reeves were not arrest­
ed for some months afterwards. 

During the trial it was brought out that 
a campaign was on foot for the appoint­
ment of Rathbone as civil governor of 
Cuba, while Neely was t<$ be named as 
treasurer and Reeves auditor. 

Reeves turned State's evidence at the 
trial and it was largely by his testimony 
that all three were convicted.

GERONIMO, THE APACHE. 

The Broken Old Warrior May Be Given 
Citizenship. 

Geronirao, the Apache Indian chief and 
the man whom Gen. Miles has named 
"the human tiger," is to be released from 
captivity at last and may be given citi­
zenship. 

Gcronimo is the most terrible name in 
the history of 200 years of bloody Indian 
fighting. For the last fourteen years 
Gcronimo has been a military prisoner at 
Fort Sill. O. T. Now, at the age of 80, 
he has signified his wish to became a do­
cile subject of the great father at Wasn-
ington. 

"Geronimo is old and weak: great fath­
er is young and strong; his arm is like a 
withe and his teeth are long and sharp," 
said the broken old warrior a few days 
ago, as he affixed his mark to the legal 
papers that go with his application .for 
release. 

Gen. Frank Armstrong of the regnlM 
army has bees looking into the question 
and has recommended that Geronimo be 
paroled and made a citizen. Geronimo 
Ims been free, practically, tmr several 
years now. or ever since his removal 
from captivity in the Florida Everglades, 
to the barracks at Fort Sill. Although 
under constant surveillance, he has a 
small farm, nnd receives $35 a month as 
a "government scout." This sum is in 
the nature of a bonus. ai)d Gerouimo has 
been known to chuckle shrewdly at the 
queer tactics of a great father who hires 
scouts to watch scouts. 

With -Geronimo are 298 Apaches. The 
remnant of the Cliiriraas will be re­
leased. 

Building Boom in Chicago. 
A building boom has struck Chicago. 

Last month broke all records, except one, 
for the number of permits issued for the 
construction of buildings. There were 
80fi permits issued, calling for buildings 
at an aggregate cost of ?S.3f>9.230 and 
having a frontage of 10,320 feet. The 
only time this record was exceeded was 
In November, 1801. It is estimated that 
the building operations in Chicago thia 
year will necessitate an outlay ot $60,-
000,000

The island was vis­
ited on June 1, 2, and 4 last, but had 
disappeared on June 7, and soundings 
of six and seven fathoms were obtained 
on its site. Heavy rollers at the time 
of the island's appearance did much 
destruction about Pelicau point, in­
cluding the destruction of a large sec-
lion of a new breakwater.

• ever; and it is pointed out that this is 
evidence against any theory of volcanic 
disturbance, and that the mysterious 
island had an origin similar to the

tlie Gulf of Mexico. Much sulphuretted 
hydrogen escaped from tlie mud, the 
odor persisting in the vicinity after the 
island had sunk.—Newcastle (England) 
Chronicle.
