A Prominent Old Settler PPasses
Away At Worthing Causing
General Sorrow Among A
Host of Friends.

Few men among the old settlers

was better known than Edward Brad-
shaw, and none enjoyed a warmer
friendship among all classes. Iis
cheery smile and kind word and joke
and story made him popular with
young and old. He always looked up-
on life through sunshine and seldom
failed to find a bright spot when
others were peering into gloom. Such
was his nature. Ie loved all that
was good and true and honorable, and

loved his friends with a devotion
born of Christian faith.

Fdward Bradshaw was born in
Lincolnshire, England, April 25, 1816,
and came from a family noted in
English history. On the 1Ith day of
December 1849 he was married to
Miss Eliza Gibbons and in 1852 he and
his young wife came to the United
States, finally locating in Winnebago
county, Wisconsin, then the frontier
of the western empire. The country
was not, to his liking, there was too
much timber. He learned of the

prairie county west of Dubuque and
in 1855, crossed the Mississippi locat-
ing near Dyersville, where he lived
and prospered until 1874, When
agaln the pioneer spirit induced him
to cross Towa and locate on the beau-
tiful prairies of Lincolncounty, where

he farmed for a number of years, and
finally retiring from the farm became
a resident of Worthing, where he
builv a handsome home alongside thal
of his son William, and there he and
his devoted wife enjoyed all the com-
forts of life until that union of loving
hearts made away back in Old Eng-
land was severed by that inexhorable
decree that comes to all. The end
came peacefully after a brief confine-
ment to his home.

Five children were born to the
union, two daughters and three sons,
the daughters Louisa and Susan, died
in Wisconsin, Susan at the age of 3
and Louisa at the age of 5. The sons
Willlam, Henry and Robert are resi-
dents of Worthing, and are among
the most prominent business men in
the county. They are true Bradshaws,
possessing all the estimable qualities
of their honored and respected fath-
er.
The funeral toock place last Satur-
day, the remains being escorted from
the house to the Congregational
church by a great many friends in
carriages, and the church was filled
when then flower covered casket was
placed before the altar.

The weather was very disagreeable.
The roads were muddy and the at-
mosphere chilling and damp, but not-
withstanding all this friends were
there from Canton and other distant
points in the county to honor the
memory of the deceased pioneer.

The funeral service was conducted
by Rev. Thomas Thompson, who
preached a sermon full of hope for the
living and glory for the dead.

The casket was conveyed to the
cemetery south of town where the
mortal remains of Grandpa Rradshaw
was tenderly consigned to mother
earth, and the final chapter of a long
and honorable life was closed amid a
host of sorrowing friends.
