Mr. Tax Payer, please study the above tax statement furnished and 
verified by County Auditor Kundert and State Auditor Hirnlng, as provided 
by law, and you will readily understand what becomes of the money you pay 
for taxes. Note the amount paid for state taxes, county, township, school, 
city, town and village and at the bottom the twine plant tax. You will note 
also that the state tax is much lower for 1907 than for 1905 or 1903. You 
will also observe that the railroads pay over $4,000 more in taxes for 1907 than 
they ever paid before, also proving that the people have paid for the rail­
roads about $45,000 in the past ten years. This $45,000 represents what it 
cost Lincoln county tax payers to keep the Kittredge machine in power for 
ten years. The machine system of robbing the people is only different in 
method from the highwayman. -
