Green, according to her story, got un-
dc$ cover before the pinch hit, and had 
plenty of cash; Then the financiers 
came to her on bended knees for relief. 

The Vanderbilt family, she says, 
came to her with their family jewels. 
They wanted her to take them as se­
curity for a loan. This was before 
Gladys married the count. Mrs. Green 
told them, she said, that she didn't 
deal in diamonds, and their offer was 
spurned. "They say Mrs. Cornelius 
Vanderbilt is going to marry a Hunga­
rian count," said Mrs. Green. "She 
ought to have a guardian instead." 

Mrs. Green says men high In politics 
have tipped off the Inside information 
on the presidential nomination. Roose­
velt, she says, is to be nominated again. 
Taft knows it, too. She says the scheme 
Is to pose Taft before the country as 
the President's choice.

VICTIMS OF IGNORANCE, 

Doukhobors of Canada Preparing 
for Another Outburst. 

Reports received at Ottawa, Ont., In­
dicate that the coming spring will see 
the 7,OOQ Doukhobors leave their Norta-
west communities and go on another 
wild pilgrimage. All accounts agree 
that the fanaticism of the sect has no 
parallel in modern times. 

Doukhobor leaders have been partic­
ularly busy issuing decrees since the be­
ginning of winter, and each new pro­
mulgation seems to have been drafted 
with a desire to outdo the preceding 
ones In inflicting hardship and suffer­
ing on "the faithful." Children are 
said to be dying for want of proper 
food. The people are paupers. They 
have obeyed an order to sell all their 
Rattle and sheep. 

All products of the land go to the 
sect leaders. All chickens have been 
sold In obedience to a decree. Tea, 
coffee, sugar and pancakes have been 
tabooed and the general diet has been 
narrowed to raw potatoes, onions, car­
rots, tarnips and a few other vege­
tables. Among the latest decrees have 
been those abolishing timepieces and 
looking glasses. Agents of the leaders 
have taken away from the people about 
$7,000 worth of clocks and watches. 
The women, who are noted for their 
deftness with their needles, have been 
forbidden to make any more embroid­
ery. 

The Doukhobor wheat is handled by 
a committee, which does wljat it 
pleases with it. This committee con­
trols pretty nearly everything in tha 
way of labor. The gangs which work 
on the railway and in the cominunity 
brickyard pay over their wages to the 
committee without receipt But when 
it comes to be laborers getting their 
meager food allowances from the com­
mittee they are compelled to give a 
receipt for every ounce. 

In one district 500 persons are living 
in two houses. Each adult is allowed 
a sleeping space of four feet wide. All 
have to climb Into their beds over tte 
footboards. The younger men are 
stowed away in the garrets of the 
houses after the fashion of canned sar­
dines. !•"<* ! r-i "

Capt. Smith, master of the British 
steamer Ashfield, cleared from Mobile, 
Ala., for Nlpa, Cuba, committed suicide 
by drinking poison in his staterooia fol­
low ing a mutiny of the crew while on 
the high seas. 

At his own request William Winrich, 
an orphan boy of Morrisonville, Wis., was 
sent to the State reformatory at Wau­
kesha. The boy, who is 14 years old, de­
clared to ,the judge that he was tired of 
knocking about, and desired to be sent 
to some place where he would have a 
chance to learn a useful trade and get 
some education. 

After eight years of hiding from busi­
ness failure in Saginaw, Mich., William 
Andrews, trapper and hunter, blew off 
tbe top of his head fn his shack in the 
woods about a quarter of a mile from 
Allen Junction station, on the Mesabe 
iron range. The body was found with the 
rifle clutched in the dead man's bands. 

William^ Bobbins, ageu -10.. ysars, the 
son di Moses Bobbins, a prominent farm­
er residing near Gilman, Iowa, was in­
stantly killed by falling from a wagon, 
which ran over him. He and a littla com­
panion tried to climb upon the wagon, 
and in doing so young Bobbins fell, and 
the war wheel passed ova his body. 

WORK OP 

CONGRESS 

The Senate Friday gave attention to a. 
ipeecli on the Aldrich currency bill by 
Senator Clay of Georgia. Mr, Clay's 
leclaration in favor of the issuance of 
paper money by the government provoked 
1 contVoveray between him and Itepubli-
•an Serators. Senators Lodge and Teller 
both gave their views- on the. policy ,of 
issuing: paper money by . the government. 
At 2 :30 p. in. the Senate adjourned until 
Monday. Oratory in the Hous» gaye way 
;o legislation, with the result that mate­
rial progress was made in the executive, 
legislative and judicial bill. It met with 
:oimperatively smooth sailing until on 
points of order by Mr. Macon of Arkan­
sas flie proposed increases in salaries of 
the assistant secretaries of the several de­
partments were stricken out. Mr. Macon 
sxplained his action by saying that an ap­
propriation bill was not the' place for 
such legislation. With nearly two-thirds 
of the bill disposed of, the House ad­
journed. 

The Senate was not in session Satur­
day. Discussion in the House dwelt 
mainly on amendments providing for in­
creases in the salaries of the surveyors 
general of the several States. In each 
rase the amendment was rejected. But 
little progress with the bill had been 
made, when the House adjourned until 
Monday. 

After a brief executive session Monday 
the Senate ordered the doors closed and 
for several hours discussed the Wether-
spoon nomination. An aprreement was 
reached to consider the ocean mail sub­
sidy bill on Wednesday. The legislative, 
executive nnd judicial appropriation bill, 
one of the large supply measures of the 
government, was passed by the House. 
The amount carried by it is practically 

reported by the committee—$32,-
336,q-< 3. 

In the Senate Tuesday the Aldrich bill 
was opposcfd by Mr. Stone of Missouri. 
He argued in advocacy of the plan for 
government guarantee of deposits in na­
tional banks, and Senator Bacon 1 of 
Seorgia took occasion to oppose that prop­
osition. Mr. Bacon declared that if such 
a plan were put into elfect State banks 
V! o-.ild bo put, ont of business, as their 
deposits would tind their way into na­
tional bauks. The bill to revise the crim­
inal code was considered during a couple 
of hours. Speaker Cannon's presidential 
boom was given a boost in the House 
when Mr. Boutell of Illinois brought the 
subject to the fore as the climax of a half 
hour's speech. His remarks were based 
on the fact that Tuesday was the thirty-
fourth anniversary of Mr. Cannon's first 
speech in. the House. Most of the day 
was taken up by a discussion of the bill 
to provide for taking the next census. 

A speech by Senator Johnston of Ala 
bama on the Aldrich currency bill and s 
statement by Senator Hale, chairman ol 
the committee on naval affairs, concern­
ing the proposed investigation of charges 
of defects in construction of battle ships, 
were the chief subjects of interest before 
the Senate Wednesday. The bill pro­
viding for the taking of the thirteenth 
census occupied most of the time of the 
House. Progress with it was slow be­
cause of numerous amendments offered. 
The bill was amended in one important 
particular, however, and that was limit­
ing the census to the mainland of the 
United States, Alaska, Hawaii and Porto 
Rico. Mr. Henry of Texas urged the Re­
publicans to bring in an employers' lia­
bility bill and a bill requiring notice be­
fore the issufice of federal injunctions. , 

The Senate adjourned a few minutes 
after convening Thursday morning out of 
respect to Senator Latimer of South Car­
olina, .whose death was announced. Most 
of the time th* House was in session was 
consumed by the reading of impeachment 
charges offered by Mr. Waldo of New 
York against Federal Judge Lobbius It. 
Wilfley of. the United States Court at 
Shanghai, China, winch were referred to 
the committee on the judiciary. Tim 
House adjourned early as a mark of re­
spect to Senator Latimeri r:

\ Lemolne'a Diamond Formula. 

Discussion still continues in European 
papers concerning the case of Mr. Le-
moine, the alleged diamond maker of 
Paris, who Sir Julius Wernher of the De 
Beers Mining Company recently prose­
cuted on the charge of swindling him out 
of $320,000 in connection with the financ­
ing of a company to exploit Lemoine's 
artificial diamond formula. Since Le­
moine's arrest it has come .out that he did 
not confine his operations to Wernher, 
but sold a half interest in his secret to 
one Edgar Cohen, a London capitalist, 
who has made public the formula attach­
ed to the contract drawn at the time of 
his investment. The main points of this 
formula are the heating of a mixture of 
iron 30 parts, boron 55 parts and ani­
mal charcoal 15 parts in an electrical fur­
nace heated to a temperature of 4,000 de­
grees. A current of carbonic acid gas is 
turned on at the same time to drive out 
the oxygen. Diamond makers and chem­
ists appear to be skeptical about the gen­
uineness of this formula, notwithstanding 
that Armstrong asserts that he saw Le­
moine's secret diamond making process, 
and that it is entirely bona fide. The late 
M. Maissan, who received one of the No­
bel prizes for his discoveries, succeeded 
in mffiing very fine particles, known as 
diamond dust; but''which had no commer­
cial value.
