LAST ACT IN WELL SPENT LIFE 

Body oi l*oter .Tohan Anderson 
Borne to Its Last Itest at 

Fern-Hill. 

Under the above heading we find 
the following tribute to the memory 
of our deceased friend, Petfer Ander­
son, in the Grays Harbor Post, pub­
lished at Aberdeen, Washington, Feb­
ruary 20: e 

Mr. Peter Johan"Anderson died at 
the residence of his daughter. Mrs. K. 
C. Berg, at Twenty-seventh anfTClien-
amus avenue, Hoquiam, Monday 
morning at 9 o'clock. Mr. Anderson 
had been conOried to his bed for many 
months. Nearly two years ago, while 
falling a dead tree on his lawn in 
Canton, S. D., a gust caused the tree 
to fall prematurely, striking Mr. An­
derson and breaking his hip. From 
that time to the time of his deatn he 
had not recovered his normal strengtli 
The accident was indirectly the cause 
of his itnal iilnessfending in death.
