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An explosion supposed to have been 
caused by dynamite did great damago 
'In the business district in Chicago 
Sunday night and Injured two or three 
persons severely and wrecked stores 
and windows for a block near Clark 
and Washington streets. 

The exact nature of the explosion 
remains a riddle, because of the great 
amount of debris thrown around the 
alley where It occurred. It is proba­
ble another series of the gamblers' 
war bombs that have mystified the po­
lice of Chicago for more than two 
years. Bomb No. 20 in the series 
wrecked a saloon a few nights ago. 

The center of the explosion Sunday 
night was in an alley In the rear of 
the Central Telephone exchange. This 
exchange was unable to do any more 
business during the night. Two res-
aurants facing In Clark street were 
blown practically into the street, 

|food and dishes being scattered over 
|the ear tracks. 
| In this alley also was the rear en­
trance to Powers & Gilbert's saloon, 
[headquarters for Martin B. Madden 
land his associates in the building, 
'trades. Madden and his men are fig­
uring largely in labor disputes at the 
'present time and have been the sub­
ject of grand jury investigation. An­
other place opening into the alloy, 
which was demolished to an equal de­
gree with the saloons, was the Cash 
[Register store of Mont Tennes, who 
is also alleged to conduct several gam­
bling places. Tennes'* places have 
been frequently raided by the police, 
and another bomb was exploded there 
a year ago. 

One theory advanced is that fifty 
-electric Installers who have been on 
strike against the Chicago Telephone 
company, which suffered the greatest 
damage, may be behind the deed. An­
other is that gamblers who have suf­
fered loss through co-operation of the 
telephone company with the police 
sought to retaliate. Twenty-flve thou­
sand telephones were put out of serv­
ice by the explosloh. 

Thirteen girl operators were at 
work. Many of them fainted and oth­
ers ran from the building.

Last Chapter in Maryland Tragedy 
Knuctod. 

The last tragic chapter in the story 
'of a crime was written in th* hnlf 
light of an early summer's dawn Fri­
day when the man accused of the 
heartless murder of pretty little May 
Kdith Thompson Woodill—specterlike 
fleeing in a skiff from a posse of deter­
mined pursuers—stood for a moment 
facing the men who had cornered him 
on the waters of a narrow crook, then 
llred a bullot inte Ills heart and fell 
lifeless into the bottom of the boat 
which he had hoped would carry him 
to a landing place whore Illght might 
be possible. 

Taking his fato Into his own hands 
and blotting out untold the story of 
tho death of a girl who had moved in 
tho highest social ciroles of Baltimore, 
Washington and Los Angeles, a beau­
tiful girl who had been the protege of 
Lyman J. Gage and of former Gov. 
Prank Brown, of Maryland, the man 
known at St. Michaels, Mil., as Kmmet 
Roberts, but In roallty Robert Emmet 
Eastman, a failed broker of the Con­
solidated Stock Kxcbange of New 
York, passed beyond the reach of the 
law, and with his going there vanish­
ed the hope of clearing up the motive 
for the strange tragedy. 

A letter found on Kasfinan's body 
addres sed  t o  Miss  Vlnnh ;  B r a d c o m e ,  

care of Klaw & Erlanger, the theatri­
cal managers In New York, gave East­
man's ill sustulned excuse for the 
crime. It was a rambling aocnunt of 
how he had been out in a launch with 
a party of men and women, many of 
whom had been drinking to excess 
with tho exception of himself and Mrs. 
Woodill; of how one of tho women 
in a fit of jealous frenzy had attacked 
Mrs. Woodill with a wine bottle and 
killed her; how the remainder of the 
party had taken (light, leaving him to 
dispose of the body, and how, as a 
means of escape from all his troubles, 
the writer had decided to end his life. 
Eastman asked Miss f.radcorne to hur­
ry to Maryland to take charge of his 
body and property. The authorities, 
after a thorough Investigation, appar­
ently have cast aside this theory of the 
death of the girl. 

DENTED NKW TRIALS. 

ffegro .Slayers of Artist S<-lmltz to Be 

Klocmxuiled in September. 
Three of the negroes convicted of 

the murder of Walter Schultz have 
been denied new trials and their death 
in the electric chair of the Virginia 
penitentiary is set for three consecu­
tive Fridays, beginning September 3. 
One of the condemned men, Richard 
Pines, made a long denial of the crime 
when sentenced. He fought oft the 
deputies who tried to take him into 
the court room, and was subdued only 
after irons were fastened on him. The 
other prisoners took the death sen­
tence without emotion, and one sang 
"Nearer My God to Thee" as he was 
taken from the court room. The trial 
of  the  fourth pr isoner ,  Henry Smith . j  

who turned state's evidence, was set 
for September 24.
