A CRUI1B OF BREAD. 

llg;htlesR Rxi»1orer Goes Around tkl 
World AVithont Attendant, 

The recent refusal of a railway 
booking clerk to issus a ticket to a 
blind man who was unaccompanied by 
a guide would have sounded rather 
ridiculous to James Holman, the fa­
mous "blind traveler." 

Although absolutely sightless, this 
remarkable man visited, very early in 
the last century, almost every place 
of note in the world, and throughout 
his wanderings he was quite unat­
tended. Yet he never met with any 
serious mishap, says Pearson's week­
ly. 

Ills energy and adaptability weri 
marvelous. He scaled lofty moun-

t^lns, forded broad and rapid stream* 
nd crossed in safety sandy deserts 

tha»t taxed to the utmost the power* 
of normally constituted individuals. 

Naturally he met with many ad­
ventures, some of which he incorpo 
rated in a most interesting volume, 
now long out of print and ver7 rare. 
At one time he was traveling in the 
wilds of Eastern Siberia, driving hla 
own sleigh, which he picked out each 
morning from a number of others 
and harnessed himself. This was re-
ported to the Russian governor, who 
ordered him to be arrested and d& 
ported as a spy, believing his blind­
ness to be assumed. 

He was probably the only maU 
European who has ever been con­
ducted over an Oriental seraglio, an 
experience which befell him not once 
only, but on three occasions. This 
was done to gratify the curiosity ol 
the dusky beauties of the harem, who 
were glad to be able to see and con­
verse with an educated white man.

of foliage at the expense of produc­
tiveness. There are about 150 varieties 
of native plums embraced in five spe­
cies, of which the most important are 
Prunus Americana. P. hortulana and 
P. augustifolia. The most valuable of 
the native plums are De Soto, Rolling-
stone. Weaver. Wild Goose. Miner and 
Newmann. of which Wild Goose, De 
Soto and Miner are probably the most" 
popular. The native plums are to be 
recommended to those who want 
plums for an early market, because of 
their immunity from diseases and in­
sects, to the general farmer, as well as 
to large growers who want a greater 
variety of fruits.—Denver Field and 

I'wtalo Cultl vnt lou. 
Most farmers do not cultivate theii 

potatos the moat proiltable number of 
times. It must be remembered that 
the potato crop suffers readily from 
drought, and that frequent cultivation 
is practically the only means by which 
moisture can be conserved. Frequent­
ly cultivation also sets free much 
plant food that would otherwise re­
main locked up in the soil. Potatoes 
should be cultivated once a week from 
the time the rows can be followed un­
til the cult!v:-.tcr wheels inj-.nv the 
plants. An ordinary siy&hovel corn 
cultivator is probably the^ most prac­
ticable. More and smaller shovels 
would be better ill a clean, mellow 
soil. Tile wheels must be set closer 
together than for corn, FO that tliey 
will not run on the rows until the 
plants become quite large. 1,-vel cul­
ture should be the general aim, or 
only slight riding for ito aid in con­
trolling the weeds in the rows. The 
first cultivation may be deep uiul fair­
ly close if there is plenty of moisture 
in the soil. It cuts off some of the 
roots, lr.it at this stage does more good 
than harm by loosening the soil up 
deeply, and thus leaving- it in better 
condition for the future growth of the 
tubers and the roots. 

After the first cultivation the shov­
els should .always be run shallow, 
about two or three inches deep, never 
deeper. Sometimes it. is observed aft­
er the farmer has cultivated the last 
time and hilled tip or "laid by" the 
crop.—Journal of Agriculture.

How a pauper obtained wool to knit 

socks and mittens, which he sold to 
enable him to buy tobacco, was de­
scribed to the West Ham magistrates 
recently, the London Chronicle says. 
The pauper was Thomas Ledgett, aged 
49, an inmate of the Stratford branch 
of the Poplar Union, and he was 
charged with damaging a number of 
blankets, the property of the guard­
ians. 

The master of the workhouse found 
that the wool binding the edges ol 
blankets was being removed, and that 
in five days no fewer than 345 blan­
kets were so damaged. A search fail­
ed to discover who was taking the 
wool, but when Ledgett was removed 
to the farm colony at Laindon it came 
to the knowledge of the master that 
lie had been seen knitting with pink 
wool. Friday the master went to 
Laindon. Rnd cn searching the prison­
er's bed ho found a bag filled with 
balls of pink 'vool, evidently stripped 
from the Markets, and three socks 
knitted with pink wool. Ledgett, who 
denied that l~e had stripped 345 blan­
kets. was sentenced to two months' 
hard labor.

Corn Cultivation. 

In many sections this summer ty« 
weather has been so wet that the corn­
fields are beginning to look weedy, 
and it will require active work to 
keep the weeds from choking out the 
corn, says the Chicago Inter Ocean. 
When corn is small and the soil dry 
young weeds are easily killed with 
the harrow and harrowing is one of 
the best ways of cultivating young 
corn when the soil Is real dry and 
likely to stay dry for ^oine time. So 
long as the soil remains dry keep the 
harrow going just as long as it can 
be used without tearing out the corn. 
However, when the soil becomes filled 
with water and packed by heavy rains 
the shovel cultivator is the best tool 
to use for young corn, as It will cover 
up more weeds and loosen up the soil 
for the air to reach the roots of the 
growing plants. 

Where corn is planted one way and 
no cross cultivation can be done weeds 
can be taken out between the hills 
of com by making the team walk slow 
and moving the handles of the culti­
vator in and out between the hills, 
With a little practice at manipulating 
the shovel by means of the handles a 
good man can literally hoe the corn 
an-d do it better than by hand, since 
the cultivator tears the weeds out by 
the roots, while the hoe only cuts 
them off, to quickly sprout up again. 

When there are no weeds to kill in 
the corn we aim to let the shovels 
run only two or three Inches deep 
and let the team walk as fast as it 
will. , When the corn is small we let 
the fenders down so that the 
are not thrown on the corn plants, 
but only the finest soil reaches them. 
As the corn grows larger at subse­
quent cultivations the fenders are 
gradually raised and more dirt put to 
the corn. 

Many men in cultivating corn, 
either with the cultivator or harrow, 
are extremely afraid that all of the 
corn will either be pulled up or cov­
ered up. Get this worry out of your 
mind. Small corn covered up, if not 
with too big a clod, will almost invari­
ably push Its way out and grow with­
out harm. In harrowing corn we 
never pay any attention as to whether 
it is piled up or covered up. Two 
days' after harrowing the field will 
look just as thick with plants as it 
did before the harrowing. It is simi­
larly true where the two-horse cultfr 
vator to uaed.
