Nevertheless, many people still 
apologize for "bus" instead of "omni­
bus" and wage a losing figlit against 
"phone" and against "photo." 

Consul Thomas II. Norton, of Chem­
nitz. tells of the importance of the 
potato in the life of Germany. "The 
potato occupies a relatively more im­
portant position in Germany than in 
other European countries. It is not 
only employed largely for food for 
both man and beast, but also for con­
version into starch and alcohol. The 
190S crop was estimated at 46,500,000 
metric tons (fil,250,950 short tons), 
13.000,000 tons being used for human 
f(5od and 19,000,000 tons for feeding 
domestic animals. Starch factories 
utilized 1,500,000 tons, distilleries 
2,500,000 tons, while 5.500,000 tons 
were required for seed." 

Miss Bessie M. G. Dare, of Bowshot 
farm, whose marriage has taken-'place 
at Wootton-Fitzpaine church, enjoys 
widespread fame as an expert 1n dairy­
ing. She has won over a hundred 
prizes, certificates and medals for her 
butter making, her fancy designing in 
butter gaining for her high distinc­
tion. She was champion silver medal­
ist for milking at the Bath and south­
ern counties' show in a competition 
open to farmers' wives and daughters 
throughout the kingdom. Out of one 
hundred competitors in each congest 
she won the two champion certificates 
at the British dairy farmers' show at 
the agricultural hall.—London Stand­
ard. 

The proposed home for indigent 
southern women in New York has met 
with such generous support on the part 
of northern women that the plans have 
been changed and widened. Instead of 
building the home in Virginia, as was 
at first proposed, it has now been de­
termined to erect it near New York 
and to open It to both northern and 
southern women.

QUEER VILLAGES. 

Some IV-eulSur On<»* Thist Mflf lie 
Seen ill lOnelunit. 

The English village is very dear to 
tho hearts ol'  poets and painters, and 
thousands of thim are certainly charm­
ing. A few, however, are mors amus­
ing than anything else—as. for In­
stance, one which consists entirely of 
old railway carriages, even the chapel 
being coyiposed of four horse trucks. 
Another village, with a population of 
1,100 and taxed at the valuation of 
$S,000, has neither school, church nor 
other public building, the only thing 
of the sort being a letter box on a 
pillar. 

Villages with but a single inhabi­
tant are not unknown, one of them 
being Skiddaw, in Cumberland. Tha 
single villager complains bitterly be­
cause he cannot vote, there being no 
overseer to prepare a voters' list and 
no church or other public building in 
-which to publish one, as the law re­
quires. The lonely rale payer in a 
Northumberland village has declined 
to contribute money to maintain the 
roads, remarking that the one ho has 
is quite good enough for its use. In 
the Isle of Ely is a little parish with 
about a dozen inhabitants that has no 
rates, as there are no roads or public 
institutions of any kind and conse­
quently no expenses. 

Kempton, near Bedford, can prob­
ably lay successful claim to the dis­
tinction of being the longest village 
In the -world, as it straggles along the 
road for a distance of se-ven mile3. 

Sometimes a village will entirely 
disappear, having been built either on 
the edge of the crumbling cliffs that 
make part of the coast line or over an. 
ancient mine. One of the latter class 
Is in Shropshire, and each year one 
or more of the cottages tumbles as 
the earth sinks beneath it.—Harper's 
Weekly. i 

POSTUM FOB MOTHERS. 

One who was engaged In blasting 
was killed by an abortive explosion 
of a charge of dynamite caused by a 
Hash of lightning during a thunder 
storm. In Baccelli vs. North ltlver 
Stone Co.. 1 IS New York Supplement 
Reporter, 2!), the administrator of de­
ceased sued to recover damages for 
his death. The New Yoi'k Supreme 
Court held the master not liable in 
failing to anticipate that the use of 
electric oxplode-rs would be dangerous 
hi a thunder storm. In the absence of 
some proof that such an accident was 
likely to happen. 

The Texas law provides that an ac­
tion for injuries to n husband be 
brought by him. In Fort Worth & K. 
G. Ry. Co. vs. Robertson, 11!1 South­
western Reporter. 202, deceased had 
instituted the suit which had been in­
terrupted by his death, not caused by 
the Injuries in question. At the time 
of his marriage with plaintiff deceased 
had another wife surviving, but he 
had lived with plaintiff, who was ig 
norant of the spouae extant, for the 
ten years- preceding liis death. The 
statutory period of limitation having 
elapsed since the accident, it was 
claimed that plaintiff could not re­
cover, first, because she was not the 
lawful widow, and, second, because the 
action was barred. The Texas Court 
of Civic Appeals held that tinder th? 
circumstances plaintiff was entitled to 
the rights of a lawful wife in the com­
munity property, which included tlie 
cause of action, and that, the law hav­
ing precluded her maintenance of the 
action before her husband's death, the 
statute had not run against it.  

The president of a hotel company 
was seriously scalded by the explosion 
of a defective cofTee urn, which the 
company had purchased through a job­
ber. In the action brought against the 
manufacturer to recover for injuries 
to his mind, body and nervous system, 
the president testified that naturally 
he was much Interested In the condi­
tion of things during Ills forced ab­
sence, because every dollar he had on 
earth was invested in tho enterprise, 
and he had become personally liable 
to a bank in a large sum Invested in 
it,  and that he had expended $1,500 on 
a trip to the south to regain control 
of his shattered nerves and his scald­
ed person. In Statler vs. George A. 
Ray Mfg. Co., SS Northeastern Report­
er, 1063, the New York Court of Ap­
peals, while holding the manufacturer 
liable to the president for the dam­
ages caused by the negligently con­
structed urn, was unable to grasp the 
theory on which the anxiety caused by 
the financial concern and worry could 
be attributed to the accident. The tes­
timony served to show either the in­
terest which the plaintiff had in the 
business, and which was liable to suf­
fer as the result of his injury, an Ele­
ment of damages not pleaded, or else 
it tended to show that business anx­
iety, rather than accident, affected his 
nerves and mind.

COST OF YOUR EYEGLASSES. 

Thix IN Not u Trail — How Coulil tin 
Slatuli* Create n Monopoly f 

Fixed prices to be charged the pub 
lie for its eyeglasses and spectacles, 
are the subject of a controversy among 
the wholesale opticians. The officers 
of the Optical Society of the State of 
New York distributed recently a mini­
mum price list. These prices are high­
er than those charged by many of the 
opticians. 

The action of the Xew York society 
is likely to be followed in other states, 
as soon as they get optometry laws 
like New York's, which restrict the 
number of men vho may legally fit 
eyes with glasses, the New York Sun 
sayB. This city is the headquarters 
of a campaign for optometry laws which 
are pending at the present, sessions of 
the legislatures of New .lersey, Massa­
chusetts, Ohio and several other states. 

P. A. Dilworth, the secretary of the 
Optical Society of the State of New 
York, is one of the officers who pre­
pared the price list. He daid yesterday 
that the new list is not binding on the 
members and has beeu sent to them 
for their Information with the expla­
nation that it is the average minimum 
of the prevailing prices. 

Mr. Dilworth said that there is no 
intention to force up the prices or form 
an eyeglass trust. Since the optometry 
law was passed in this state two years 
ago, he said, 2,100 men have received 
certificates and it would be impossible 
to have them all agree as to prices; 

Besides publishing, the minmum 
lists for the information of members 
most of the societies are urging the 
members to give up the old practice of 
announcing free examinations of the 
eyes and to charge for the service as 
doctors do. The examinations have 
never been really free, it is said, be­
cause the practice has been to add to 
the cost of the glasses an extra sum 
to pay the examiner for his time, but 
the customers have not known this.
