A Bachelor In Trouble.

A bachelor who began as a hired
hand, working by the month, and
went to school in the winter, who has
rented a farm and made some money,
wrltes us that he can not find time to
mingle with young people, as he lives
too far from the ‘‘social centers;"
that to enjoy this soclety means late
hours and unfitness for work the next
day. He has now reached that point
which a good many young men come
to, when he feels that if he Is to stay
on the farm he must get married; but
he does not see how, under the ecir-
cumstances in which he Is placed, he
can compete with other fellows who
have plenty of leisure; and wants to
know if he must quit the farm.

If we were in his place, we would
not worry much about those fellows
who have plenty of leisure. We know
something of the kind of girls that
used to be in his county. They were
a good sort, and thelr daughters
should be a good sort. A

We might whisper to our friend a
secret: The right sort of girls who
want to marry are not looking around
for fellows of leisure. They do not
care to marry clothes, which wear out
in a year anyhow. They want to
marry a man who will last at least
fiftty years. We do not know of any
line in which there is so little compe-
tition as between a well-dressed gen-
tleman of leisure and a good, indus-
trious farmer who has mad® good. He
livesin a good country, one of the
best we know of, among good farms
and good farmers. If there is any
lack of good society in thav country,
or of first-class girls, it is news to us.

We would advise him, as we have
advised other young men on the farm,
to start in and develop society with-
out going to town. How to go about
it? That’s easy. After while, when
the roads get better, and strawberrles
are ripe, just go to the telephone and
invite some young fellows to come
out and bring their best girls or their
sisters with them. Hang some Chinese
lanterns out-of-doors. Serve straw-
berries and cream, or ice cream, and
give them a good time. Start the
fashion of gatberings for young folks.
There is not a girl in that country—
thatis worth while--that will not
jump at the chance of going to a
gathering of young folks on the in-
vitation of a young man of thirty-
five who has made ygood; that is, if
she is not already spoken for, and in
that case she would come with the
other man.

This may seem a ridiculous thing

to some people, but badly as the coun-
try needs good seed corn just now, it
needs a satisfactory soclal life in the
open country far more. We will get
some seed corn this year; we may
have plenty of it next year. We can
make good the loss in some way: but
there is nothing that can make good
the lack of social life In our own com-
munity. The need of it is so great
that about all that IS needed is for
some of the young men to make a
start.—Wallace Farmer.

President Taft has just made con-
siderable changes In National Forests
in Montana, Arizona, Nevada, Utah
and California through Presidential
proclamations modifying the bound-
ary lines. By these changes nearly
275,000 acres of land are eliminated
from the forests, about 65,000 acres
are added and about 55,000 acres are
transferred between two forests, while
a new forest Is created by the division
of an old unit into two.

The net result is to bring down the
total gross area of the National For-
ests to about 187,400,000 acres, of
which nearly 27,000,000 acres are in
Alaska. To a considerable extent,
however, the reductions, so faras land
actually owned by the Government is
concerned, are apparent rather than
real, owing to heavy alienations in
the tracts eliminated. Some 22,000,-
000 acres of the National Forest gross
area are not owned by the Govern-
ment.

The high water mark of the Nation-
al Forest gross area was reached in
1909, when the forest boundaries
included over 194,000,000 acres. It
was then realized, however, that in
making the examinations on which
the Presidential proclamations creat-
ing the forests were based the work
had been too rapid to insure in all
cases the best boundaries. Sometimes
land which should have been includ-
ed was left out, while at other times
land was taken in which was not best
suited to forest purposes.

Consequently a complete overhaul-
ing and rectification of the forest
boundaries was planned and has been
going on ever since. By successive
proclamations President Taft has
eliminated nearly 11,000,000 acres,
while he has added about 4,000,000
acres.

In Montana the new proclamations
eliminate a total of 116,370 acres from
six forests—the Custer, Absaroka,
Blackfeet, Kootenal, Lewis and Clark
and Flathead—while 14,640 acres are
transferred from the Blackfeet to the
Kootenai and 40,640°*from the Koot-
