SUPERIOR ROTATIONS FOR THE CORN BELT 

Wheat Field in Michigan. 

(By CARL VROOMAN, Assistant Secre­
tary of Department of Agriculture.) 
In a bulletin of the United States de­

partment of agriculture writen to sug­
gest to the corn belt farmer of the mid­
dle West some ways of "cashing in" 
the scientific advice offered him in hun­
dreds of bulletins already published, 
Carl Vrooman, assistant secretary of 
the department, devotes a section to 
tbo discussion of the best rotations. 
"Not until you get clover or some 
other legume into your scheme of 
farming," he says, "do you have a rota­
tion that pays dividends in bigger 
crops. Many farmers think they are 
keeping up to date and farming scien­
tifically if they have five or ten acres 
in alfalfa arid get a stand of clover on 
a twenty or thirty-acre field once in 
two or three years. This is a serious 
mistake. The productivity of a farm 
is not being kept up on a permanent 
basis unless annually at least one-
fourth of that farm is made to grow 
legumes, which are either plowed un­
der as stable manure or green ma­
nure." 

The corn-oats system becomes effec­
tive when a year of clover is added 
and the rotation runs corn, oats, 
clover. In sections where oats do not 
produce good yields wheat may be sub­
stituted. 

The importance of including clover 
in the rotation, however, has been def­
initely established by a long series of 
experiments carried on in Illinois. As 
far back as 1879 two rotations were 
started, one being corn and oats and 
the other corn, oats and clover. These 
rotations were continued without 
change. During the years from 1901 to 
1911 the average yield of corn in the

former was only 38.1 bushels per acre, 
while in the latter it was 57.2; 

What is known as "standard Illinois 
rotation" is the following: Corn, oats 
with clover seeding, clover, wheat. In 

SKIN OF DRY-PICKED FOWLS 

Water-Chilled Chicken Is Fraud on 
Buyer, Because It Absorbs Water 

—Harmful to Flavor. 

The skin of a chicken will tell the 
housewife whether the bird has been 
properly "dry" picked and "air chilled" 
or whether it has been "scalded" in 
order to remove the feathers. The 
akin of a dry-picked chicken is flex­
ible, translucent, with the feather 
papillae plainly visible, and short 
hairs which have to be removed by 
singeing. If a chicken has been 
scalded the skin is hard, thick, close 
to the muscles underneath, and almost 
free from these hairs. The skin of 
a dry-picked chicken which has been 
chilled in water has lost the powdery, 
look which is characteristic, and is 
shiny, thicker than when air-chilled, 
and it is scarcely possible to see the 
pink muscles underneath as one 
should be able to do. A water-chilled 
chicken is also a fraud to the buyer, 
because it absorbs water, which id 
charged for at chicken prices. 

Housewives should insist on a dry-
picked chicken, because any wetting 
of a chicken, and especially scalding, 
lessens or destroys the delicate flavor 
of the meat. 

TREATMENT OF POTATO SEED 

Solution of Commercial Formalin and 
Water Will Destroy Disease 

Spores of Tubers. 

Potato diseases such as fusarium, 
stem rot and scab, live over winter on 
the seed and in the soil. Planting in­
fected seed In diseased soil simply per­
petuates the disease. The way to pre­
vent scab is to disinfect seed potatoes 
and plant them in clean soil upon 
which the crop has not been grown 
for several years preceding. Thorough 
treatment with a solution of one pint 
commercial formalin to 40 gallons wa­
ter will destroy disease spores. Cor­
rosive sublimate also can be used. 
Dissolve four ounces in five gallons hot 
water and after it cools add 25 gallons 
water. Soak the tubers for one and a 
half hours tn this solution, when they 
rosy be cut and planted. 
•V* -% - .7 - •> 
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this rotation one of the chief advan­
tages is that wheat follows the legume 
and there is thus plenty of time to pre­
pare the ground for it. It is becoming 
also a general practice in some parts 
of the corn belt to seed sweet clover in 
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Stand of Sweet Clover. 

wheat. After the wheat is harvested 
the clover makes a rank growth and 
may be plowed under in the fall or fol­
lowing spring. In this way in each 
four-year rotation there are two 
legume crops to plow under and at the 
same time three grain crops to har­
vest. T'^e rotation may be changed to 
a five-year one by adding an extra year 
of corn if this is desired. 

If the farm is badly run down and 
much organic matter and nitrogen 
must be added to the soil before the 
corn can be raised profitably, sweet 
clover seeded in the wheat may be al­
lowed to stand over for a crop the fol­
lowing year. The rotation will then 
be as follows: Corn, oats with clover 
seeding, clover, wheat with sweet 
clover seeding, sweet clover. 

If a short rotation is desired, one 
that will be effective in building up a 
run-down farm is the following: Corn, 
rye with clover and timothy seeding, 
clover and timothy. The rye is seeded 
in the standing corn and the clover 
and timothy seeded in the rye early in 
the following spring. The rye is hogged 
off and, as the clover matures, part of 
it is used for hog pasture and part for 
hay. The clover-timothy sod is then 
turned under for corn. Under this 
plan all the rye grown is left where 
it is produced and all the cornstalks 
cut up and worked into the soil. Fur­
thermore, all the manure made by the 
hogs in gathering the rye and corn is 
left in the field. 

PROFITS FROM A DAIRY HERD 

Cow, to Be Most Productive Must 
Have Care and Consideration Due 

to Animal Mother. 

(By H. M. COTTRELL.) 
The man to make the most profits 

from a dairy herd must be a gentleman 
—kind, considerate, progressive, intel­
ligent. Milk is the product of mother­
hood. The cow is a mother and gives 
milk to develop the life of her baby, 
the calf. The dairy cow, to be made 
most productive, must have the care 
and consideration due to every ani­
mal mother. She must have milk pro­
ducing feed and feed that will develop 
fully her unborn calf while she is milk­
ing. She must have bodily comfort— 
shelter, water, salt, shade in hot 
weather, and pure air all the time. 
She must be petted. When a man 
takes her calf away from the cow and 
milks her, he becomes for the time to 
her a secondhand calf. The cow loves 
her calf and is happy when she is giv­
ing milk to it. The more the dairy­
man can pet his cows, make them 
comfortable and make them like him 
asvthey do their calves, the more milk 
they will give and the richer will be 
the milk. This sounds like "gush" but 
is cold business truth that closely fol­
lowed will bring profits. 

MAKING PREPARATIONS FOR SPRING WORK 
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Ah Excellent "String" of White Wyandottes. 

Perhaps you have been raising poul­
try for many years but with indiffer­
ent success—just fooling along with a 
few hens, of many different breeds, 
feeding any old thing, in old. tumble­
down houses, alive with mites and 
lice, and unclean. 

Maybe you have wondered why you 
have not had the success that some of 
your neighbors had and perhaps are 
discouraged and ready to say there is 
nothing in the poultry business. 

This is true if you continue in the 
same old way, but if you will follow a 
few simple rules, which. every suc­
cessful poultry raiser must follow, you 
cannot help being successful in Just 
the degree of painstaking care with 
which you carry on the work. 

In the first place you must have 
clean, well ventilated poultry houses. 
These do not cost much and on the 
average farm they can be constructed 
of old boards and by the labor of a 
handy man, in one or two days. 

The houses must be provided with 
clean nests. Build the houses when­
ever possible, facing the south, leav­
ing the front open except the cover­
ing of small mesh wire to keep out 
predatory animals. 

If you intend to use incubators and 
brooders provide a comfortable brood­
er house which can be closed up to 
shut out the cold, damp drafts of ear­
ly spring. Set your incubator in a 
warm place—in the attic, the cellar, 
or in some room well protected. 

Next, we want to impress you with 
the fact that you cannot raise good 
chickens from poor eggs. If you are 
satisfied with the mixed breeds, good, 
bad and indifferent, there is little ad­
vice to give you as to their manage­
ment. 

I  If you propose to raise good chick-
' ens, fowls that will lay the greatest 
number of eggs, or produce the great­
est number of pounds of meat, select 
your breed, and then buy purebred 
eggs. You can only get these by buy­
ing from breeders whose integrity is 
unquestioned, and who are ready to 
guarantee that 'their eggs will pro­
duce birds true to type. 

Insist upon having eggs from hens 
and not from young pullets. Eggs 
from a hen that is fully grown and

WHY CHICKENS CATCH COLDS 

Leg Bands Are Cheap. 
Leg bands are very cheap. When 

you sort ont your pullets, band the 
right leg; next year band the left leg 
and the third year do not band. The 
fourth year dispose of hens with 
band on right leg and begin over by 
banding right leg. Or get celluloid 
bands, using different colors for each 
year. This is better than toe mark­
ing young chicks. 

Working Ahead. 
If the manure is hauled out during 

the winter a hard job is completed 
when spring opens up, and the team 
Is ready for plowing rather than haul­
ing manure for a week or two. i 

Feed for Chickens. 
Any kind of grain is good food for

The fowls come out—not sweating, 
for a fowl does not sweat—but fairly 
steaming from the heat of their own 
close bodies. 

The cold air strikes them and they 
take a quick chill. 

Sometimes it is their heads and 
eyes that first show the effects of that 
chill, sometimes it is the throat or 
lungs. 

Spice of. Life. 
Variety is the spice of life; It is 

also the pride of success in the feed­
ing rations of poultry.

; SS& Don't Overfeed Fowls. 

Do not at any time overfeed your 
fowls; give just enough to have them 
clean it afl up nicely. 
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matured will naturally produce more 
birds and stronger birds than eggs 
from pullets who are still in a state 
of growth. 

Sometimes it is true that pullet 
eggs hatch out well, but they do not 
produce birds with the vigor and 
stamina that come from mature eggs. 
And you will find that the chicks from 
pullet eggs will be more subject to 
disease and more will die. 

If you have a good breed and raise 
your own eggs, separate the best hens 
of your flock and select the best eggs 
from these. Never set an egg from a 
hen that is puny, or that has had a 
touch of disease at any time, or that 
is any way deformed, no matter how 
slightly. 

If you use an incubator, you must 
watch it day and night, and after you 
have learned all that the manufacturer 
tells you in the directions on the ma­
chine, you must use your own com­
mon sense and comply with the vary­
ing conditions of climate. 

When the youngsters come out of 
their shell they, too, must be watched 
every day .and be cared for in every 
detail all the time. Young chickens 
cannot be raised by any person who 
is frequently away from home for long 
intervals. One must be on the Job 
all the time. 

The most important thing in start­
ing young chicks is to refrain from 
feeding them a single atom for at 
least 36 hours. Nature has filled their 
little stomachs before they left the 
shell and it they are stuffed as soon 
as they appear, many will die. 

Give them plenty of water and af­
ter thirty-six hours feed them lightly 
on fine rolled oats or coarse cornmeal. 
Then, just as soon as they ' show 
strength and vigor, let them run on 
the tender, short grass for a little 
while every day. 

Watch for lice from the start, and 
if any are found on the heads or under 
the wings, touch the spots lightly with 
lard or vaseline. 

Having started right by following 
the above directions, your success de­
pends upon the fidelity with which yoq 
manage the flock until they becomd 
fledged or are ready to be sent to the 
market. 

HENS PRODUCING MOST EGGS 

Comparison Made of Hen-Hatched 
Chickens and Artificially Hatched 

—Incubator Is Favored. 

Experiments conducted by the New 
York State College of Agriculture, ex­
tending over a period of three years, 
disproved the theory that hen hatched 
chickens are of higher vitality than 
those hatched in incubators. The 
first year the hen matched pullets laid 
more eggs than the Incubator hatched 
ones. The second year the incubator 
pullets succeeded, both in number and 
in profits, as they laid more reglarly 
during the season when eggs were 
high priced. During the third year 
the balance was still more in favor 
of the artificially hatched hen. Also, 
she was in better condition. 

The chicks were hatched from eggs 
of the same quality, and fed and 
housed in the same manner. The ex­
periment will be continued for many 
years, so that more accurate conclu­
sions can be arrived at. So far, the 
chicks, hatched by incubator from 
eggs laid by hens hatched from Incu­
bators, have proved more steady and 
valuable egg producers. 

Purebreds Excel as Layers. 
The purebred poultry of today lay 

more eggs, attain better size and 
young stock mature faster and are 
better table fowls than the common 
mixed stock. 

Keep Breeding Geese Thin. 
Breeding geese should be kept mod­

erately thin In flesh through the win­
ter by light feeding and a free range 
for facilities for swimming. 

Test Hatching Eggs. 
In selling eggs for hatching, it is a 

wise and a sate rule, no matter how 
healthy your birds seem, not to as­
sume the eggs produced are fertile, 
or that they will hatch. The safe plan 
is to test them at home. If«, setting 
from any given mating hatches rea­
sonably well with you—then go ahead. 

Keep Front Open. 
Don't, because of freezing weather, 

close up the chicken house front! Cold 
weather is just the time to keep the 
front open. But stop the cracks at the 
back, sides and in the roof. Drafts 
and leaks are the trouble breeders. 

Eggs Absorb Odor*. 
A fresh egg will absorb odors as 

readily as fresh milk. Mustlness or 
moldy growth in egg cases or fillers 
will taint the egg and lower its 
quality.
