moss-trooper iustinets, He was never so
happy as when in the saddle, leading a war
party by night marches to assault Lipan
or Comanche encampments, or to stampede
th®r horses and dash away again

“ Enemy of Horses "

Une of Beckwourth’s famous feats was
accomplished about 1822, when he was near
the Snake River trapping beaver, He was
pursnad by aver two hundred Tudians, and
ran &l day without food or water, cover-
ing, it i3 believed, not less than ninety-five
miles before he reached Sullette’'s Camp.

| This feat ranks in the tales of the West

with Bent's famous ride twenty years
later. In 1896, while Beckwourth was in
St. Louis and was still Chief of the Crows,
a foolish trapper told that tribe that he
bad been killed, They at onee surrounded
Fort Cass with thonsands of warriors to
take immedinte vengeance. After much
parley, a truce of three months was

i ngrosd upon until word could be sent to

come and rescue the be-
lenguered fort, which contained $100,000
waorth of goods. A trapper named Pappen
was paid 31,000 to deliver the message to
