In the House.
In the Houe to-da- y after .several vain at-

tempts to pa bills by unanimous consent
the regular order wa demanded and the
Speaker proceeded to call the states and
territories for introduction of bills for refer-
ence. Among the more iiiiportant measure
introduced were: By Mr. Bru idhead (Mo.),
to establish a grada and rate of pensions for
pilots ou gunboats during; the lute war. By
Mr. Cox (N. Y.), to authorize tho construc-
tion of one eteel gunboat. By Mr. Curtin
(Pa.), reviving the act of Aug. 15, 187t,
providing for telegraphic communi-
cation between tho United States and Asia.
By Mr. Collin. (Ma-?.)- , a resolution extend-
ing the thanks of Congress to Capt. Michael
A. Healey and the officers and men of the
revenue nteamer Corwin for rescuing ship-
wrecked persons in the Arctic seas. At the
conclusion of the call Mr. Hitt (III.) in be-

half of the Committee oa Foreign Affairs
moved to suspend tho rules and pass the Sen-
ate bill providing for the exercise of juris-
diction conferred upon the United States in
places outside of its jurisdiction. The bill
proposes a general revision of the laws gov-

erning the consular courts of the United
States.

Indian Land Leases.
Washinoton, Jan. 19. The Senate com-

mittee on Indian affairs this morning re-

sumed the investigation of land leases in the
Indian Territory. Dr. Adair, a Cherokee,tes-tilie- d

that ho wa3 a member of a Cherokee
company, which offered to pay 100,000 for
the lease of the Cherokee strips, or, if that
was not enough to give $120,000 for it. His
company failed to secure it, however, an-
other organization getting it for $100,000.
Ho could not understand why the higher
amount was refused, unless money was used
to influence the council.

WMliam N. Basmus, a licensed trader of
the Cherokee nation, gave testimony which
indicated that money had been used to ce

the council. He said money wa3very
scarce when tho sesriou of the Cherokee
council beg in, but when it ended an unusual
number of $50 and $100 bills were brought
to his store for change. It was com-
mon talk that those who granted the lease
were paid. Cue member of the council
Samuel Downing admitted to witness that
he received $500 for his vote. Samuel S.
Smoot, an attorney of this city, gave testi-
mony to the effect that the leafing of their
lands was a good thing for the Indians.

Uncle Sam Investigating.
Washinoton, Jan. 19. It is stated that the

flagship "Tennessee," which sailed from
Hampton roads Saturday on her way to New
Orleans, is under orders to proceed immedi-
ately to Key West, Fla., to investigate a re-

port that a fiilabustering expedition is or-
ganizing at that point to aid tho Cuban in-

surrection.

General Mention.

THE CHAMPjON FINDS HIS MATCH

The Contest at Madison Square Gar-

den Terminated by the Police
A Close Fight.

New Yckk, Jan. 19. Seven thousand peo-

ple gained admi-siio- to Madi-o- u Spun re to-

night to witness the inuch-talked-- glove
contest between Sullivan and Ryan. The
crowd bting composed of men of ail grades
of society. The first part of the program
was of the usual character, but the boxing
and wrestling of the lesser lights failed to
excite much interest At Quarter past ten a
loud yell proclaimed that the etar
of the evening were making their way to
the platform. Sullivan was the first to make
his appearance. He was dressed in flesh-colore- d

drawers, green stockings and sleeve-
less silk shirt, such as rowing men wear.
Paddy Ryan immediately followed, was
stripprd to the buff, wore white flannel knee
breeches and green stocking. Dan Murnhy
and Pat Sheedy esquired Sullivan, while
Ned Mallahan and Jimmey Patterson per-
formed a like ofiic for Ryan. Thn weights
given out were 197 pounds for Ryan,
while Sullivan was givea a 212 pounds.
After some delay in the selection of a ref?rte
John Scannell was agreed to. When all pre-
liminaries had been Fettled, Captain Wil-
liams handed each man the gloves. They
weighed about four ounces, and were much
smaller than ordinary boxing gloves. The
men then put up their hands. Sullivan led
otr at the body with his left, but the blow fell
fhort, as Ryan jumped back. In stepping
into the distance again Ryan was
met by Sullivan's left glove, which
just reached his face, making n flight
blow. The meeting brought them to hhort
range. Ryan swung his right heavily into
the champion's ear. Sullivan rallied quick-
ly and made a play at the face, lauding a
good, clean blow. Ryan again countered
twice, once on the neck,, again on the ear.
Then came a clinch, which was terminated
by Ryan getting Sullivan's head in
chancery and administering two heavy blows
on the Bostonian's ribs. Then he broke away
and sparred at Ion grange for a second or two,
when they came together again. This time
Sullivan made a lead on the mouth. Ryan
Iutting in a straight left-hand-

ed counter on
the chest and swinging the right on the ear.
Then he rattled away at short range, Ryan
getting the best of the exchanges, which were
all over the body and face. This close work
precipitated another clinch, and as tluy
stood hugging each other, Inspector Thorno
jumped on the stage and stopped the
fight. The contestant. went to the corners
expecting to be allowed to resume the fight,
but the inspector was inexorable, and told
Capt. Williams to take the gloves away.
This was done and the crowd howled in dis-
appointment The referee said he consid-
ered it no fight, but the popular verdict was
that Ryan had the call. There were no
arrests.
