THE WORK WELL DONE.

The Detroit ““News’* on the Location
of the Soldiers’ Hame.

The competition over the location of the

State Soldiers” Home has been anomaloos in

the history of State institations. Usually,
when a new mstitution has been proposed,
not more than two or three points were
copetitors for it, and geagraphieal distri-
bution has latterly made the duty of choioe
of location eomparatively ensy. But the
Soldiers' Home seems to have been com-
poted for by the Btate at Jarge, without red-
erenowe 1o the losstion of other nstitutions.
The Iarge namber of points visited by the
Logislative Commitioe winter is fresh
in memory., A like extent of groond was
gone over by the locating commission
but two or three weeks fago. The proe
tracted session of the Commissron before
finnlly fAxing the loeation s evidenos of the
devoted enrtiestness with which the elaims
of the seviral loonlities were jresented,
while it 1= not eeable thint not s sgle woti-
mativn of anfairess on the part of nnhy one
place, or of hard feching between locslitios
or between metubors of the Commission, hins
roached the publie.  The eompetition for the
loontion of the Home eannot be sseribod
entirely o expeetation of guin orof msterial
advantage to secrue to the fortunnte place,
beenuse this wonld be a wholly iundequate
motive. Hather, it mast  be  acoepiled
as evidenoe of the deepsonted geati
tude which the people of the State feel to
wiird the ex soldiers of the war, stimulating
u jost pride o the desire 10 seenre to thelr
own loealities the home which the State has
determined to provide for those soliliers who
are who may becowe depondent.  This senti-
ment, nnd the genersl good feeling that has
mnrked the coutest, =hould inwure the
most  cordinl  neguiesosnes o the  final
dieterminntion of the commission o choos.
ing Grand Rapids as the site of the Home,

Added 1o these rensons why the ohoics
shonld meet with general neceptancs, we be-
lieve it to be 8 wise one n itself. Such an
institution should not, by all means, be
isolated or very far removed from some
town capable at lenst of furnishing ordi-
nary supplies.  Life wt such an  cstablish.
ment will nt best beecome dull and monoton-
ots, and the itmntes wost have so0 & plves
within easy rench 1o which they ean go for
ovceasional change. The ounly objection
to n large wty is in  the favility
for dissipntion. This doubtless will be
found to be nn evil more magitary than
real, while the proximty of n small town
would be no less objectionable 10 this re.
apeel than a larger one, nor would a stall
town afford the noeded facilities for elange
and recreation. For these rensons the
choiee i= 4 good one. A loestion on  the
Detroit or St. Clair river, or at some other
point on the coast line where the waterwny«
afford facilitivs for summer recreation. might
have have boen better; but the work is well
done as it is.
