LLiiBs Attract I Inariaci U. 

Blaze Started at 2 O'clock This Morn­

ing In Printing Office and Does 

950,000 of Damage. 
Reliance, S. D., March 11.—Spec­

ial: A fire which started in an un­
known manner in the office of the 
Lyman County Democrat at 2 o'clock 
thiB morning caused a loss of from 
$30,000 to $50,000 before it could 
be stopped. 

The building of the newspaper was 
well ablaze before an alarm was giv­
en. A stiff breeze from the northwest 
carried the lire toward the south end 
of the block and It could not. be head­
ed until it had traveled from the 
newspaper plant, in the middle of 
the block to the next street south. 

The fire even traveled against the 
wind, BO that two buildings were 
burned to the northwest of the Demo­
crat office. Only two buildings were 
saved In the entire, block and these 
were at the north end. They were 
rescued from the flames by the citi­
zens' bucket brigade, which used 
both snow and water. 

Some of the property is not issured 
at all, so the loss will be a severe 
one for the community. The prop­
erties destroyed follow:

Recently application was made by

Eyery ; im­
portant town has effected the organi­
zation of a club, with one exception, 
and twenty counties east of the 
river have started a county organiza­
tion. By the time the state associa­
tion meets here there ought to be a 
complete organization. 

At the meeting here it is the inten­
tion to form the state organization. 
An effort will be made to secure the 
presence of Mr. F. I. Ellick, of Omaha, 
who is a member of the national cost 
commission of the Ben Franklin Club, 
and he will give an address on the 
cost of job printing. Mr. Ellick spoke 
to the newspapermen of the state at 
Sioux Falls in January and that one 
speech awakened them to the neces­
sity of knowing more thoroughly what 
it costs to get out a piece of job work. 
It Is anticipated that there will be a 
large representation of the newspa­
permen present.
