Louisville.—Discoveries by the 
police convince them that little Alma 
Kellner, child cousin of Frank Fehr, 
a wealthy brewer was snatched from 
the altar In St. John's church, where 
she knelt at prayer alone, assaulted 
and murdered. The body was then 
dragged into the sacristy and drop­
ped through a hole into the cellar, 
where it was dismembered for in­
cineration. Not trusting the furnace 
to hide the criine, the body was as­
sembled and buried in the subcellar 
of the parochial school adjoining the 
church. 

Ia the cellar of the church just un­
der the sacristy the child's gaunlet 
glove, her handkerchief and two 
men's handkerchiefs were dug up. In 
the glove was a cloverleaf the chila 
had treasureu for several days before 
her disapearance. On the stones of 
the sacristy red marks believed to 
have been made by human blood were 
also found. 

A world-wide search is being made 
for Joseph Wendling, recently janitor 
of the church, who disappeared the 
week after little Alma was last seen 
alive.

Aberdeen, S. D.—The 3,200th

Col. Roosevelt has made his plans 
known in a number of letters to mem­
bers of Congress. In each of these, 
especially those to insurgents and 
near-insurgents, he has added the 
expression: "I would like to see you 
and have a talk with you." 

Except Jn the case of Hamilton 
Fish and a few others he did not 
specify a meeting in New York, but 
simply indicated a wish that during 
his travels he might meet every Sen­
ator and Representative from the 
states visited and have a general con­
versation on all matters affecting 
their locaities. 

Thet ex-president's junket will take 
him through twenty-four states, New 
York, Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Wis­
consin, Minnesota, South Dakota, 
Nebraska, Wyoming, Colorado, Kan­
sas, Oklahoma, Texas, Louisiana, Al­
abama, Georgia, Tennessee, South 
Carolina, North Carolina, Virginia, 

Pennsylvania, Marjtyand, JJeleware, I 
and New Jedsey. j 

To gain the requisite knowledge of 
the situation the ex-president has 
formally invited a number of Sena­
tors to confer with him in New York 
before the period of speechmaklng 
begins. He has selected both xe-

[ actionaries and straight-out progress-' 
' ives. Those requested to participate 
in the talk did not receive personal 
letters, but a message through a cen-: 

tral distributing point. This is con-! 

strued to indicate that one of Col.1 

Roosevelt's personal friends, probab­
ly belonging to the Back from Elba 
Club, was instructed to quietly sug­
gest that certain reactionaries and in­
surgents drop over to New York and 
discuss the present situation with the
