The Senate Committee on Finance have 
reported adversely on the Senate bill to re­
duce the interest upon the public debt; to 
provide for a safe and elastic currency;for 
a speedy appreciation of the value of treas­
ury notes and national bank notes to that 
of coin, and to guard against panics and 
inflatidfe of band credits, and the commit­
tee was discharged from further consider­
ation. 

A private dispatch from Carter City 
states thai three men, Williams, Harrison 
and Brown, the two former from Cleve­
land, and the latter from St. Louis, while 
returning from the Black Hills, were tom­
ahawked and scalped by the Indians near 
that city on thr; 16th, and their entire out­
fit carried off. Their bodies were found 
twelve hours after the massacre and taken 
to Custer for burial. 

In the M. £. Conference aWBaltimore on 
the 20th, a preamble and resolution were 
read and referred, reciting that while it -is 
not the policy or purpose of the Method­
ist Episcopal Church in any manner t© 
connect the Church with State or to bring 
politics into our religion, jet in view of 
the impiety, unfaithfulness and corruption 
in places of public trust, the conferencc 
recommends that tlie members of the 
Church throughout the country endeavor 
bye very juat and proper means to place 
in all civil offices ot the government only 
sucli men as are known to possess and 
maintain true Christian character and prin­
ciples. 

Eiglst children whose ages ranee from 
fifteen years down to eight, got into an 
old leaky skiff in the Ohio river, a short 
distance from Vcvay, Indiana, on the 14th 
inst., and started out for a ride. When in 
the middle of the river they discovered 
the skiff rapidly filling with water and 
th§y immediately attempted to reach 
shore, shrieking for aid. The skiff, how­
ever, soon went down. A gentleman on 
the Kentucky shorr jumped into a small 
boat and attempted to rescue the children, 
bnt before he reached them five of them, 
all the children of Charles Irwin, were 
drownad. One of the rescued ia so badly 
frightened that fears are entertained that 
he will not recover. ; . i 

The attendance at the Centennial Expo­
sition is daily increasing. The question of 
Sunday opening is being vigorously dis­
cussed and there is a prospect of at least 
a compromise and a partial if not entile 
opening of the exhibition on Sundays. 
Much complaint is made of vandalism 
among visitors, particularly in the art de­
partment, and at least the Austrian portion 
of the art fallery has been closed' until 

railings can be put up, holes having been 
punched in two valuaije picture* by um­
brellas and canes used as pointers by vis. 
itors. Several statues have- been defaced by 
parties anxious to know whether marble 
or plaster is vised in their manufacture 
and several exhibitors threaten to with­
draw their goods entirely unless sonic 
measures are taken to stop these manifes 
tations of barbarism. 

The Methodist Conference in session at 
Baltimore adopted the following resola 
tion on the 18Ui : 

WnKRSAS, The right sell intoxicating 
drinks on the grounds of the Centennial 
exhibition has been sold to the highest 
bidders by the Board of Finance of said 
exhibition; therefore, 

Resolved, That such action outrages the 
Christian sentiment of the country, and 
we, in the name of religion and humanity, 
solemnly protest against such desecration 
of the Centennial grounds, and earnestly 
call upon the National Commission of the 
Centennial exhibition to revoke such con­
cessions. 

Resolved, That in the name of our com­
mon Christianity we call upon all Chris­
tian churches in the land tc join with us 
in this our solemn protest and request. 

A political conferenoe was held in New 
York City on the 16th, in which Carl 
Schurz, Charles Francis Adams, Jr., Theo­
dore Woolsey, and other-office seekers fig­
ured conspicuously. An address was is­
sued to the American people calling at­
tention to the approaching national elec­
tion and its peculiar significancy and the 
dangers arising from the prevailing cor­
ruptions in politics, which have loft scarce­
ly a single sphere of our political life un­
touched. They appeal to all good citizcns 
inside or outside of party lines to organ­
ize and communicate with the executive 
committe to be appointed, that effective 
co-operation may bo secured. Charles 
Francis Adams, Jr. made a speech which 
concluded as follows: "If good men are 
not nominated by either party then we 
will put forward a candidate of our own. 
Among the Presidential candidats there is 
one whose name stands unblemished be­
fore the country to-day, and by nominat­
ing him the Republican party will gain 
the vote of every honest man, and that 
man is Secretary Bristow." The confer­
ence adjourned without making any Pres­
idential nomination. 

The Kentucky Republican State Con­
vention met in Louisville on the 18th, and 
after adopting a platform, elected u full 
delegation to the National Convention in 
favor of Secretary Bristow for President. 
One plank of their platform opposes any 
postponement of a return to specie pay­
ment beyond the time now fixed. The 
following section was read amid great ap­
plause : 

"As Kentucky gave Abraham Lincon to 
hia country and to mankind for great 
works by him, she now presents Benja­
min D. Bristow to complete the correction 
of ills ever incident to war. His past con­
duct in office is the truest evidence of his 
future course. He has been true to the 
Republican principles in war and in peace, 
ever manly, calm and courageous, and ev­
er faithful in the discharge of his duty. 
His persistent, antl successful warfare 
against corruption deserves the thanks of 
all friends of honest go Vermont. In thus 
presenting and commending our fellow-
aitizen to the Republican National Con­
vention we are not unmindful of the dis­
tinguished services and worth of other 
Republicans. We trust the Cincinnati 
Convention will present as a candidate 
such a man whose allegiance to the party 
has been proved arid who has the moral 
courage to enforce the law." 

The Secretary of War has transmitted 
to the House the report of reductions from 
the estimates contained in the book of es­
timates for the fiscal year ending June 30, 
1STD. In the contingencies of the Adju­
tant-General's office and signal service 
none are recommended. In the Quarter­
master's department and in the ordinance 
the reductions are large, and in the En­
gineer's department considerable. There 
is a reduction of |1,000,000 in the esti­
mates for clothing and equippage and 
$1,000,000 in the estimates for the anna-
nent of fortifications. The estiaUtes for 
Rock Island and Benecia arsenals, as re­
duced, will equal the demand for the pres 
ent uses, while the large additional strict­
ures for prospective uses, which must 
hereafter be made, may be safely postpon­
ed to a future. The entire reduction from 
the book of estimates to which the reso­
lution of the House refers is $5,607,605.— 
The Secretary says it seems important that 
the estimates for a building for the State, 
War and Navy departments apply to the 
fortifications, river and harbor bills which 
passed the House. 

YANKTON RAILROAD BONDS* 
The different portions of the Territory, 

outside of Yankton, have had more or 
less to say about the Capital city. In this 
cry we have never joined; but we must 
say, that if the Territory at large ever haid 
occasion to complain of Yankton about 
anything, it has been in reference to her 
railroad policy. Four years ago Clay 
county was overrun with Yankton men, 
predicting the utter ruin of our county 
and Territory if we failed to vote bonds ia 
aid of the railroad then being projected by 
that city. But Clay county very properly 
refused to vote bonds; Yankton county 
did, almost unanimously, in the amount of 
$200,000, which she offered as a donation 
to the road. The road was built and 
Yankton was thereby made what it is.— 
Having received the benefits, Yankton at 
once commences her efforts at repudiation, 
and at a late term of the Supreme Court 
of the Territory, it was decided that Yank­
ton county is not legally bound to pay *• 
bonds. There may he legal reasons why 
the connty cannot be compelled to perform 
her part of this contract, but to outside 
partieait wfll never be looked ttpoa n 
anything else than repudiation, ana If any 
pf our eountic* fhould attempt to raise

A letter from Constantinople under date 
of the 12th inst., says the excitement dur­
ing the last three days has amounted to a 
panic. The demand for weapons, both by 
Sottas and Christians, is so great that most 
of the shops in Stambaul sold out all their 
stocks. The Sof tas, that is, all the person® 
attached to the Mosques in cr.y capacity 
what ever, are practically maater3 of the 
situation. They number about 10,000 and 
theis influence over tho Protecorate is su­
preme. They threaten the Sultan and his 
ministers and sometimes the Christians, 
although quiet now. They profess to be 
friends to the latter.' Yesterday a great 
number of them went to this palace and 
demanded the dismissal of Grand Vizier, 
Mahmoud Fedim Pasha, and the Curefe-
hull, Islom and Minister of War. The. 
Sultan resisted for an hour, but tho clamor 
by the mob finally induced him to demand 
the resignation of Mahmoud Nedim 
Pasha, the Grand Vizier. In a general, 
rising of Mahommedans large colonies of 
European subjects in Constantinople and 
along the Bosphorus would be in a greater 
danger than the native Christians, because 
their wealth -would cons'.itute an addition­
al stimulous to the religious zeal of the 
Turkish rabble. This danger the respect­
ive embassadors have provided against as 
far as the means at their disposal allowed.
