And now Adams can 
stand down. 

At the Democratic/ Stnte Convention 
heia at Trenton, New Jersey, on the 23d

Intelligence from th(S Indian country in­

dicates that we are now upon tlm verge of 
an Indian war which will involve the larg­
er portion of the Sioux nation upon the 
Dakota.re8ervation. In case the threaten­
ed general conflict occurs we can safely 
assert that it will be participated in by the 
Red Cloud and Spotted Tail bands and 
by the various bands on the river above 
Yankton agency. But the center of the 
conflict will doubtless be around the Black 
Hills and northwest from there in the re­
gion of the Big Horn country. Gen. 
Crook is preparing for work, but summer 
expedition^never have proved successful. 
In the event of a general Indian war 
Yankton will be the base of supplies for 
the troops.—Press £ DaJcotaiar,. 

A dispatch from Denver, Colorado, dated 
May 24th, says: "Hie snow storm which 
has prevailed for twenty-four hours on and 
along the base of the mountains broke up 
furly this morning. The fall in this city 
was upwards of six inches; At Central 
City aud Georgetown and other mountain 
towns the snow is repotted to-day as three 
fe«t deep. The railroads entering here 
have all lost their bridges and embank­
ments and travel is suspended, but it is be­
lieved that all the roads except the Denver 
and South Park, Colorado Central and 
Boulder Valley, will be able to move their 
trains regularly to-morrow. The damages 
to county bridge? and thoroughfares can­
not be reliably estimated, but is undoubt­
edly heavy: Considerable damage is sus­
tained by the owners and occupants of 
houses in the lower part of this city, but 
thus far no casualties are known to have 
resulted from this flood which has not 
been equalled since 1864;-- - m :.i$.

MR. BLAINE EXPLAIN8. 
Some six or seven years ago some 

friends of mine, in Boston, desired to 
make a small Investment in the Korth Pa­
cific, enterprise, and as the vice-president 
of the road, Hon. R D. Rice, was a near 
neighbor of mine in Augusta, it was 
thought I might find out where and how 
the purchase could be made- In one or 
two instances I heard of interests being 
for sale but nothing was done. Finally, 
in the autumn of 1870, a definite interest 
was for sale, and it was brought to my at­
tention with very glowing aha extravagant 
accounts of its prospective profits.

A 
few days after 1 was notified that they 
would be glad to purehas9 a certificate of 
deposit or a cashier's check for $25,000, 
which was placed in my hands in trust, as 
the receipt shows, to hand over to the per­
son proposing to sell, who in due time 
will doubtless speak for himself. The 
certificate was to be taken in the name of 
Elisha Atkins, one of the mo^t prominent 
and honorable merchants in Boston. It

into the Black Hills and explain the modut 
operandi of mining for precious metals, 
etc., etc. It iB the grandest, most glorious 
thing yet conceived in the way of a side 
amusement. Talk about "mules" and 
"hogs," and "corn!They will do very 
well for side speculations; but this exear-

ern Pacific interest was in some way 
pledged or hypothecated or embarrassed 
as to title and the matter ran along for 
over a year and finally came to nothing. 
The money in full, with interest, was re­
turned to Warren Fisher, with whom the 
negotiation was had and the holder of the 
Northern Pacific interest retained or pos 
sibly found another purchaser of which I 
know nothing. 

This is simply the whole transaction out 
of which the sensation is attempted by 
the Sun. 

My connection witli it was purely of a 
friendly character. I had not the remot­
est interest in it in any shape or 
form, and had no intentions or understand 
ing that I should become interested in. it 
The transaction was of course regarded 
by me as in eveiy way proper, otherwise 
I should most certainly never have re­
ceived and receipted for money to hold in 
trust until the transaction should be con­
summated between the parties.

T never had 
an interest of a penny in one of them, nor 
in any of their branches, directly.: In a 
private letter, if" anywhere, a" man will 
speak unguaraly, and this letter, written 
with no expectation of its ever being pub­
lished, proves conclusively that when a 
Pacific Railroad interest was offered me 
with brilliant promises of great profits I 
declared I would not touch it. 

I think the Sun in publishing this pri­
vate letter has supplied a valuable proof of 
my official integrity in the matter. All 
these attacks, resumed Blaine, after a 
slight pause, are intended to impress the 
people with the belief that I have large 
weaiih and that it has been acquired since 
I entered Congress. The moderate prop­
erty which I own was almost wholly de­
rived from fortunate investment in coal 
lands in my native Monongahela Valley, 
in Western Pennsylvania, made some 
years before I first ran for Congress. I 
notice many papers whoso editors never 
saw me and know nothing of my affairs 
glibly put my property down at a round 
million. The value my property would 
bring to-day would not amount to one-fifth 
part that sum. I can say with the strict 
est truth that, all things considered, I am 
not to-day as well olf pecuniarily as I was 
the day I entered Congress in December, 
1863. Had I not remained in Gengress 1 
would to-day, in my judgment, had a 
large fortune, as business enterprises which 
were at my command, if I could have" at: 
tended to them, have resulted moet favor 
ably, but every friend who knows me 
knows that neither njiy income nor ex­
penditure. nor mv habits of life imply or 
suggest the possession of furtune, or of 
anything indeed beyond a moderate coni-
petency. -

The following proclamation was issued 
by President Gran' on the 25th inst: ^ \ 

WHEREAS, A joint resolution of the 
Seriate and House of Representatives was 
duly approved on the 13th day of March 
last, which resolution is as follow*: 

Be it resolved by the Senate arid House 
of Representatives of the United States of

For some time agencies have been ia nt-
istence for the distinctly. avoWed BBqwea 
of collecting, before it is too date,, oy oral 
testimony, proofs of ownership ih mciHc 
slave property, that shall serve, 1n hoped* 
for-gaya, to designate indiridaali whojuv 
entitled to so-callcd reparatipn^persons 
whose legal papers have oeen losiamid 
the turmoil and destruction of the war.— 
It is well understood that for years then 
has been going, on quietly a purchase at 
nominal values of immense quantities of 
Confederate bonds, which are now cotieeo-
trated in few hands, awaiting this moment 
when they can be made to play their pre­
arranged part in a great scheme >of spolia­
tion.
