They further say 
that the most of the Black Hills talk is a 
humbug, and is indulged in by the papers 
of the several "outfitting" towns merely to 
afford their marchants the opportunity of 
furnishing the necessary equipments.

The following census report of Town, 

ship 87, Range 48, Lincoln county, was 
kindly furnished us by A. O. Hubbard, of 
Fairvicw: 

In tho township commonly called Fair-
view there are fifty-six farms which aver-

. age 50 acres to the farm, mating 2,800 
acres under cultivation. There is 11,394 
acres of land in the town, of which 339 
acres is school land, 160 acres vacant gov­
ernment land, and 3,727 acres deeded; the 
remainder being held under the homestead, 
pre-emption and timber culture act. 

. In the year 1875 there were 441 acres 
planted to corn, which yielded 17,125 
bushels, being about 39 bushels per acre; 
1,516 acres were sowed to wheat, which 
yielded 25,361 bushels,—about 13l£ bush­
els per acre; 88 acres to barley, with a 
yield of 2,993 bushels—about 34 bushels 
to the acre; and 48 acres of rye, with a 
yield of 776 bushels, or 16^ bushels per 
acre. 

Tho population is 208—115 being males 
and 93 females. Four adult persons are 
unable to read or write. 

There are 108 horses, 16 mules, 1-jack, 
225 head of cattle, 27 sheep, and 180 liog8 

owned in the town. The total valuation of 
taxable property is $41,875.
