The 
Senate at once went into executive session 
and unanimously confirmed the nomina­
tion. Should Senator Morrill accept the 
appointment he will' not enter upon the 
duties of his office until after the appro­
priation bills shall have been disposed of. 

The bounty bill passed the Lower House 
of Congress on the 20th,inst. Tt allows all 
enlisted men, including slaves ant) Ind ians, 
$8.33Ja for their per cent, of service from 
April 12, 1861, to May 9,1865, deducting 
bounties already paid, but does not include 
substitutes, men who were prisoners of 
war at the time of enlistment, nor those 
who were discharged on their owii appli­
cation for other causes than inability in­
curved in servicc. All applications for 
bounties are to be filid within five years.

We believe that'Centennial will be 
the city of the fpot hills from the fact thai 
it is the only site near , the mines in the 
north that is within a mile of the diggings. 
Water has be^n found at a depth of six­
teen feet and enough to supply a good, 
sized town. .

A few weeks ago, a Boston detectire 

called at the Fifth Avenue Theater, and 
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nominate a candidate for Governor, felt 
that no man was so well fitted to lean the 
party to victory as Gov. Hayes; and al­
though he expressed a strong desire to re­
main in privateJife, and urged the nomi­
nation of Judge raft, he received on the 
first ballot 400 votes out of 537. The en­
suing campaign was one of intense excite­
ment, owing to tiie financial, religious and 
educational interests-involved in the con­
test. The Republicans' went into the con­
test with earnest zeal, made a gallant and 
successful fight against the rag money 
doctrines promulgated by the leaders of 
the Democratic party, and placed Gov. 
Hayes again at the head of State affairs by 

majority of 5,554 over Wm. Allen, the 
total vote for the two candidates being 
590,090. The office he won in this contest 
he now holds. 

William A. Wheeler's home is in Ma-
lone, New York, where he was born June 
80,1819. He received an academic educa­
tion, and was a year or more a student1 in 
the University of Vermont in the class of 
1842, but from ivhich he did hot graduate. 
He studied law, but did not pay ;inuch in­
dependent attention ;t.o the practice of 
his profession. For several years he was 
District Attorney for Franklin county, N. 
Y. In 1850 and 1851 he was a member of 
the New York House of Assembly, and 
was in 1858 and 1859 a member of the 
New York Senate , ancl President of the 
same. In 1867-8 be "was President of the 
New York Constitutional Convention. He 
was elected to Congress in I860,1868,1870, 
1872 and 1874, and the term which he is 
now filling will end with the next session.

THE GENERAL EXPRESSION. 
At an immense mass meeting held in 

Washington on the 19th, to ratify the Cin­
cinnati nominations, Attorney-General Taft 
alluded to his personal knowledge of Gov.

the Extradition Treaty with ;England^ 

"It is with extreme regret that I aa now 
called upon to announce 4»?ou thatHer 
Majesty's government has iaially released 
both of these fugitives—•Wifiskvir rnd 
Brent—and set theua at libeety, thus omit­
ting to comply with the prorisiona and re-
quiretiients of the treaty under which the 
extradition of fugitives criminals is made 
between the two governments. The' posi-
tion thus taken by the British goveriiment, 
if adhered lu, caonotbut l>c It&tudou'im an 
abrogation and annulment of tfof*Article of 
the treaty on the extradition, and uhder 
these circumstances' it will not, in my 
judgment,compprt with<fe»4igwty or.self-
respect of tills govghiment to make de-
mands upon that government for the sur­
render of fugitive criminals, nor to enter­
tain any requision of that character from 
that government under the treaty. It .will 
be the cause of deep regret if the treaty, 
which has been thus beneficial in its prac­
tical operations, and which has w^ked so 
well and so efficiently, and which, notwith. 
standing the existence ajt timai Violent 
political disturbance, of which both coun­
tries have been the scene its exist­
ence, and which has given rise to no com-
plaints on the part of either governuent 
against either its spirit or its provisions,
