THE HOG BOUNCER. 
The above is the name of a simple de­

vice invented by the cattle-yard men at 
Wefct Albany, N. Y., to induce hogs to 
move from the cars in which they wcro 
t r a n s p o r t e d  i n t o  t h e  y a r d .  P i g s ,  v s a  
rule, aro not of accommodating disposi­
tions ; and when it cornea to prevailing 
upon a car load of them to move along 
upon a narrow gangway, the first ones 
that start upon the plank are apt to 
decline to proceed further, and so block 
tho egress of tho rest. This necessitates 
an astonishing amount of patience and 
beating, besides unlimited strong lan­
guage, and of course often delays a cat­
tle train for some time.- The new in­
vention for persuading the animal to 
pass on is tho hog bouncer, madoby 
bringing one end of the gangway plank 
to a firm support ; ihen under the other 
end two double car springs are placed. 
A powerful lever and a spring catch 
Complete the device. Before the car 
door is opened, the platform is carried 
down so as to compress tho springs by 
the lever and tbe catch is hooked 
The hogs are then allowed to pass 
along the platform, and so long as they 
raovo along properly the plank is un­
disturbed ; but its soon as a crowd con­
gregates and vociferously objects to 
going further, the catch is sprung. 
One end of the platform flies about 
three feet upward, and the result is a 
shower of living porkers, shot over the 
head? and upon the soft bodies of the 
drove.

To furnish the ivory which is imported 

into England alone, 50,000 elephants 
hiive to be'killed every year. The best 
ivory comes from Zanzibar, the product 
of the African elephant; it is opaque, 
soft, easy to work, and free from cracks 
and other defects. That from Ambriz, 
the Gaboon river, and south of the 
equator is called " silver gray it re­
mains white, and never becomes yellow, 
as is the case with the Asiatic; it is, 
therefore, the most valuable of any ivory 
in the market. Tho tusks from Siam 
are translucent, and, being toft-grained, 
arc preferred for ornamental work. The 
fossil tusks of the mammoths found in 
the Arctic regions and Siberia form a 
not inconsiderable amount of the ivory 
trade ; some of these tusks are in as fine 
a condition for working as the very best 
ofjnodem ivory, which is very remark­
able,as some of these elephants or mam­
moths have been preserved in an ice 
crust, and have remained imbedded for 
•unknown ages, probably since the glacial 
period—some 150,000 years ago. If 
this is so, it goes to show that the change 
of temperature took place rapidly in a 
then tropical climate, where these ani­
mals previously flourished, and over­
taking them suddenly and covering them 
with'1 an; ice crust were the causes of 
their perfect preservation.

Each brother is 
privileged to get np and make some 
remark. They all talk the Pennsylvania 
German plain, but very slow. At least 
a dozen brothers addressed the large au­
dience in one forenoon. -

Each one asked a blessing upon the 
former brother's address before he 
spoke. Tlicy wear the plainest kind of 
clothing. Many young ladies still in 
their teens were noticed wearing the 
noat but plain white mull cap, covering 
the whole head, even the ears. The 
women, young and old, dress alike—no 
curls or fancy head-dress is to be seen. 
The dresses of the women are made 
mostly of calico, in the plainest possible 
manner, no tucks, no pull-backs, no 
Grecian bend, no. flounces, no ruffles, 
no ribbons, nothing but plain, neat, 4>ut 
clean. 

They generally wear a small cape of 
tho same material the dress is made of, 
with a pure white handkerchief tied 
around the neck. The men generally 
wear home-spun clothing of the plainest 
goods, with no buttons—they use hooks 
and eyes. The men all wear long hair, 
parted in the middle and combed back 
of the ears. The basement of the church 
is fitted up for the congregation to take 
their meals in. 

Three large tables ninety feet long 
were filled again and again. The sec­
ond story is fitted up as a Bleeping 

apartment, where a great many slept 
during the night. After the services 
were over all the brothers and sicters 
bade each other an affectionate farewell, 
the brothers kissing each Other, and the 
sisters doing likewise. 

On Friday a meeting of: the same de­
nomination commenced near Bernville, 
where a great many of the same partici­
pated.
