Pierre, or 
Ft. George, near the mouth of Bad River, 
one from mouth of White River, opposite 
Brule City. It also provides for the ap­
pointment of three Commissioners by the 
Governor to locate the Bismarck and Ft. 
Pierre route, who shall survey, locate, and 
mark by suitable mounds, and make such 
improvement as shall be necessary for 
convenient passage of loaded teams, and ap­
propriates $3^)00-for-the purpose.--The 
carrying out of this bill, depends of 
course, upon the ratification of the treaty 
with the Indians, by Congress.

—The Press contains proceedings had 
at the Soldier's re-union at Yankton, on 
Tuesday, the 6th inst., and publishes in 
full, the address of Judge Bennett, orator 
of the occasion; also that of Phil Faulk, 
historian. We know Phil well, and as we 
read the soul Btirrring passages that ap­
pear so frequently in his eloquent recital, 
we could see in imagination the scenes he 
described so vividly. This effort has de­
veloped an element that should place Phil, 
foremost in the rank of the young orators 
of Dakota; his service was that of a true 
patriot, and performed beneath the burden 
of knapsack and musket, and not with 
fancy sword and glittering shoulder-straps,
