Chicago, Jan. 2 —Thelnter Ocean
th'ss morning 8ays that warrants
have been issued for the arrest of
Will J Davisend Harry Powers,
proprietors and mansgers of the Ir-
oquois theatre, and George Wil
liame, city building inspector, on
the criminal charge of mansiaugh-
ter. The warrants were issued by
Justice George W. Underwcod at
his residence after 11 o’clock last
night, and the charges were sworn
to by Arthur E. Hull, of 244 Oak-
wood Boulevard, who lost his wife
and three children in the fire. Mea,
Hull’s mother also perished. Mr,
Hull’s entire family was wiped out
in the fire. Mr. Hull said:

“My wife and my children, all I
ever bad to live for, are gonme. All
that remaios ig for me to make
some one pay for this carelessness.
A few carpenters and stage hands
have been arrested. Men who sang
in the chorus are in jsil. Such su
investigation is a cruel mockery.
The men who nre responsible are
allowed to walk the streets un-
touched, while a few laborers are
arrested.

“This has been the greatest ca-
lamity in the city’s history, and
the suthorities muost understand
that those who have suffered will
not wait for them to dally along.
There must not be apy politics or
favoritism in this investigation.

London, Dec. 30.—Japan is nego-
tiating for two Chilian warships,
the armored cruirer Esmeralda and
another, probably ihe batlte ship
Capitan Prat.

HAWK IN HEARTOF LOG.

Soppozed to Have Baen Left in the
Tree by One of General Stark’s
Revolutionary Soldiers—
—Arc Light Distorbs
Leoturer by Talking,

Chester, V., Dzc. 30.—Charles
North, who lives near the Summit,
was Bawing upan oak log in the
woods near his place a few days a-
go when the steel teeth came in
cantact with metal. The log had
been felled the winter before. North
abandoned the saw and resorted to
the axe.

After len mioules of labor he
disclosed the butt of what appeared
Lo be a batche! firmly imbedded in
the trunk of the tree ten inches in
from the bark. A little more cut-
ting and the batcbet fell out, and
proved to be an Indian tomahawk
covered by rust, but still in a faif
state of preservation. North could
see trages of =n inscription on the
blede, und carcfully washiog off 1the
rust he was able to make out sever-
al worde.

The name *Peter Snow” was vis-
ible where the blade had jolved the
handle, and a littlean froot of this
was ‘'General Stark’s Army, 1777
There were two other words that
could not be irade out aond then
the words *while squaw.” A
rough fire drawing of a red fox was
scratched on iha reverse side of the
blade, and below thal two eagles

Io 1577 General John S:iark and
his Newhampshire militia marched
from Concord, N. H , to Bznoniog-
ton, Vt., and campsd lor two
months near Lowell Luke, a short
dirtsnce irom where the tomabsawk
was found. He later took partin
the battla of B:onoiogton. Many
curiogities have been found pear
the eamp, which is now marked by
an old buryiog ground. Several
years ago a resident of this place
discovered under two fest of soil a
cannon ball and & tomahewk eimi-
lar to that found by North, but it
bad no iuvseripti: n.

It is believed that one of Stark’s
soldiers left the weapon in the tree,
and that the wood grew arcund it
until it covered it. The oak was
old and stunted, but in full vigor
when filled,

South McAllister, I. T., Dec. 30.
—A bold bank robbery, atiended
by a desperate battle between citi-
zensand robbers, occurred fromKio-
wa, a small town 16 miles of this
city, eagly today, the robbers sccur-
ing or destroying about $28,000.

Tne men gained entrance through
& rear window. The firast charge of
nitroglycerine made no impression
on the safe, but the noise aroused
residents of the town and soon fifty
men were congregated in the stock
yards at the rear of the bank.

A volley of shots was fired at the
building and it was at ooce return-
ed by the sentinels of the robbers
secreted outside. An elmost in-
cessant fire was kept up for half an
hour, during which time the, rob-
bers continued their efforts to open
the eafe.

It required threes discharges to
force the door. The third explosion
was terrifie, and almost completely
demolished the safe as well as the
the interior of the bank. Paper
money was blown into shreds, large
guantities of mutilated bills being
Ieft by the bandits. r

After looting the eafe the robbers
left the building from the front and
backed off in the darkness, keeping
np & fire on the posee.

The men were followed quilea
distance. Itis eaid that one of the
tobbers was injared.

The bank\cfficiale placed their
monetary loss at $28,000. It is be.
lieved that the bandits made away
with only a small part of this sum,
the paper money being almost alto-
gether destroyed by the explosion.
