Detcrlptlou of Ocouto, Win.

Eulior "Weekly Exi'Ositou
I beleive I ironiisol jou, fiiend

Menzies, at tho time of my lato vUit

to your place, (ray old home) to
j;ive you a description of Ocouto
aud its surroundings. I huve so lit-

tle time to spare from my busincfi
that I have hitherto neglected to do

ko, but will now try and redeem my
promise, though scribbling is not my
fort.

Oconto is a city with a population
of 5,000. It is loeatod upon the west
shore of, Green Bay, at tho moutu
of tho Oconto river and has general-
ly been classed as a lumbering town
though other iuduatries are fast start-
ing up and agriculture has become
the loading feature of the county.
There are in tho city 3 saw mills, 1

shingle millsi, 2 post and tie raills, 2

plaii)iug mills, 2 tlouring mills aud
one box factory.

The annual cut of the saw mills is

about S0,CG0,ou0 fect, which is near-

ly all pino. I am uuablo to giv th?
amount of shintrk'S, potts, ties, Ac,
which are manufactured yearly, but
the figure would bo hign. There
are about 15 mills, large aud small,
iu operation in the country outbide
the city. The C. & N. W. It. It.
runs through tho city from north to
south, and St. P. K. O. Q. H. It.
htarts hero running wet. The latter
was commenced last summer and
has twelve miles completed, jivlnt
uw connection with the M. & X. it
W. it M. road, which is a great ad
vantage to our xhipper. The St. P.
road is to be pitched with vigor the
coming season aud we luok for live
ly tinifco here.

During tho season of navigation
much lumber is shipped by boat, and
being almost opposite the Sturgeon
May canal, we . have a short cut to
the great hikes. We have the best
natural harbor here on the bay Khore

and a government appropriation to
malitt it better. We klisll noon

have our docks here, as this is the
most convenient and nearest point
for the Lako Superior mine which
am bfiug tapped by tho W. it M.

road aud we look for a prosperous
future. Tho city and county are in
good coudition financially, their in-

debtedness being tmall. The land
jiir-- t around the city i not very good
but a large portion of the country is
us line hard wood land as can be
found in this or any other ftnto.
Our J ai mers raise large crops of
grain and cercaU and kcII them for a
good price. The land is being taken
up very fat but there is Hill

line land in the couuty to
be had for a low urice.

Our city is peopled by the most
social class of any town on the Bay
nhoro and it is naid,I think truthful-
ly to, that Ocouto has the moat, the
wnsrtes?, and fairest young ladles of
any city of its size in Wisconsin.

Two large and commodious IirIU
are used for dancing and theatricals
and we have many good troups here
during the peasou.

Wages range from $20 to $10 per
month iucbt liug h vtrd and the pay
is Kurc. itiver drivers command
from il to i2.25 per day, the drive
usually laxtiug about 100 days. Many
puoplo luw left here since I have
been iu the place, aud have traveled
westward, and in other directions,
peeking to better themselves, but
nearly all return, saying that no
place they found was so goo J a

Oconto. The fact is that a laboring
man need nit be idle hero any por-

tion of the time, unless ho wants to,
and if he likes farming we will show
hiuj as lino land as ruiu ever looked
upon which ho can buy for a low
price. .We mean timbered Jand as
there is no prairie here. The city
has two steam fire engines with well
organised and thoroughly drilled
fire companies.

I am foreman of No 1 aivl my
boy can got out lively and do good
work when "they get to where the
lire i. My ' sample rooms aro on
main street, an 1 I have 110 reason to
complain of my'bumcss, as most of
the time I havo to keep a bar-tend-
