State in 1880, and 10,000 below the vote
on President in that year, Somo of the

reading tho latter returns whether tho

majority against the Prohibition amend
nicnt was correctly stated at 70,000, or
whether it should have been :)j,000. To
be adopted tho amendment must receive
a majority of all the votes cast at tho

election, and the amendment thereof
required 3.W.81G votes to carry. It re-

ceived 320,008, and so fell :!., 10 voles
short of tho number recorded. Rut
under the law all ballots not bearing
tho word ''Yes" aro counted in the
negative, whether tho ballot said "No"
or not. Counting in this way there
were 390,983 votes against tho amend
ment, and a majority of 70,37u.

RErours iv tho English papers just
received indicate that the cattle diseaso

is spreading rapidly. According to the
London Globe, in Nottinghamshire ev
ery petty sessional division is now in
fected; and in six out of tho seven there
had been frcSh outbreaks within a week.
A similar account comes from Cheshire,
where there rvas said tobe no fewer
than four hundred and fifty-eigh- t ani
mals suffering from th

disease. Iu Susscz tho contagion is ev-

idently spreading, and Derbyshire it lias
been communicated from a largo Hock
of sheep to a heal of horned beasts
The consequence of this state of things
is that the executive committee of tho
Farmers' Alliance thinks it time to
speak out in no doubtful tones. It has
unanimously passed a resolution in fa-

vor of absolutely closing British ports
against cattle impoits from place which
aro not known to bo free of disease. It
declares that it would bo better to have
no restrictions upon tho removal from
place to place of suspected cattle than
the present inadequate though vexa-

tious rules and it calls upon tho Gov-

ernment to bring in at the earliest op-

portunity a bill substituting an efficient
law for the one which has so conspic-ousl- y

failed.

THE VALUE OF LIFE.

H. Ernest Kenan's Remarkable Sp3ech
Befora Students.

Some of tho most striking passages
In M. Krnest Kenan's recent speech, de-
livered before the pupils of Lycee Louis
lo Grand, yill bo found below: 'Con-
sider tho lifo before you as a matter
serious and full of responsibilities. But
is that a reason to regard you as less
favored by fato than your predecessors?
Quito tl.o contrary-- , young people!
Never say, "in elid thoso malcontents of
whom the prophet speaks: 'Our fathers
havo eaten sour grapes, and their
children's teeth aro set on edge.' Your
lot is fair, aud I see a thousand reasons
to envy it, not merely because you aro
young, aud because youth is tho entry
upon an excellent thing, namely, ex-
istence; but you will seo what wo shall
never see; you will know what we seek
for restlessly; you will possess tho solu-
tion of mauy n political problem about
which wo hesitate, becauso tho. facts
have not yet pronounced themselves
with suflloicnt clearness.

VYour years forbid you to be cautious.
Nobody is fearful about lifo when he Is
beginning it. A kind of blindness,
skillfully arranged by nature, presents
cxistenco to you as a tempting booty
which you burn to seizo upon. Wiser
men than you will warn you against the
illusion which underlies your j'outhful
ardor. They will toll you of disap-
pointments they will say that cxistenco
tlocs not keep Its promises, and that if
people only knew what it was they
took in hand they would not havo tho
naif cmnrcssement of your use. But
I declare to you that it is not my senti-
ment. I havo traversed this life, which
opens before you like an unknown and
limitless land. I expect to encounter
nothing much more in it of the novel-- its

termination, which seems to you in-

definitely far off, is very neat for me.
Well, with my hand on my heart I say
that I havo found this-life- , which it is
tho fashion to calumniate, good and
well worthy tho appetite which youth
shows for it. The ono real illusion of
which you are guilty about it is to be-

lieve it long. No, it'is short, very short,"
but even thus I assure you it is well to
have existed, and the first duty of mau
toward that infinitude from which ho
emerges is to bo grateful. Tho gener-
ous rashness which makes you enter,
without a shadow of arriere-pense- e,

upon a career at the close of which so
many enlightened folks aver they havo
found nothiug save disgust, is really
very philosophic after its kind. For-
ward, therefore, with good hearts; sup-
press nothing of your ardor; that llanio
which burns within you is the same
spirit which, providentially spread
throughout tho bosom of humanity, is
the principle of its motivo frtrcc. For-- ,

ward! forward! say I; lo.o not vour
love and passion for living. Speak no
evil "f tho boundlessounlifulness from
which your being emerges, and in the
npi'cial order of individual fortunes
hies the happy lot which has bestowed
on vou a generous country, devoted
teachers, kind relations, and" condition?
ef development iu which you have no
longer to strive against tho old barbar-ims- .

"That joyous intoxication, then,
which springs from tho new wine oi
life, and which renders you elcaf to the
weak complaints of tho feeble-hearte-

is legitimate. Do not bo ashamed tc
abandon yourself to its influences! You
will find cxistenco full of sweet savor
if you do uot expect from it what it
cannot give. When people complain
ef lifo it is almost always because they
havo asked impossible things of it.
Upon this belief, wholly tho teaching oJ
tho wisest thero is but oue foundation
for a happy life, the pursuit, namely,
of tho good and the true. You will be
well pleased with existence if you
mako fair uso of it, and if you abide
well pleased with yourselves. A noble
sentenco is that which says: 'Seek vc
first tho kingdom of heaven, andalltLe
rest shall be added unto you.'

"On a similar occasion to this of to-

day, but fort) -- fire yoars ago, tho iUus-

triom M, Jouffrcy addressed the
stern words" to tho pupils f the

Lvcco Charlemagne: 'Our iIikv, to
whom experience lias unveiled the ulti-
mate truths about tho things of ih's
world, is to nnnounco it to you. The
mountain top of lifo hides from you its
further slopes; of its two sides you see
but one, that which you aro ascending;
it is bright, beautiful, fragrant as
Spring time. You aro not able, as we
arc, to contemplate the other fall, with
its melancholy aspect, its pale sunlight,
and tho icy river lloatingatthc bottom.'
Well, my lads, I say no to all that. It
is too mournful. Tho sunlight is never
pale, though it is often veiled. Because
a man crows old has ho the right to sav
that flowers havo grown less lovely and
tho Springtide less radiant? Are we,
forsooth, to grumblo becauso wo cannot
live forever on earth? What rubbish is
thi", just Heaven! Amid all tho flow-
ers (and how sweet and fair that flower-worl- d

Is!) only ono seems to mo with-
out auy charm. It Is tho sickly, dry,
stiff, withered, disagreeably glittering
thing which gardeners wrouglv call
tho immortelle.' I do not call it a

flower. I prefer tho bright and sweet
rose, though it has tho defect of fading
awav all teo soon.

You will behold the twentieth cent-
ury, my young scholars! Ah! I con-
fess I envy you that other privilege;
you will seo tho unforseen! You will
hear what posteritv sava of ust von
will know what thero was of solid and
what of frail in our dreams. Be kind
to us who prccoded you. This poor old
nineteenth century, which will bo so
weuaDuscu, nail good peoplo iu it,
faithful souls, warm hearts, and heroes
oi duty. Generations as they follow
each, other aro ofttimcs unlust to each
other. You aro tho nursery garden of
mo taieni oi me zuiuro. l faucy I de-
scry amid you tho vcrv critic who.
about tho year 1910 or 1920 A. D., will
sit in judgment ou this a:c. I im
agine I read his Indictment (permit mo
to indulgo my idea.) What a sign of
wiu iiiuusi w nai a commote reversal
of all proper notions of things to choose
iu iooj ior our president at the distri
button of prizes a man. harmles
enough, but the very last who should
havo been selected, etc Ho cave some
good advice, but what feebleness, what
lack of indignation against his times!'
Thus, doubtless, will writo tho consci
entious critic or tho twentieth century,
and perhaps ho will bo not far wronf,
but do not let him fonret to add bow
glad I was to bo among you, how your
in.ii r. a vi Byuip.ii.oy went io my heart,
and how tho touch of your youth re-
vived and rejoiced me."
