DAM A Q IN 0 EVIDENCE.

Crouch andHolcomb Still in the Omicble
Witnesses for Both Sides

Capt B. L. Crouch was tho first wit-
ness called when the examination was
rcsumod on the 25th f March. Ho
taid: About tho 22d day of August last
lwas atOgalalla, Nebraska: left ban
Antonio, Texas, in July and went up
to western Dakota; have heard of the
letter stated to havo been found by
Galen E. Brown; employ from .SO to 70
men, but do not recollect any man
in my employ by thenamo of Mathews;
know nothing about such a letter as re-

ferred to by Mr.Brown; I came to Jack-
son the bOtk of August and went direct-
ly out to my people; left for Texas again
September 5.

Cross-examin- lu answer to tho
question how much he was indebted to
his father at the time of of his death,
ho refused to answer tho question. In
answer to tho question tvhexe ha was at
the time tho murder was committed,
ho said ho was either at San Antonio or
on tho way thero from his ranch. He
had never got track of tho telegrams
giving him the information; never saw
any telegrams from Jackson announc-
ing tho murder; learned of tho murder
on Saturday through tho papers and
left for Chicago on the next Sunday
morning. Witnoss hero narrated
tho various stagos in his journey into
Nebraska and Dakota. My
business in coming to Jackson was in
connection with settling up my brother
Dayton's estate; during the month of
October, prior to my father's death, I
left San Antonio and went to New
Mexico about the 8th and went from
there to my ranch in Texas; was not in
Chicago during that month; whoever
says 1 was in Chicago November 20 is
an unmitigated liar. When I was here
in September my father executed somo
papersjto mo in regard to my brother's
estate. I declino to give particulars of
business transactions in the family; I
look upon theso matters as purely busi-
ness transactions and not public prop-
erty; Lave sent my father $19,900 at
ono time and $2,500 at another
from tho estate; refuse to state
what Dayton's estate was wortk; I
looked after my father's papers after the
murder and found nothing missing ex-

cept his land papers; have not examin-
ee! the register's office to see about his
papers; went to tho bank to see whether
there were any papers thero, but thero
were none; there was never any parti-
tion made of tho property between the.
heirs; can place no valuation upon my
father's estate; don't think it will ex-

ceed 8200,000; havo no idea of the
amount of notes, mortgages etc. 1

wa? opposed to my sister Eunice mar-
rying Mr. White. Before tho marriage
I corresponded with her considerably;
after that I stopped writing except on
business. I purchased of ner an inter-
est in our brother's estate. In answer
to the question what he had dono with
the evidences of tho sharo of Eunice
White Lin Dayton's estate, he said
the estate remained just as it
was when turned oyer to him by
power of attorney given last May, to
which Eunice White was a party; I have
never made any remittances to Eunice;
supposed my remittances to nay father
included her amount also, and to be
distributed among the heirs as my
father thought proper? have employed
and paid the detectives since the mur-
der; also Mr. Ballard; made no effort
in the direction of providing for tho

resent defense until I arrived back
Eere a few days ago; I have been told
by hundred of people that I was liable
to bo arrested for the murder of my
people, but it caused me no fear; have
no knowledge of what money was in
the house; have advised both "him and
my sifter a thousand times not to keep
any money in tho house, but she told
mo he had become careless in regard to
this for the last two or three years. When
1 was home in September my father
wanted me to come homo in November
when ho proposod to got all the chil-
dren together and make a distribution
of his property; have heard him say a
thousand times ho should never make
a will. Knew James Foy only casually
as I met him when I was at home. The
opinion that 1 formed of the manner of
the murders was that they were com-
mitted by people old in crime, and all
the direct instructions I havo ever given
was for them to search for such, and
to probo every clue to thw bottom ; I
think Jud entertains the theory' that
lie murders were committed by three

people two at least, and that is the
extent of his theory ; my father
has often scolded mo severely; no
trouble between my lather or Day
ton has ever occurred in which
revolveis were displayed; never re
quested my lather to indorse a paper;
these defendants, I think, were cogni
zant of the amount of my indebtedness
to mv father; lather has tola mo a thou
eand times that his property would be
equally divided among his children;
his anxiety has been that I should be-

come insolvent, aud that whilo he
should pay all my debts, he was afraid
that he should bo placed in a position
in which he could not provide for littla
Jurt as he would like.

With somo littlo additional corrobera
live testimony in some minor points.the
defense announced their case closed.

The prosecution began tho introduc
tion of rebutting testimony at the open
ing of the court in the afternoon.

Detective Harris and Sheriff Win-ne- y

testified that Foy told them that ho
was south three or four years ago; went
down tho Mississippi river; he gave the
name of a number of places he was at;
cannot name the year or season or the
year.

Mr. Carrier testified that when he
saw Foy on the train going to Union
City he was counting money; had a roll
of bills as large as my fist; did not tell
about the money because I was told it
was not necessary; Mr. Harris told
me to tell how tho shooting
was done, but ho did not want to know
about the money; first told Prosecuting
Attorney Hewlett about the money day
before yesterday on the street; told
my brother in Three Rivers about
what I saw Foy have and what I
heard him say about the murders; at
that time it did not seem that Foy ;hod
been drinking; Foy said any one was
perfectly safe to come to the house if
they minded their own business, but if
they n eddied with what did not concern
them they would get a hole through
It em, for he had a shotgun and two re-

volvers; I asked him if he didn't think
the murder laid near home, and he said
if it did it was queer the detectives had
not got on to it; 1 did not know then
who he was; he said he was going to
Union City for a little sport.

Tho defenso called Wm. Pinkerton,
who was sworn: Am superintendent of
the Pinkerton detective agency; had a
conversation with Capt. Crouch. Mr.
Frazcr asked him if Capt. Crouch did
not tell him to use every effort to ferret
out the perpetrators of the murders,
andhe said: 1 asked Capt. Crouch if the
matter should land in the midst of his

own family whether ho still wished that
1 Hhould piocecd. lie said be wanted
the guilty parties brought to justico
whoever they were.

Cross-examine- d: lho matter of using
the reports in the caso in event of tho
arrest of the family was not brought up
at all in my conferenco with Capt.
Crouch; I told him I did not think it
was done by experienced criminals'or
by professional thieves, that it boro tho
marks of an entirely different set of pco- -

add that it might land in his own
ainily; ho said to use all tho men and

money to trace it down wherever it
might land,

FROM WHENCE CAME THE BLOOD,

seemed, from tho examination oa tho
2Cth to bo tho leading question i:i the
Crouch examination. II. J. Crouch, a
distant relative of the family, was first
sworn and said that ho knew Ella Shan-
non well, and that her reputation for
truth and veracity was very good.

.Nettie bnyder was d. bhe
denied ever telling Mr. and Mrs, Myers
that she saw blood on Jud's clothing,
All her conversation with them was a
general one, being only upon minor
incidents and expressions as to who
committed the murder.

Numerous witnesses weio then called
by tho prosecution, but without re-

sponse. Mrs. Nancy Myers was placed
upon the stand. Sho testified that
Nettio Snyder was at her house in
December and told her that Jud's shirt
bosom was covered with blood on tho
morning after tho murder, and when
sho asked bim tho occasion of It ho re-

plied that he had tho noso bleed in the
night.

Mr. Mvers corroborated his wife s
statements. Ho added that vhen his
wife asked Miss Snyder if sho had any
idea who committed the crimo, she said
James Foy was not so much to blame
as Jud, for the latter had hired him to
do it. His reason for not notifying tho
officers earlier, was that his wife was in
poor health, and she wished to avoid get-
ting mixed up in the affair.

John M. Myers, manager of the West-
ern Union telegraph office, was then
sworn. Ho stated that no dispatches
were sent from this office to Capt Crouch
the 22d. The firs t dispatch was filed
7:40. November 23. It read as follows:

B. L. Crouch, Pearsoll.Tex.
Father, Eunice and husband were

found dead in bed this morning.
I). S. Holcomb.

George Raymond testified yesterday
that he was in the telegraph office with
Eb Holcomb at noon on the day of the
murder when Eb sent tho dispatch to
Capt. Crouch.

William Kennedy, a telegraph opera-
tor, cjrroborated Myer's testimony.

Richard Crouch, another relative of
tho family, then swore that Ella Shan-
non's reputation fcr truth jnd veracity
was good. Ho had never heard of any
person accusing hor of lying.

After a recess ot a few moments,
John Myers returned with the records
which showed that no messages were
sent on the 22d to San Antonio or Pear-soi- l,

Tex. He saidtwo messages were
sent on the 23d by W. D. Thompson
and Col. VY . Yv . V an Antwerp

Mrs. Ellen Armstrong and her daugh-
ter, Ida, were respectively called to the
stand. Thoy swore that Ella Shannon's
reputation was good for truth and
veracity.

Mr. 'Hewlett announced that the
prosecution had a few more witnesses
to testify but they could not be produc-
ed The court was adjourned to
9:30

THE Jl'STK E WILL DECIDE.

The testimony in the Crouch case was
all in when court adjourned on Thurs-
day, tho 27th. The testimony of the
day was largely in regard to tho repu-
tation for truth and veracity of Ella
Shannon, the witness who "swore to
finding the bloody clothes. A number
of witnesses who had known Miss Shan-
non for many years, were sworn, and
their testimony all went to show that
her reputation in these particulars was
very good, and beyond question.

Henry C. Brown was placed
upon the stand, and testified to tho
appearance of tho rooms and the bod-
ies as seen by him tho morning after
the murders. His testimony was but a
repetition of much that has been given
before.

Here both defense and prosecution
rested, and asked for a speedy decision
by the justice. That oflicial, however,
asked tor time, and dismissed court,
sayinpr that he would render a decision
the following morning.

Will Stand Trial.
An expectant crowd gathered in the

court room on March 28th to hear
Justice Hunt's decision in the caso of
Jud Crouch and Din Holcomb. After
somo delay in reading the testimony of
witnesses Squire Hunt admonished tho
assembly against any demonstrations at
tho conclusion of his decision, when he
read, in a clear, round voice, his opinion
as follows:
Tho Feople. vs. Dauiel 8. Holcomb and Judd

1). Crouch, before Horace Hunt, J. P.
In thli case the defendants are thareed with

the murder of Jacob D. Crouch, tbe father or
one of the defendants, and of the late wife of
the ether. A very full and pract'cal ezamlna
tion In regard to the truthfulness of tbe charge
has been bad btfore me. A rant amount of
testimony in the cue has been taken. I will
not here attempt any anal Ms of the testimony
or nake special reference to any of the mate-
rial points contained in It; but will merely say
that while much of It has s alight a bearing
upon tbe case as to be but little more than tbe
chaff in w hich tbe kernels are concealed, while
a portion of it la of a contradictory rather than
explanatory character, while some of it U
utterly untrustworthy or entitled to hut very
slljrht credit. 1 still find enough of a reliable
and material nature to produce in ay mini a
clear cenvlctlonof my duty in the premises

In the determination ot the case by me but
two questions are represented for my consid-
eration: First, has tbe offense charged been
commlted ; and, second, is there probable cause
to believe the defendants may be jrullty thereof.
In reaching a conclusion it is not for me to say
the defendants are Ullty beyond a reasonable
doubt, or that they are not Ruilty. This is
the proper province of a Jury of twelve
pood men and true, after hearing
and welshing all tho local evl
dence in the csc, as tbe same shall be admit-
ted and expounued to them bv an upright
Judge learned in the law.

The first question above stated unhappily is
established beyond aU doubt. In regard to tho
sec 1 question I would say that white I do not
consider the evidence-- as by any means con-

clusive of the defendants" iullt, It yet points
against them with such Cone as to forbid a
dismissal of the case here without an utter
dli regard of my clear convictions of duty both
to tbe public anl to tbe defendants.

I must bold the defendants to trial at tie
Circuit Court and remand them to the Jail of
tbe county.

Murpky Bros., proprietors of a saloon
near Tawas City, paid $50 recently for

THE RIOTERS' CRUSADE.

Cincinnati iu the Hinds of a Mh.
Great Destruction of Prop arty

and Lost of Life.
The riot which began Frldiy night, March

2S, as a result of an indignation meeting held
to denouncH tbu verdict ia the caso of William
Bi'rner. the murderer, is one of ths mo6t dis-
graceful affairs recorded in many
years. The lnfurated mob went to the Jail,
und after a mont determined tight gained
entrance. Meantime eiherlf Ilawk'.ns bad
cent for 4'J soldiers from the armorv, and bad
admitted them to the Jail by a tunnel leading
under thii ground to tho criminal room of the
court hou'o lu reur of the Jill. Just as tbe
crowd puehed through the broken gates the
soldiers opened lire und several were wounded.
The soldiers and policemen then picked up
tho wounded and carried them out through
the tunnel and court house. Foiled at oue
cntmuce, about .'WO determined rplrlts marched
around to the court house on another street
forced a wide cntrauce and passed
down stairs to the mtiauce to
the tunnel. Here they wore confronted by
closed roll sd iron doors. These w ere quickly
battered down by a large beam used aua bat-
tering ram. The door was no 6uoner destroy-
ed than the crowd discovered ia the pas-sag-

In front ot them, lighted bv gas Jets, un
array of soldiers with loaded muskets pointed
at bim. In another cccond came the command
"flre," and 40 guns were discharged with deadly
aim into tbe packed mass of men in the tunnel,
wb ch is not more than six feet wide. At least
80 fell and several wero killed and wounded.
There was a scattering tire of revolvers in reply,
and two or three soldiers w ere wounded. Mean
time the mob had forced again tbe Sycamore
street entrance, had ct fire to two barrels of
petroleum stored in the cellar, and had made
their way along the corridors to tbe cells, look-
ing for IJerner and his pal Joe I'almer. They
actually iounu raimcr, mh lie Diuneu them
off by saying that hu was not i'almer:
that I'almer wasoa the corridor above. It was
found tbt the battering beams could not be
used In the narrow corridors to advantage, and
the soldiers and police hustled the mob out of
the Jail. This was the last attack. The lire
uiaue au awful smudge, but as the jail U
nought but stone and iron, could not burn.
The intention was to smoke the roldiers and
prisoners out.

It was 4 o'clock iu the morning before tbe
jail was wholly cleared of the mob. and at that
time there was present an ample force of
soldiers and police to hold it.

At o'clock in the morning crowdb of cu-

rious people were assembling by thousands and
by 10 o'clock the streets around the court-hous- e

aud jail were thronge d by au immense con-
course of peoplo, kept back by a large force of
miuua ana poiics, wnue otners 01 tue soiuiery
aad ottlcrrs guarded completely every approacu
t the jail and patrol ed lis corridors.

Tbe excitement continued on the next day.
increasing with every hour. The mllitl were
ordered out in full force.and responded prompt-i- t

for duty. At 10 o'clock on tbe nignt of the
20th the mob had forced an entrance into the
court house and set It on lire. Au alarm was
given but Hhtc were at least 20,000 people
around the buildimr, and it w ns lmoossiblu for
tha firemen to work. There is no doubt that
the wrvck wl.l bi complete, and that the rec-
ords of the county will h entirely destroyed.
The tire raged for hours. The mob had poured
petroleum over the entire lower part of the
court house, and the immense sti ueture w as
one niussot seething flames. After the flre
broke out in the court house sums of the em-
ployes wrui wero in the building at the time,
threw sorm valuable records out of tte wla-do-

They weri immediately picked up by
the mob and tossed into the fire and destroyed.

The militia turned the (latilng guu on the
mob, who made a terrltllj ontUught ou the
militia, captured the cannon, turned it on the
firemen wh'i were coming up.

At 3 o'clock on Su'adiy morulug the 'Rkh,
scenes of llo idshcJ and horror prevailed un-
abated, and the mob rtCiMve i fresh strength
from the suburbs and grew boldc and more
blood thirsty with every access on to their
rank. 1 hey gained possession of four cannon,
and powder with which to commence the
battle w ith the military and jkiIIcc. The situa-
tion is indescribable Meu were shot down every
minute, and th hospitals were tilled wlih the
bleeding aud sufferiug victim of the butchery.
An hour later three or four hundred meu and
biysVhlle dragging tbe caution around search-
ing for powdiT were met near the corner of
Fourth und Walnut streets by a sejusd of
police wh ordered the mob to halt, at t!ic
sume time tiring their pistols ia tha air. The
crowd Decani"1 panic stricken and scattered in
all directions around the house and it
looked a though the trouble wa over for the
nlKht, but pjlicj and military vigilance
was not relaxed in the least.

BEKXZK CAPTURED.

llerner, the prisoner, who was the cause of
all this dlseracef al affair, but who had escaped
theflrst night in the excitement of the riot,
was arrested the next afternoon, near Love-lan- d,

Ohio. After he escaped from the officers
who bad htm in charge and from the mob at
Loveland, he 111 upon the railroad track for
several miles. The first portion of the. night
be spent In an empty ireisht car, and being
afraid to fctav there he started out and wan
dered around in the woods the rest of the
night. Early the next mornln he started iu
the direction of Cincinnati and was overtaken
by Cincinnati ofllecrs, wha had hired a carriage
at Ixvelaud and started out to look for bim.
He was taken to Columbus at once, and seemed
to feel greatly relieved when safely within th-- j

prison walls.
At 4 o'clock on Sunday rnorninir. compar-

ative quiet hud been restored, and the greater
portion of the mob had bleu dispersed. The
dead were Ijlng scattered around tbe streets,
and a safe estimate placed tho number at be-
tween 75 and 100. Only a small portion of
them could bo ideutlfU-- but it is known that
among the number were several of th tnobt
prominent cl'U ;ns of the city.

Denouncing a Verdict.
William Berner of Cincinnati, fouud guilty

of the murder of Wlllluui Kirk, was sentenced
to 20 years io the penitentiary. The verdict
created great dissatisfaction, and a mass meet-
ing was neld a few nights ago to denounce the
action of the jury. What was intended by
the originators to be an orderly meeting, devel-
oped luto a mob w hen the meeting aJjourned.
Tbe lufurlated mob marched to the jail,
and by force gained entrance,
and loudly called lor llerner, wht), however,
had been removed by the sheriff and taken to
loveland. O., where he managed to efcape, in
the which followed the announce-
ment of his presence In tbe place. Tne failure
of the mob to Und him iu the Cincinnati jail,
augmented their auger, and it was necessary
to call the militia, w ucu a terrible conflict en-
sued, in which tevci al of the mob were fatally
iLjared. In some w ay tnc mot succeeded in
galntug possession of flre arms, and trie seeue
of Ian lessiess which ensued baffj js all descrip-
tion.
