Early returns Jndidte tho
election oi uieveiana oy a small plural
ity. A Herald bu'letln claims a mis-
take of 10.000 in the vote of Mew York
city, and that Cleveland's majority ini. r.o nnn ni.i- - t.u t u.niu uiy n w,vw, juts, wuu utuoKivn,
which is estimated at 18,00u
Democratic, is relied opon to
ofHtet the Bepublican plurality outside
oi inese cities and tnusgivo tbo elector-
al, vote ot the state to Cleveland.

Until tho vote is settled in New York
it will be useless to speculate as to who
is el clod, as this state will undoubted-
ly decido tho question

Virginia is claimed by tho Republi-
cans by from 6.000 to 8,000, but this
estimate is based upon very meager
returns. Icdiana has probably gouo
Democratic.

Returns ruceivod from California,
late on the morning of the 6th, indicate
that it has gono for Cleveland.

LATER.

Tho latest estimate of tho result re-

ceived this (Wednesday) forenoon re-
ports 6,000 plurality for Blaine in New
York, and that while tho result in In-
diana is still undetermined, tho later
returns are turning the tide ia favor of
the Republicans stronclv. The Post in
a late edition says: If New York is Re-
publican as now appears certain the
Republican candidates are elected, and
neither Indiana nor any other of the
doubtful states can change tho result.

Mill Unsettled.
The day following the national elec-

tion was one of great though subdued
excitement throughout the United
States, owing to the uncertainty of
election returns. In the large citios,
particularly in New York, bulletin
boards wero surrounded with demon-trativ- o

crowds. But the morning of
Nov. 6 left the national contest still in
doubt. Democratic newspapers and
authorities claiming Cleveland's elec-
tion, and Republicans asserting that
Mr, Blaine had been chosen.

Thoso assertions, however, are based
upon unofficial reports. Tho New
York Sun concedos New York to Cleve-
land, sbowiog him to have 1,613 plu-
rality, while Chairman Gorman of tho
National Democratic committee sends
this message: "Cleveland is elected in
Rpite of any doctorod returns. F riends
of the governor have not an iota of
fact upon which to baso a prediction
of his defeat. We have honestly won
and we intend to keep our gain."

On the other hand tho Republicans
perist in claiming the Empire state by
pluralities ranging fron 3,000 to 6,000,
and they assert that returns from the
ba?k couatiea will increase their vote.

The states of Connecticut and New
Jersey are undeniably Democratic.

Wisconsin is Republican bv a plurality
of 10.000 or more, and seven out ot
nine congressmen are elected by the
Republicans, a sain of four.

Hendricks cluitnatha ote of Indiana
by from 6.000 to 0.000, while the Re-
publicans assert that it has gone 4.600
for Blaine.

The result in Virginia hangs in the
balance. Democrats charge thac the
Republicans have formulated a plan to
steal the electoral vote of the state.
