also beon placed in tho exhibit in tho
btato s spaco in Government Building.

Michigan is peculiarly situated as to
natural advantages, being a peninsula
surroundod on three oidos by the largest
fresh water seas on the globe, present-
ing over 2,000 milos of continuous

icy. On Dec. 17, 1883. Mr. Creasic-ger- 's

residence with all its contents was
totally consumed by firo, and after tho
loss was made known to tho Watertown
company tho latter refused to acknowl-
edge tho claim. Suit was brought
against tho company, and an action is
now on call in tho Unitod States circui
court, in which Isaac Howittof Maple
Rapids is tho plaintiff, Mr. Creasin-ger- 's

claim having been transferred
to him on consideration.

In answer, to the plaintiff, tho de-

fendants will plead, when the case
comes on for trial, that thero was a
prior policy of insurance for $5,000 on
Creasingors premises which they were
not notitiod of when they issued their
policies. The prior policy was in the
ilowse mutual lire insurance Co.of Ionia
and Clinton counties. Tho defendants al-

so claim that Crcasiogcr took out further
insuranco on the same premises after
receiving tho Watertown company's
policies. The defendants further chargo
Creasingcr with having set flro to his
premises, or caused tho same to bo
done, with tho intention of defrauding
tho company. Tho case has excited
considerable interest in the section of
tho couutry where Crcasinger lives and
favorably known.

Arctic 1'erlla.
The head office of the Hudson Bav Company

In Montreal has received full particulars ot the
whereabouts and condition of their missing
vessel, the Prince of Wales, which left Moore
Fsctory, Hudson's Bay, for London, England.
with a valuable cargo of furs In Stptember
last. The vessei, it will be remembered, was
caught in the ice before reaching the open sea
and all attempts to locate her were fruitless.
It now appears that the vessel lies high and
dry on one of the small islands in the bay. hav
lng been forced through the mad bv the im
mense ice floes which were setting down in the
guir, and which snapped the anchor chains bv
which she was held. The vessel is badly
stranded, and it is feared that when the ice
breaks up In June rhe will become a total
wreck, ibe cargo Is worth tSOO.COu. The
crew, as soon as they realized tbetr danzerouf.
position, deserted the vesel and made their
way to the center of the island, where they
havo been l vlng ever since under canvas and
suturing untold miseries from the excessive
rold, the scarcity of provisions and water.
Two cf them have died from 'the privations.
and the whole of them are rt ported
as living in a pitiable plight. Dog trains have
been sent with provisions and clothing lo them,
and Indians have been sent to hunt for fresh
meat, as nearly all the men are suff arlne from
scurvy. In 1833 a similar fate befell another
ot the company's vessels, so that there Is not
much likelihood of the much talked of Hudson
Bay route ever being utilized.

A Sad Case.
One of the contestants in the recent six davs

roller skating match at Madison Pquare garden
in new i one, naa forfeited ms nie zor ills ex
perlcbce. Joseph Cohen, a young married
man, died from exhaustion of the brain at his
home in Brooklyn on the 16th inst. He was a
dry goods clerk, but being out of employment,
entered into the roller skating race in order to
earn money for the support of his wife and
child. Cohen was in no condition to endure
the strain of such a trial and after the first dav
went around the track in such a disabled con
dition that the managers once or twice ordered
htm off. The agreement was, however, that
every man who stayed on the track twelve
hours each day would get $50 for his labors at
the finish, and this Inducement kept Cohen
noDDimg atout for the specified time. When
he went for bis money, however, it wis Tt
fused him. This so discouraged young Cohen
that he took to his bed, brooding over his
troubles. He died worn out from physical and
mental exhaustion.- - Cohen is said to have
been a young man cf good character and indus-
trious. He has not had regular employment
since last ran and has supported nls family by
aoingoau jods.
