PLEASED HAWAIIANS,

United Statesd OfMiciuis Give the Commis-
sloners & Good Reception.

The first interview between Secre-
tary Foster and the Hawail ansexation
commissioners was held in the diplo-
matic parlor of the state department
and lasted half an hour. There was
Tr?m‘-nt Secretary Foster and Solicitor
‘atridge, representing  the United
States, and Messrs. Thurston, Wilder,
Castle, Marsden und Carter, the Ha-
wallan commissioners; Mr. Kinney, of
Salt Lake City, who is present with
them as unofficinl adviser, and Dr.
Mott Smith, the Hawalian minister,
the Intter of whom made the introduc-
tions.

Mr. Thurston, on behal! of his asso-
cintes, presented thelr eredentials from
President Dole of the provisional gov-
ernment and supplemented them with
n brief statements of the events of the
islands which were the cause of their
visit, Secretary Foster repouded in a
few words of weleome, stating that
the reason for the errmnd was well
known to the people of the United
States. After social greetings the in-
terview closed. A second meeting was
held in the state department the
Sume afternoon, but there
was only an informal talk over
the annexation proposition. Neither

He says that the prison meth-
ods are depriving the alleged dynamit-
ers of their reason. They are not al-
lowed to speak und solitary confine-
ment is imposed if the men nre even
suspected of whispering., Callan says
that Dr. Gallagher, of Brooklyn, is in-
sape, but the officials say he is sham-
ming. Uallagher, Iaccnrdlng to Callan,
is in the infirmary most of the time and
cannot last long. One of the other dy-
namiters, Callan says, has become o
driveling idiot.  Sometimes he breals
out in wild laughter, and for this is
punished by solitary confinement in »
dark, cold ¢ell in chains from two to
five days.
