While thero has
been every icason to believo that' his
immense fortune materially inlluenced
his-- success no positive proof of bribery
has been picscntcd by those who, In a
general way, have accused him of buy-
ing up tho Ohio Legislature In squads.
Fonvant of evidence The Ciutio sus-
pends judgment as to tho rectitude of
his canvass, though to believe him
wholly wronged by tho charges made
one would have to know him as thp
most extraordinarily high-minde- d man
of his age. His experience, however,
more than that of any member of the
august body which he is soon to join,
has emphasized tho question, whether
riches should be prejudicial to political
ambition and public honor. Certainly
not. Men who have acquired wealth
through industry und intelligence
should rank among tho most desirable
and tho best navigators of tho ship of
Slate. That they usually do not,
that so many of them would
wieek it as they might a railroad, with
the same painless conscience and with
about the same end in view, is an evil
tendency spilnglng not so much from
their own motion as from tho major
Impulso of the period. Men who acqulro
wealth nowadays are either hardened
by tho process, like the miser, or com
promised like tho corporation agent.
Few succeed in golug back to the good
and generous thoughts they sometimes
had when poor. They seek political
activity, not because they have ardent
universal principles or Ideas they wish
to put Into actlou, but because of tho
confirmation tho honor, socially, seems
to give to the ability which raised them
above tho financial condition of their
fellows. They dio usually tho offspring
of great mouey Interests or tho repre-
sentatives of great money power. Tlluy
act mainly for these and themselves.

People distrust and dlsllko tho ilch
man in politics because they secretly
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fear him. Ho Is ungenerous, lndllTeront
to them as n whole, lie is ovorc imlng
them with an Increasing form which
they havo failed to modify or stay. Ho
takes from them all he can get and
derives no pleasuto iu giving to them
in return. Worso than nil else,
ho is another lllbulus in, legislation a
foolish follower of party leadership or a
supporter of scIIIbU measures.

Thoughtful visitors who venture into
tho galleries of Congress seek Instinct-
ively with their eyes such a venerable
figure ns that or Mr. Payno to marvel
why ho Is thcic. They look upon tho
corporation attorneys on either side and
nsk themselves if theso nro sincere men
of State if they represent tho growth
nnd hope of the grandest democracy
under the sun. Occasionally a Stan-
ford in tho Senate or" n Washburno
in tho House fills tho view, to
arouse tho memory of good deeds
quietly done with wealth and to causo
tho scoffer shame; but this vista of tho
Legislature of Mammon is, on tho whole,
dreary and dissatisfying. Mr. Brice
may ndd to tho meagre beauties and
healthier Inspiration of tho scone.

THE LOTTERY BUSINESS.
By taking advantage of tho law's de-

lays tho Louisiana Lottery people in
this DIstiict have succeeded In avoiding
tho penalty of their misdemeanors. The
laws aro so numerous and so compli-
cated that unusual opportunities are af-

forded unscrupulous persons to keep
Hum in contempt. Chief among tho
violators are tho agentsof tho Louisiana
Stato Lottery Company. Some years
ago an ofllco was fixed up on Seventh
street, opposite the Patent Office, to
serve ns headquarters. Advertisements
wcro prepared giving as one address at
which tickets could be got.

caped in the usual way.'
Why should not the District Com-

Tho
Selling of lottery tickets in this District
can be broken up easily enough, if it is
gone about in tho right way.

THE LEGIST, A TIVE QUI P. '

A strange and mysterious malady is
affecting tho body politic. It appears
to have originated in tlie mountains of
West Virginia, immediately after the
general election of 1888. It has since
appeared in other nnd distant parts of
the country, so that it must bo a dis-

ease of infection, tho germs of which
aro transmitted in the air. For lack of
a better or more scientific name, wo
call it the legislative grip.

No sooner was West Virginia seized
than she became an object of interest
throughout the Union. Ordinarily she
is as humdrum and monotonous as her
own mountains. It has proved an

disease in her case, deep-seate-

and slow, and has not yet been over-
come. The germ is classed by experts
as belonging to the Gubernatorial order
of bacilli.

As the cholera spreadsovcr the world
fiom Asia, the yellow fever from South
America and the influenza from Russia;
so the legislative giip has spread over
the Unjou from West Virginia.

In Montana it found congenial soil.
It took violent hold of tho Legislature
immediately after the election which
brought her into tho Union, tho attack
being not only severe but prolonged.
The Gubernatorial bacillus nppoars to
have been absent in this caso, being

by a very viiulent germ called
tho Scnatoiiul microbe.

Jown, too, has it in a complicated
form, the Gubernatorial bacillus and
the Senatorial microbe both being pres-
ent.
