' Plans fo Secure FHonest Taxation
Mysteriously Suppressed,

‘ RICH INFLUENOE V8. PUBLIC APPEAL

Queer Experiences of an Official ‘Dr.-
Tekyll-and-Mr.-Hyde,

Commisstoner Wabb's Commisaion and
How it Was Never Cnrried Out—
Tux Reforma Ordered and Formu.
Inted Only te Dlshpponr,

In the spring of 1887 the subject of
unequal taxation in the Distriet of
Columbin was recelving the serious at-
tention of the eltizens.

The abuges which had grown oul of
unjust nesessments of propertios were
vividly appareot and the people clam-
ored for a change.

The District Assegsor at that time
prepated an unigue statement of the
situation, He procured o list of somy
250 pletes of city and suburban prop-
erty, improved and unimproved, seat-
tered throughout the city and county,
upon which a certain Building Associa-
tion had made appralsementsiof value
for the purpose of loaning money upoa
the properties. These appraisements
were made upon two-thirds of  the
business value of the properties. The
Agsessor compared these appraisements
with the assessments made upon the
snmo propertics by the city tax as-
Se8s0TY,

The District assessment was $359,307.

The Building Assoclation's appritse-
ment was 085,498,

This was a slight fndication of the
geveral condition of affairs at  thet
time. The citizens kept up a contin-
uil demand for o change in the mode
of assessment.

There was a new Board of Commis-
sioners In office then, appointed by
President Cleveland, The civilian
members of the hoard were Samuel B,
Wheatley and William B. Webb., They
were active, zealous, and manifested a
sincere and keen desire to do only those
things which would be best for the
(U1

On April 2, 1887, the board held o
meeting and pdopted  the following
1esolution:

In thelr sonual report” some time
after this the Commissioners put them-
selves on record in the matter of tax-
utlon as follows:

“The method of oassesapent {3 In
every way unsuitable to the wants and
foterests of o lnvge and rapldly-growing
community, The Commissioners could
illustrale what they say in this respeat
very forcibly by showing to Congress
the remdrkable contrast that s made
uppurent by comparing the values of
property in several localities as they
exist at this time with what they were
at the time the last assessmont was
made. The evident remedy for this
lies in such o chunge in the existing
law ns shall requive nssessments to be
made nonually, and will provide inaans
by which nsscssments; when made,
shall be atall times subject to revision
and correction by some authority ap
pointed for that purpnse, so that the
same may be increased or diminished,
ns the interests of the property-holders
shall demand.

*During the pust year the Commission-
ers have had this whole matter, inall its
detnils, under serious consideration, and
by un order made with a view to bring-
ing about just and proper changes
lave divected one of their number to
!mrvpnru and submit such a plan of leg-
slution as shall seem best adapted 1o
«ffeut the ends in view.

“This will be done at an early day in
the sesslon, with the hope that some
l]tllllll"“!' mny be oblained without
delny.

'I‘l)re citizens were delighted, the
Commissioners had expressed their dis-
approval  of  the  existing  system,
achnowledged o reform was necessury,
and had promised Congress to give the
matter early altention,

Commissloner Webb bezan an ex-
Linustive study of the system of nssess
ment and taxation.

In order o compare the Washington
syslem with that of other eities, he visi-
tod New York, Philadelphia, Baltimore
and Boston.

The cltlzens watchied his movements
with admirving eyes, and waited for the
“new lows and amendments o existiog
Inws'® which he had been dirccted to
regommend and promisod Congress to
submit,

In the meantime (he nssessors of the
Distriet, familiar with the subjeet, pre-
pared the deaft of a proposed law
which would work a desirable change
over the existing system.  ‘The bill pro-
vided thut the Commissioners should,
on the first Monday in January, 1880,
divide the District of Uplumbis iato
six nssessment distivets and appolnt o
sub-nsspssor for ench  district, who
should reécelve annual salaries of 1,500
cuch. This would form a permanent
Board of Assessors and make thoe office
of such desieablility that it would be
sought by men able to fill the duties,

This bill was introduced in the House
of Rupresentatives by a member at the
request of the Assessor, und relerred to
the District Committee.

About this time n peculiar change
goems 1o have come over the intentions
of the Commisstoners to institnte radi.
cil reform inthe matter of tax nsspss-
ments. That keon and zenlous destve
formovly manifested to meot the de-
mands of the wajority of the eltizens
in this regard seems to have suddenly
lost some of its edge.

It was just nbout this time, too, that
the handful of powerful and wealthy
L.m]u'-ny owners, whose lsnds aud

ouses wore assessed for wbout one-
fifth, and less, of thelr true value, mule
up thelr minds that radical reforms
were nol necessary,  In fact, thoy were
cortuin the existing systom was ull
right, and should wot be changed.

Well, it was not chunged,

Commissioner Weoll: did not submit
10 the board apy startling recommendn-
tions of sweeplng changes in the lnw,

The bill leu the District Awsessor

b presented to. the Honse of Tapre
sonintives was referred by thoe Disietor
Committee to the Commissioners for

thelr approval, as is customary, T
hill never got out of the Distriot Com
missioners’ office again, It was

smothered thore,  Thero I8 not even
copy of it in thelr files, among the
other bills,

Evidently, it did not meet thelr ap.
wroval,

The bill did not meet the approval of
the hendful of powerful and wealthy
property owners, either.  Naturally,
they depreeated a change which in
volved o more corvect estimate of values
and nssessment theveon,

When Congress met again the Com-
migslonerd had not Fulfilled their promn-
i#e of recommending legislation to cor-
rect the assessment evil, They felt it
necesinry, however, to give some ex-
enee for thelr failure, nnd this is what
they sald

“In their last report the Commission.

erd ealled attention to the eondition of
the laws relating to nssessments in the
District of Columbin, suggested cer
tnin changes by means of which they
were satisfied the land laws could be
greatly fmproved, and promised to pre-
pare and hand to Congress amend ments
to the existing law avhich would greatly
modify and improve its operations.
They respectfully call attention to what
they said about these amendments and
repeat the arguments used in their sup.
port,
I “For reasons that it is not neoessary
to state here the plan of legislation re-
ferred to in thelr report was not formu-
lated and presented os promised,

“Sleps sre being tuken now, howaver,
1o rulﬁ“ the promize made, and it is
hoped that such changes in the law as
will fnsure & more cureful and satis-
fuctory assessment will be put in form
u'.ml chscmcd to Congress at an early
uny.

bhis sounded falr, and the eltizens
waited patiently for the “‘new laws and
amendments to existing law’  which
were to relieve them from the burdens
of unjust asscasments.

They nre still waiting.

That Board of Commissioners has
run it8 course and another one been
nearly o yenr in office, and there 18 no
change for the hatter in the sltuation.

The only pretest of a fulfillment of
the promise made by that Board of
Commissioners to Coogress and the
people 1o make o chunge in the situa-
tion was o bill recommended and intro-
duced in the House of Representatives
January 7, 1880, creating o permanent
Board of Tax and License Appeals.

It provided a possibility of an amelio-
ration of the effects of the evil, but did
nout correct the canse.  The bill passed
the House, went to the Senate,and thers

disnppenred.
The trienninl nssessmont then came
sround. The cilizens wore assessod in

the same old way, the small propocty-
Bolders payving taxes upon S0 per cent.
of the value of their property, The
wenlthy and powerful landlords paid
upon 20 per cont. of the value of their
property,

The sum of $£2,043,503 was Jevied.
The small property-holders paid #1,
085,150 of it; the millionaire landlords
patd §408,795.

Asthe former went down in thefr
pockets o meet the unequnl nssessmant
they probubly had rather bitter memo-
ries of (he golden promises, never ma-
terinlized, held out to them two years
previously, that “new lnws-ant amend.
ments to existing law™ would be forth-
coming.

Whet Mr, Weblb Says.

Ex Commissioner Webb was seen by
a Cuyrvic man yesterday.,  Lis memory
of the details of his connection with
the matter of o revision of the g3sess-
ment law while e was Commissioner
was not very fresh. e dimly recallad
the order made by the Board directing
bhim to investigate the subjeet, and Lo
remembered his trips to the other cities
upoen this mission,  When e returned
Le weommended to Congress o bill
creating a permanent Board of Appeal,
as expluined above.

“What do you think of the presont
system  of pssessment?’” asked Toe
Cririe man,

“It is faulty fu the extreme!"" he
suid, emphintically., “It 5 almost im-
possible to pick up o dozen men pro-
miscuously at the present rate of com-
pensation who can furnisht the abitity
to correctly assess the value of prop:
erty for taxation ns a permanent Board
of Assessors would.”

“Did yon ever embody those re-
murks in o report to Congress ¢

“No, Itwould be useless todoso.
Congress would not grant any inerease
in ofticers or expenses to better the sys-
tem. We have an inadequate and uo-
expensive system.  Boston has o per
feet, but cousequently an cxpensive
aystem of asscssment.  Congress wonld
never give such a plan to Washington,
although this is the place for a model
system 1o Hourish, '

Do you remember the bill proposed
Ly the Distriel assessors to create o por-
mwanent Board of Assessors?"”

“Yee, [ think Tdo, I believe it was
referred 1o us by the House Committes
and met with disapproval,

“T would favor an adequate assess-
ment plan, but think it would be hard
1o get ane from Copgress."’

Attitunde of the Present Board,

The Incumbent Board of District
Commissioners expressed in their Airst
annual report recently in vigorous terms
their  opinfon of the objectionable
nature of the present system of assess-
mient.  Thoy sald they anticipated no
different  results In the future from
persistence in this method.

They distioctly recommend the es
tablishment of a permanent Board of As-
sessors who should devote all the time
necessary to that daty, with a tenure of
oflice that would secureto the public
the value of their experience and slkill,
and who should givesuch bond and re-
ceive sueh sulory as would enable the
suthorities to employ, pod velnin in that
cupaceity, the continuons services of re-
sponsible and able eitizens. "

They also recommoend a permunent
Tonrd of Appenls,

They promise to preparve and submit
to Congress during the present session n
bill embodying their views in the prem-
ises,

MR. HUSTON TO RESIGN,

And Fe Wants His Resignation o be
Folt by Harrison,

HIGE OFFICIALS MUCH DISGUSTED.

Publication of the Treasarer's Intention
Upset His Plans.

Embrrrassment of the Administeation—
Abpeneo of Harimony 1o the Prod-
dent's Clrele — Half-Hanrtod De-
ninls—~History of the Causes,

Ts there n consplracy among cortain
officlals to embarrags the Adminisies-
tion by successive resignations ¥

Recent events eerlaﬁaly point in this
directlon.  Flist there wis the well
authenticated report that First Asaistant
Postmaster-Genoral Clarkson would re-
slgn, quickly followed by a half-hearted
deninl.  The renson assigned for his
resienation was disgust with the Ad.
ministration, This Mr. Clarkson liae
not, so far ns known, ever denfed in
any way,

A few days liter oomes the roport
from Indinnapolis that Treasuer s
ton i4 to resign.  Evidently the report
was started by the statements of some
indisereet home friend of Mr. Huston,
It was denied in the same half-hearted
whay ns characterized Mr. Clarkson's
denial, )

The facta in Mr. Huston's case are
simply these: e is not in harmonious
relutions with the President. This
fect is too notorious among his Indiana
friends to require further confirmation,
Until this premature report oame out
Mr. Huston was in the habit of express.
ing himself to his Hoosier friends con-
cerning bis resignation in about the fol-
lowing Iapguage, and in the most em-
phatic manner:

“Itesign ¥ Of course, I'm going to
reglgn.  I'm not rendy yet. I want my
resignation to be felt.  Wait tiil one or
two others of the disgusted resign and
I'll follow suit, and in that way the Ad-
ministration will be embarrassed."

Mr. Huston expressed himsell freely
and frequently, and to more than one
person (o this effect.  He was mad all
the way through and showed it, The
premature publieation of his intention
upeel big plaps and there was nothing
left for him to do but to follow Clark-
son's lead and deny.

To find the reason for Trensurer Hus.
ten's  bitter  dissatisfaction it is neces-

eye and educated sense of tha profes
sionnl  detective are not reguired to
hunt them  down; they can be found
everywhere, on  the etreet, In  the
squalid tenements below tha levee ns
wall as in the magnificent mansions of
the fashlonable section.

In New Orleans the vieo of playing
the lottery is n crnge, & mania, and tho
proposition may be safely  ventured
thut if it were possible to look into the
puskets of every mun and woman and a
great many ol the ehildren of the moe
tropolis of the Gulf State o lottery ticket,
nnd oftimes a roll of them, would be
found. The city has, from the time
of its foundation, been a gambling
centre; the Latin blood of Its firat
seitlers took kindly to games of chance,
und this truft had only to be fostered
to muke it 0 rage.
