The pollee  authorities  of  the
cily, enoouragid by the stand tnken
by Tor Univic ngainst the Louisi
ann  Biate  Lottery, have redonbled
thelr  efforts 1o finll  #ome  way
of t'ﬁ(.‘l!‘ll! through the meshon of the
pet which the acts of Congresi have
forn oo them,  They have azila
wnd nignin trivd 1o discover o law under
which the agents of the groat gambling
institution’ might b prosvonted aod o
enre mude,  Fach time they have been
thwarted by the shirewd and bigh priced
cotnsel employed by the company, who
Bt ed seith Just ns engeran eye and
Al neve o senge ua they hinve.

The pollce hink that they have at
Inst found o way out of the diffealty,
howevar, and In looking over the stat
utes they hiave come upon section 7018,
which redds:

Any one of the justices may holl n
Epdelal term with the gt powers dnd
iurla:!lvl lon posseascd und exoroided by the

Jistriot Courts of tho Unitxd States,

This statute held out some hopo and
It wag pursued further. The discovery
was made that seventéen yenrs later it
was revised §o us Lo rend:

Bection 768 18 amonded by striking oul
fald seotion and foserting fu led thercot
the following ns sectlon 768: Sald conety
ghpll hove cognizance of all erimes and of-
fenses commiited within sald District, and
of all cases in Taw and equity between par-
Ligs. both or eithor of which shall be resi-
dent or found within sald District, and also
of all netfovs or suits of a clvil nature  at
common  Iaw or o equity, In  which
the United Statea shnll be  plaintiffs
or compluivauis; and of all solzures ou
Tond or water, and all penaltica and for-
feltures mude, arlslng or accrning under
e luws of the United Statosy and any aie
af the Justices may hold'a Criminal Court
or the trial of all erimes and offenses arising
within the District.

This law, the police think, covers
tho agents of the lottery company. In
selling tickets of the Now Orleans firm
they are guilty of o misdemeanor iothe
eight of the luw, Now the question s
whetheror not an “offense’” anda* mis-
demennor'’ are not synonymous,  This
question the courts will Hive to decide,

But just lere nnother obstacle was
thrown in the way of the law beini
carried out.  To 1871 the Police Court
wad organfzed and  pgiven exclusive
Jurisdiction over all erimes and offenses
committed within the District within o
certain limit. This Hmit is supposed to
bave included the offenses committed by
the agents of the lottery in this efty,
and when brought before that coury
“mf slmply demuanded o jury trial,
This the Pollee Court, of conrse, can
not give them, and the cases are sont on
to the grand jury, who never prefer an
fndictment.

As hus been before stated fn Touw
Creme, they are awaiting the decision
of the cnse of Edward Green, which
lins now been hefore the Court in Gen-
eral Term for several years, and, per-
haps, will nlways romain pigeon-holed,
for it has been clearly demonstrated
that were n decision made it would
prove conclusively the unconstitution
wlity of the Police Court.  This tho
higher courts do not want, for it wonld
stop short the administration of justice
in the District and deluge the higher

_courts with a flood of petty trinls.

The aets organizing the Police Court
came in direet conflict with other and
earlier acts, and the statute quoted is
ong of them, Every American hag the
right of trinl by jury, and no judge
hans the right or power to deny this
demand. It is just here that the ad-
minlstration of justice, so far as lottery
!.‘uitﬁ!s {8 concerned, comes to s stand-
still,

Detective Block is the Washington
authority on lottery and policy., Ie
has studied it and the laws for {is sup-

. pression attentively, and he bas them

all st his fingers” ends,  What he
doesn’t know about it isn’t worth
knowlng, and what he says about it
may be taken as true withont a grain
of nllowance,

“There are just two ways outof the
trouble,”” he sald to Tue Crermo repre-
sentative,  “Either Congress must give
1o the Police Court a jlury. or section
768 must be brought into requisition,
We have tried the former method, and,
inthe closing days of President Clove-
Jand’s Administration, a bill was pussed
by CnnFrcas, giving the Police Court a
jury of six men for the trial of any
cases Where a |]u trinl might be de-
manded. This rglll was sent lo the
President for his signature, but he
never gnve it, Onp the other hand, iv
was vetoed, ond two or three days
afterward Congress adjourned and
President Harrison took his seat. [
haven't beard of the bill sinee that
time.

*] think there I8 no reason why a
cage should not be mude in section 768,
In very plain words it gives the justices
aright 1o sit In criminal trinls, Why
haven't they a right to sit In the lottery
nnd policy trinls a8 well ns any other
The Supreme Court of the United States
has decided o case which 1 think puts
the matter In rather a clear light,
though it algo decldes that the Polle
Court I8 unconstitutionnl. This was
in the case of the striking theatre or
chestrus of the city who were charged
with conspirucy, and the case belng
earried to the Bupreme Conrt it was de.
cided in favor of the defendants on thos
grounds,

“This decision was made just ny
had Leen directed by A, A, Birpey, whio
was at that time the Proseeuting Attor-
ney of the District, to act.  He directed
me Lo arrest every lottery agent in the
city, and after some difficulty I suc
cocded in getting warrnnts against over
thirty of them.

you find that o new board is in office,
which e¢an do nothing with your
nppeal,

*“This isa denial of justice to prop-
erty-owners, Uongress should pass
some measure to ennble our appeals
on thisquestion to be lieard. Taxpay-
ershave more reason to complain un-
der the Eresent system ol assessing
property than any system I know of. The
American people detest a system which
denfes the rielit of appen), and [ think
our own method of doing this work is
the most detested on record. I know,
myeell, that thousands of appeals for
o correction of unjust nssessments have
been filed, but were never heard, be-
canse the board to which they were
made went out of office before they
were reached.””

. Manrox Asuronrp — “The stand
takenn by Tuoe  Orrmic mects
my unquulified approval. For years

have gilven this subject much
thought, and the result of my ex-
perience and observation is In entire
aceord with the ease go foreibly pre-
sented by Tur Crirre. Why, at the
Inst assessment o dwelling on the square
where I live, built over twenty yenrs
ngo at a cost of less than t&,uh{l. was
returned at $8,000, while other dwell:
ings In the immediate vicinity, built
not over five years ago at a cost of
$20,000, were returned ot half their
cosl.

“*Now, I do not mean to impugn the
motives of the assessors, Those of
them whom I know I belleve to be
above reproach, and I am glnd to note
that Tue Cirorie hus conducted this
discussion in all fairness, with a dig
pity becoming the subject, nnd has
shown no disposition to unjustly eriti-
clse any one,

“The tronble I8 with the system. T re-
gard it a8 impossible to effect a just
and equitable assessment under the
present system, and whenever occasion
offered 1 have ndvocated a retoram in
this regard.

“Wea should have o permanent Board
of Assessors composed, gay. of six eitl-
zens, with such fixed salaries as would
secure their undivided atlention and
service.  The increase o revenue that
would result from the adoption of such
n plan would fully justify it, and
we would get an nssessment  just
alike to rich and poor. Esch member
of the board would have ample time
and opportunity to exhaust muny ave-
oues of inguiry s to real estate values
in his tlinlrlrl and all errors in his find
Ings could be ocorrected by the full
board sitting as & court of appeal.™

“What do yvou think of the views of
Mr. Warner on this subject?" inguired
the reporter.

“In my judgment,” continued Mr
Ashford, ""he Is mistaken. Inthe light
uf experience and observation in other
clties his pogition 1s wholly untenuble,
Take for ,nslunl:u the cliy of Baltimore,
It nssessment system i an admirable
one.

'While nearly,
if mot ull, of the States bave estublished
lundl laws demunded by the spirit of the
age, we are sull groping ullllc‘ the mists
of past centurles,  The result {8 that
there are scres of land in this city,
abandoned 11{ the ownirs over sixty
vears ago, which would long stnee have
been fmproved, but  which still romalo
vocunt, ylelding lttle or no revenue to
the Distriet,  Bome five years since I
prepered o bill looking to a reform ln

that the work might be more oavefully
Asan lustration, the house in
which I am living (1413 Seventsenth
gtreet) was, ns my father hald consid-
ered, valued entirely too high, oand o
protest was mnde to the Bourd of As
sesnors,  They recognized the justios nf
the protest, but did not have time to aot

who are larger property owners and
capitalists on too low a valuation, theve

eystem works to the pooror classes,

T ean polnt you out one huild
ing, the United States Trust building,
corner of New York avenue and Fif
teenth street, which 1 am creditably
informed cost $200,000, and itis cqual:
fzed at #60,000. This is a brand new
bulding, and is only o fuir illustration
of how many propertics arc equalized
in the northwest.

The removal bill, having passed the
Senate, is now boing warmly discussed
in the House, and it is ciaimed by the
friends of Brigndicr Miles that the em-
fesnries of Drigadier Crook, severil
beardless cadets just pssiened to dity
from the Polut, are here in Washing
ton testifying before the House com:
mittee and otherwise: managing the
campalim of the ranking brigadier
against his Insubordinnte subordinate.

However much Brigadior Miles moy
Lhave blundered In his Apache cnm
palen, it certainly nppears that hie cup
tured and corralled the hostile bind,
which hid already mussaered over 800
of cur soldiers and settlers in the South
west, It HKewise appesrs that Briga
dier Crpok, who had previously wrestled
with this same Geronimo, did not cap
e Lim, and the naturgd semtimont
nmong the people still dusirons of pre-
serving their lives and property s n
very decided olijection to n renewal of
Crook policy

Withina day or two Drigadier Milos
will probalily be interviewed by an es
teemed contemporary and will. in ol
probability say:

“Yoears ngo it was proposel to gnther
il the Apachies and place them oo n
reservation in the Indian Tervitory, but
it was never intended that o pert of
them shiould remain in Arizona, n part
in Mexico, and the hostile banids fn the
Indinn Territory, from which gronnd
ef vaotage they may and would =o
enslly cieape to renew theie depre-
dations,”

When Brigadier Miles is questioned
in refevence to his discharge of Brign
dier Crooks' seouts he will probably
By :

“It was unnatural and unreasonalilo
to suppose that Indians of not only the
same tribe but having Lrothers, sisters
and mothers with the hostiles, would
muake relinble scouts t2 hunt down their
own 1pl-nplu. Even savages could
seareely be depended upon lo commit
g0 unpatural a crime, especially since
the clannish spirit of the Indian is o
well known."

When questioned concerning the cap-
ture of Chato, the scout, and his lm
prisonment, General Miles will adinit
that he wus with Geronlmo's band in
the last rald, but that “*he was one of
the most brutul of them all, snd stands
before the Territory indioted for the
Illit‘:-l atrocious murders ever committed
there.””

To the question ns to whether or not
these Apnches can escape from  the
reservation in the Indian Territory and
find their way baek throneh o familiar
country to their ingtinctive ocenpations,
the General will probably answer by
nsking :

“Why not?"

Should he be pressed for a solution of
the question and asked to name a region
where these savages can boe properly
cared for and gradually educated and
civilized, the Brigadier-General will
undoubtedly say: “Keep them east of
the Mississippi, Remove them entirely
from their pative surroundings, provent
them from sowing discord in the peace.
ful trities of the Comanches and Kio
wus; keep them within the refining in-
fluenees of an impregnable and estab
lished Christion elvilization,"”

Moral suasion und boiled shirts for
the suvage, and not the temptation of
native lieath, are what Brigadier Miles
will demand.

A prominent Army oflicer, comment
ing yesterday on the Indian situation,
remarked:

“HBetween the extreme  bratality of
tlie West, 1he unguided philanthropy of
e Enst, the Indian “agent, the Indian
Ofice, the Army and Christisn whisky,
the poor devil of 4 savage has o hard
row lo hoe."”

This same officer, well grounded in
the pelty jealousies und heart- burnings
of regular army life, says: “Bocause of
nmere personnl feeling of pigue on the
part of u ranking oMeer, the people of
both Arizona and Mexico will be foreed
to again suffor the same uncasiness,
terror and  loss of life and property;" |
more thun that be fonsists that *“Briga
dier Crook is inconslstont when he
gnys in his lnte report that it wonld be
ungafe to return them to thelr olid res
crvations, and yet urges that they be |
sent to another, from which escape s
cusy nod almost certain,
