Major McKInley, chahman of tbo

This will affect a reduction in tho
icenucsof about $23,000,000, accord-
ing to tho estimates of the framers of
the bill.

I on the frro list. One ot thorn
if aid that if the bill reported did not
put sugar on tbo free list, it would bo
to amended in tlio Hnuso us to destroy
its symmetry nnd compel its recom-
mittal to the Ways and Means Com-
mittee.

Illinois and Minnesota Republicans.

WAS HE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE
DESPATCH'S MISHAP?

IIo Was Ranking Olllror of tho Vessol,
nnd May Havo to Order a Court of
Inquiry Into His Own Skill or
Want or It.

A court of inquiry will probably In
ordered to dctcrmino tho
for tho Despatch running aground oa
Lower Cedar Point Shoal In tho Poto-
mac River. Such Is almost tho Invaria-
ble custom whun a United States vessel
meets with a mishap of any kind, nnd,

this Is believed
to bo the course that will bo followed In
this Instance.

Tho fact that Secretary Tracy was on
boaul tho Despatch may complicate
matters somowhat, ns, technically, whon
tbo Secretary of tho Navy is aboard a
United Stntcs vessel, by vlrtuo of his
office, ho Is the ranking officer, and In
ordering a court of Inquiry Secretary
Tracy, In this case, would, in a tech-
nical sense, bo constituting a court to
inquire into his own seamanship, or
lack of It.

No ono for an instant imagines that n
lawyer, whon ho becomes Secretary
of the Navy, immediately develops into
n sea captain; so that if this technical
construction is not ndvnuccd Lieutenant
W. S. Cowlcs, tho reul commander of
tho Despatch, would ordinarily bo held
responsible for tho mishap.

Lieutenant Cowlcs, in a letter to tho
Navy Department, reports that tho
Despatch is "hard and fast." Infor-
mation by rivcrmen is to tlio effect that
at the point where tho Despatch ran
aground, tho regular channel is sl.xty
feet deep. Near this point aro two light-
houses Mathias Point light-hous- o and
Smith's Point light house.

It Is supposed that tho Despatch was
being steered by lango nnd not by
chart, and that tho navigating olllccr
mistook ono light-hous- o for tho other.
At tho timo of tho accident tho De-
spatch was Tunning with n full head of
steam and landed high on tho shoals.
It happened about 4 o'clock Biturd ly
afternoon In broad daylight, but tho
wind was blowing almost a gale nt the
time.

ho Worst Dancer Wns Supposed to lie
Of or When the Terrible Catastro-
phe Came Very Narrow Escapes
Corroded List of tho Doad,

111 & Co.'s book house burned last
nlgl.t. It was the largest In tlio Stato,
w 1th $12"5,0OO worth of stock. The firo
wns supposed to bo well under control
at fi:!!0. It was then that an awful
calamity occurred. The building, with
its load of human beings, caved in.
Fifteen men tumbled into tlio yawning
abjss. Pints of Companies Nos. 11 nnd
0 wero on tho roof working their way
down to tho fire. No warning was
given. Tho roof seemed sound aud tho
walls substantial.

The scene on tho heap of debii Im
mediately after tho collapse was dread-
ful beyond description. Tho Hmb3 of
men hero and there wero seen writhing,
while trunks lo which they belonged
wero burled from sight. A ladder lay
across three men, and wns weighted
down by tons of bricks and timber.
Another poor fellow, who was boyond
nil pain, lay close beside Ids fellows, n
shnncltss and mangled mnss. Tho
ladder lay across the stomach of ono
man, who was screaming with agony.
Another with a broken arm and toasted
body lay next to hlni.

Thomas Dillon, superintendent of tho
Brush Electric Light Company, and
William Long hnd a miraculous escape.
Thcywcieon the roof of tho burning
building cutting tho electric wires when
tho crash camo. By quick jumping
both succeeded In leaching nn adjoin-
ing roof and escaped Injury.

A fund has already been started for
the icllef of tho Injured ilremen and
tho families of the dead nnd injured. It
has already reached tho total of $3,000.

London, March 18. The rovlval of
the null 1'tigllsli excitement in Lls'iou
in consequence of the notion of Acting
Consul Buchanan In ialslng the British
flag ocr the Slilro district Is every-
where regarded ns unfortunate.

servo the Interests of their country by
speedily suppressing tho Idiotic freny
of the populace which threatens Injury
to tlio British Legation tbnn by indulg-
ing In impotent ofilcial ravings against
the inevitable action of an irresistible!
force, meanwhile leaving irresponsible!
students and otheis to commit outrages
for which tho Gn eminent mustnnswer.

It Is not nt nil likely that Consul
Buchanan has acted without authority,
therefore it may bo accepted as a fore-L'on- c

conclusion that the protest which
Portugal has lodged against his formal
occupation of tho disputed territorv
will meet with a reception similar to
Hint which Lord Salisbury has given to
tho previous protests of thc"Llsbon
Government. In all respects tho situa-
tion seems moro grave for Portugal
than at any previous state of the con-
troversy, nnd It is tho more unfortunate
that tho Lisbon authorities appeal to bo
unable to rcallo that fact.

Tlio report that Prince Bismarck and
bis son, Count Herbert Bismarck, have
tendered their reslcnations to tbo Em-
