AltKANBAS CllY, AltK., Apill 3.
This la the fourth week of the great,

flood, nml there is veiy little prospect
of its soon abating. The water is going
back into tho river wherever thcro Is a
break in tho lovec. Plantations in this
(section never overflowed before are
now submerged. Tho track of the o
Valley load, between McGhcc and a
Tilppe, is flvo feet underwater. Tho
Ouchita division of tho Valley route
is almost completely under water for a
distancoof eighteen miles. A number
of lailroad bridges havobeen washed
away. A consideiablo poition of tho a
new load, the Houston, Central Atkan-sa- s

and Northern Railroad, Is under
water. Tho reports of distress among
inhabitants of tho ovciflowcd districts
in Arkansas havo been exaggerated,
though at Laconia there is much suffer-
ing.

Helena, Auk., April !5. "When tho
levees broke above Helena ou tho Mis-
sissippi side it was confidently ovpectea
that tho one at this placo would be
greatly lellcved. aud "that tho water
would fall sulllcicntly to make way for
the coming rise. As yet. however, wo
have lccclved but little lclief. The
tiver fell only an inch dining tho last
twenty-fou- r homs. It Is duo to tho rain
that has been constantly falling that tho
fall Is not moi o rapid. It is thought
that thcio will not bo a substantial de-
cline) In tho river at this placo for four
weeks.

New York, Apill 3. Tho World
this niornlnir has dlsnatchcs from tho
Jlayois of Memphis, tlclena, Aakansas
City, Qreenvillo, Yioksburg. Bayou
Baia and Natcl which are to tho effect
that tho reports concerning tho floods
on tho Lower Mississippi havo boon
gieatly exaggerated, and that thcro is
very litllo danger of loss of life.

Smith and that Selvey chipped In.
That Selvey throw the curb-ston- (four
inches square) that icsulted In Smith's
death was very evident.

Dr. Sbacfcr testified that ho had ex-
amined tho body of Smith and found

scalp wound llvo and oue-hal- f Inches
in length, beneath which was a clot of
blood.

The jury lctuincd a verdict to the
effect that Smith camo to his death by a
stono thrown from tho hands of Sclvcy,
and ho was oidercd to bo committed to
jail.
