An IJIoqiiant I'lon in Tholr ISehuir by h
Minister.

Rev. T. S. Hamlin, D. D pastor of
tbc Church of the Convcunnt, referred
in his admiiablc discourse yesterday
on "Illiteracy and tho Secularization of
Education" to social nnd civil equality.
He deprecated the fact that caste had
feo largely entered into social affairs,
and he was ashamed to say In the
Chinch. Ho made nn earnest and
eloquent plea for the public schools, in
which he bald the sou of the black-
smith and iho son of the raiiioad presi-
dent aro taught side by side, and whero
Plains and industry ure of more value
than wealth or largo bank accounts.
He wanted the colored people educated,
whom long years of slavery, he said,
had left in an ingor.int and degraded
condition.

l'ralso for lite Negroes There Is No
Color l.lno.

A large congregation assembled in St.
Augustlno's Church yesterday forenoon
nnd listened to AichbUhop Ireland's
sermon on "Soctal Equality," as appli-
cable to the colored people He said at
all times he enjoyed tho privilege of
speaking to his colored fellow cltlens,
for In them ho saw a people seeking to
obtain their richls. Ho held that thcro
was no such thing as a "color lino" ex-

cept In tho minds of those whoso intel-
lects were clouded by unjust reasoning.
The solution of tho race question was
that they should look ono another lu tho
face as members of tho same family,
children of the samo God, nnd all living
under Iho same teachings of religion,
reason, nnd virtue Because of the sim-
ple accident of color It did not follow
that they were to be treated oil illitcrent
lines religiously and socially.

In Inter days the Church hid taught
in all places that eacli man was a child
of God, that he must lccoguizo every
other muti ns n child of God, and his
equal, nnd unlcs they did they could
not be rccognlcd by the Father of All
as their Father.

In splto of certain men in Congress
"who babbled nbout tho colored man
and talked sheer nonsense." thedaywns
near at hand when justice would bo
done. God's hand was uplifted in be-
half of the coloiod people. In conclu-
sion lie said the Catholic Church was
tho first to take the colored people under
Its protection.

He is a mere shadow of his
former self. His eyes are heavy and
dull and his general appearance is that
of a man who has lost his last friend.

His noble wife
and little son, "Frank, aic also at his
side every day. I don't understand
why the authoiitics have not called his
case before this.

poor fellow can undergo another year's
impiisonmcnt."

Thcro was nn unusually large busi-
ness dono on tho local Stock Exchange
Saturdoy, and important advances wcro
recorded in several leading securities.

The first sale was of 10 tharcs of
Columbia Railroad nt 75, Tho closing
bid w as 72 and tho lowest offering at "8.
This stock Is now rarely for sale, having
gone Into strong hands, and Its friends
say, nnd it is not doubted, that tho road
is making money. It only remains for
the directors to get through spending
the enrnings for lmpiovcments to form
nn ndvnntagcous connection with tho
Mctiopolltan or somo other Influential
load, to obtain from Congress somo
addition lo itsioutc or to lcsumo tho
payment of dividends for the stock not
only to be woitli the price at which it
is selling, but to attain n higher value
Thcio Is n possibility that all these
favorable conditions may be reached.

Another tmall lot of Washington Gas
stock came on the market but 1!J
shares. It biought 41. Larger lots
would command a better price

It appears that Chesapeake and Poto-
mac Telephone stock Is not without
friends, for on a pretty free selling of
this valuable stock there was not only
no secession In pi lee, but a steady ad-
vance For 16 shares 70J was paid, 5
brought 70J, 12 70 and 20, the largest
lot offered sold for 70J, an advanco over
tho flist sale of 4. The stock was then,
as If to retard a further advance, offeicd
at 71.

The apparent wenkness of American
Security and Trust stock for several
days appears to have'been a delusion
and a sham to frighten timid holders
into letting some of their accumulations
go, for on a salo of 150 In lots of 25
shares the price rose 1 per cent., from
40J to 50. As indicating that larger
