BOOTH'S SROT RECALLED,

A Cuorlons anid New Story

Montreal Man,

A dlspateh from Detealt to the Now
York Zimes says: “'An echo of the shot
fired by J. Wilkes Dooth in Ford's
Theatre, Washington, iwenty-five years
u,il) lost Monday, by which Abrabham
Lincoln recoived his mortal wound,
wos heard Thursday In Deteoit. Thomas
Casey, o typleal Irishman of 00 vears
or more, stood in front of the opera-
house intently studying the show bill
that bore the name of Edwin Booth,
who Is playing an engagement here,
He nshed o mon standing near bim if
Edwin Dooth was any relation to J,
Wilkes Booth. Being assured that he
wig, Mr, Cnsey repalred to the hotel to
tell Mr. Booth the following remurkable
alur{', now repeated for the first time;

“In June, 1865, while My, Casey was
un puctioneer in Quobee, a schooner
called the Fmma loaded at Montrenl
with oil for Nagsan. In the cargo were
seven large trunks marked T, W, B,
Nusean; 1o be called for," The schooner
prgsed Quebee, but o short distance be-
low that elty o storm struck her and
she was wrecked. The crew and ofli-
cers were never scen, but the derellet
waus pleked up by some Quebec snilors,
who elaimed salvage. ‘The goods re-
covertd were put inlo the Admiraliy
Court to be =old, and Thomas Casey
was the uuctioncer to whom the sale
wos intrusted, He opened the seven
trunks and found them filled with rich
velvet suits, jeweled drzgers, armors,
Lhelmets, plumes and  various other
thentrical necessories.  Old lelters benr-
ing the address WF Wilkes Booth,' and
hundreds of tiekets with the foftinls T,
W. B." were nlso found.

“The goods were much damnged by
water.  Ifor some of them there was no
call, und Mr. Cnorey Kept them, The
gatlors realized $H00, and $300 was de-
posited to the dredit of J, Wilkes Booth
or his heirs, Mr. Casey bad never
heard of J, Wilkes Booth, Away
down in Quebce he took but little io-
terest in the offairs that were then in
teresting the American mind, and he
made no effort to find the owner, who,
hethen supposed, was drowned on the
Emma, nor had he any interestin in-

uiring for Booth's relatives, In the
apse of time the offair escaped his
memory, and he did not think of it
agaln until to.day.

“CUnsey's endeavor to see Rdwin
Booth was futile. Fe was not in his
room and no yeply was deigned to a
note, in which the writer intimated
{hat he might be able to impart some
information of interest about J. Wilkes
Booth. A subsequent Interview with
Mr. Arthur Chase, Mr, Booth’s man-
ager, was equolly fruitless, Mr. Chace
Informing Casey that the great trage.
dian would tolerate no allusions to, or
cenversations nbhout his brother from
fny source whalever. The [act that
the brunks were consigned to Nassau,

The cemetery is a curious spot, as full
of interest asitis full of bones—the
name origioglly was Bome:bill. One
bhundred and twenty-five persons haye
been buried here. Ritson's grave can-
not be identified; the antiquary re-
guested that no mound or slab should
be raised above him, and that wish has
been complied with, “He was buried
gomewhere In this corner’”—that Is all
1he information the guide has o glve.
De Foe's grave is marked by a stanch
obelisk, for which his youthful readers
nave pald. A comparatively new mon-
ument stends over Bunyan's grave; the
old slab was fairly hacked o bits and
carried away by relle hunters.

“1 fancy,' said I to the guide, “thnt
many of my countrymen vislt this
saintly spot?’

“Oh, yes, siv,” sald he; “they come
here in droves durlog the season.'

“Can it be possible,” I asked, “‘that
this cemetery hins n 4eason, the same ns
senside resorts and water oures have!''

BREDOW'S DEATH RIDE,

An Example of What
Chiurge Can Do,
From the Now York Swi,

The recent death of the Prussian
general, Bredow, hag given rise to some
exapgerntion in several journals re
specting his famous oharge, known ns
the “'Death Ride,"’ at Rezonville on the
16th of Angust, 1870,

The rvenl facts In the case derived
frem both French and German sources
are intevesting, principally in the illus.
tritlon which they plve of the part that
cavalry may  still ?u: uble 1o 'play in
modern waorfare, notwithstnnding all
the modern improvements in the art of
shooting, This “Death Ride'" and
other cavalry engneements during that
bottle slhowed elearly enough that, in
spite of the chussepot and the needle
gun, mounted men in 1870 could still
accomplish  wonders with  compura-
fively little Joss. It is quite troe that
Dredow's Drigode cut  throvgh the
Freovch line of infantry. reached the
aviillery, sabered the gunners and
passed on toward the French cavalry;
but it is not true that It strock thit
cavalry, which was massed in front of
it. On the contravy, seclng that sueh an
attack would be sheer madness, Bredow
wheeled nbout and once more passed
through the lines which he had Lroken
and reformed at about the same place
from which he started.

This nhnr|ge lins sometimes been se-
verely coritfeised, but it is all blown to
the winds by both French and German
evidence of its marvelous result, ‘At
about balf-past 12 o'clock,” says o
French writer, “‘our Second Corps was
weakening, and Marshal Bazaine sent
out two squadrons of lancers nand
cuirassiers of the gunrd to cover the re-
treat. These troops came In conlact
with the Bixth Division of Prussian
cavalry, which was sent out in puranit.
In the shock our culrassiers Jost 22
officers, 208 men and 243 horses, Bul
reinforcements cnme to us, and the po-
sitlon of the enemy became critical.
Their Third Corps in particular suf-
fered severely, and became separated
from the rest of the army and from its
reserves. It was then that General
Alvensleben sént out Bredow's brigade,
which saved the Third Prussinn Army
Corpe and parulyzed for the rest of the
day our 8ixth Corps, which up to that
moment was on the advance, but after-
wards never moved.

On the German side Prince Holen-
lohe says that the effect of the cavalry
charges of the day, and especially late
inthe evening, was to demoralize the
French, who retired “‘sbandoning the
ficld of battle thet had been disputad
all duy, while on the other hand May-
shal Bazaine could not understand such
a daring movement except on the theory
that his adversaries had recelved con-
siderable reluforcements, and that Is
wby he retreated at night and travs
formed this undecided battle Into a
German victory, If, instead of allow-
ing Limsell (o beintimldated and dis-
couraged, Bazalok had sttacked us with
all hiy reserves, be would have won be-
yond & doubt a brilllant victory over
the Prussian army, Inferior in numbers
and exbausted us it was by the fight of
the Ypl’i:\ufiul.m day,"'

When it is remembered that Bazipe
fn this struggle was endeavoring to
reach MocMahon, the fmportance of the
ealvary action, which really turped the
tide of battle, can be easlly upprecinted.

It remains 1o be seen what calvary
can do in the future, with. the fuoreasad
difficulties In store for it in the shape
of smokeless powder aod magazine
