future. The Commerce Committee Is
vety anxious to hare the bill put
through, and has Instructed the chair-
man of the committee, Mr. Frye, to
confer with Mr. Ahlflch, in charge of
the TarllT bill, to determine upon the
best time for calling up the Ittver ami
Harbor measure.

Mr. Dolph, who Is a member of the
Commorcc Committee, has been using
every effort to have the matter taken
up. At the caucus of Republican Sen-

ators held some time ago Mr. Frye
asked for Instructions about the bill,
but beyond cxpnsslng the belief that
the bill should be considered as a regu-
lar appropriation bill, to be given right
of way at any time, the caucus did
nothing. Mr. Frye has not desired to
antagonize tho Tariff bill with his meas-
ure, but he feels the necessity of having
It put Into what may be a lone confer-
ence as soon as possible. There nro
chances, of course, that tho bill will not
go tbroueh.

There has been a feeling among the
friends of the hill for some time that
tho White House Influence was lnlmtcal
to It. They have believed, therefore,
that there was a possibility that the bill
would be killed. The easiest way to
do that would be to prevent Its consid-
eration In tho Senate. Mr Frye will
doubtless make an effort to have It
taken up before the present week or
early In the week following. He will
try to reach an Agreement with Mr. Alli-
son, but failing in this he expects to an-
tagonize the Tariff bill with the River
and Harbor hill In the morning hour.
